‘ AT TAYLOR-WINDFALL

Announcement of the engage-
ment of R. H. (Pat) Stewart, M.E.
well-known British Columbia min-
ing engineer, formerly with Con-
solidated Mining and Smelting Co.
and consulting engineer for the
Texas Gulf Sulphur, to have full
.charge of operations at the Taylor
Windfall property was made last
week. Mr. Stewart has left for the
Taylor-Windfall property to take
complete control of operations.

‘ in the press recently that the
Ottawa Government are consider-
ing bringing down a measure deal-
ing with Unemployment Insurance
“at-the next session of Pariament.

- 'If a bill is passed to this end it will
~be of great benefit to Canada. More
than likely some plan on a co-op-
erative basis will be the foundation,
“the Dominion and Provincial gov-

~ernments, employers and possibly
the tra;de unions each contributing.
Organized labour and employers
‘would meet on common ground
with the various governments, and
no doubt work out a plan not un-
like those in vogue by life insurance
companies, .

One of the great advantages that
might result would be the elimina-
tion of strikes if a plan can be ad-

. opted whereby both employers and
labour unions agree, While only a
suggestion the executive board
should consist of representatives of
the trades unions, transportation
companies, farmers, merchants and
manufacturers, with an actuary as
‘chairman. Industry and labour
must co-operate. Should either of
them hold aloof or raise needless
objections delay will be caused
which will have a bad effect.

If all concerned work in harmony
and goodwill unemployment insur-
ance will be a cornerstone in build-
ing of & greater dominion and of
lasting benefit. Up to the present
trade unions have strongly opposed

- such a policy preferring to deal
direct under the existing legisla-
tion. The unidns now realize that
some plan must be put into effect,
and if so, there will be no nced to
abolish trade unions as in Ger-
many and Italy, or suppress them
as in Russia. In the United States
they have awakened to this fact
and we can look for action In that
country forthwith.

It is quite true that strikes occur
frequently after a depression when
lines of business are on the up-
grade. ‘Objections will always be
raised but they can be overcome by
intelligent and co-operative ad-
ministration. Another benefit to be
derived would be the ending for all
time of the dole or relief system

which has only resulted in the.

breaking of the morale of our peo-
ple. Merchants would be assured
that under such a plan thelr cre-
dit would not be impalired, manu-
facturers would feel more secure,
- and all lines of industry would be
stabilized to a greater extent. It
will be a most excellent opportun-
ity for the labour unlons and em-
ployers to show their good faith if
such co-operation is forthcoming
from them, The government has a
hard task before them, and should
they be successful In passing legis-

lation to

this end will deserve much.
cred:t. It is the duty of the press
to give every assistance, which will
undoubtedly be given from Atlantic
to Pacific. ‘

MR. STEVEN’S OFFENCE

I HE FOLLOWING ed.torial from
“The British Columbian”, un-
der the heading of “Mr. Steven’s
Offence”, gives an opin'on which is
widely prevalent throughout the
country, but we are inclined to the
belief that it should read “Defends”
instead of “Offence.” The Minister
of Trade and Commerce while pos-
sibly straying away somewhat as re-
gards parliamentary practice cer-
ta.nly has not been afraid to han-
dle the matters before the commit-
tee without gloves. T

The  published statement a fe
days ago by one of the heads of a
large departmental store- attacked
the Minister, but-the facts brought
out before the commiss.on were not
very favorable to the firm in quest-
ion. Mr. Stevens is do:ng good work
and is standing for and defending
the rights of the people. The big in-
terests do not like to be disturbed,
but the days of watered stock upon
which dividends have to be paid by
the customers of large corporations
are over, , :

The most important point in the
recent controversy which appears
to have been overlooked, is that the
speech made by him which caused
all the furore was a private address
to a -ciub or -associat.on.

men, and ‘we believe Mr. Stevens

The Minister of.- Trade and
. Commerce having ‘disturbed the
peace of some of the harvesters
of easy money whoin his-depart-
ment is supposed to hold in check,
is-being marked for the discard
by men whom he invites to view
themselves in the mirror of pub-
lic opinion.

Mr. Stevens sat for many weary
weeks as chairman of the: com-
mittee -of the Commons -appoint-
ed at his instance. He went into
that committee convinced that a
great wrong existed: he had said
so at a publ:c meeting in Toronto
previous to mention of the matter
in parliament, and from his place
on the ministerial benches of the
House he had repeated his im-
pressions. Parliament accepted
his ‘word as that of a responsible
minister, and directed a commit-
tee to probe the matter. The com-
mittee made Mr. Stevens chair-
man.

Volumes of evidence were tak-
en, and day by day given to the
public in the official leaflets of
proceedings as well as by the
press through their ‘own ;eport—
ers. This evidence is public pro-
perty, and is is the privilege of-
any citizen to speak or print the
facts there brought out. Strictly
.speaking, Mr. Stevens has gone
contrary to parliamentary pract-
ice in ‘offering for public discus-
sion something still awaiting the
judgment of his committee; bq.t-
we are satisfied that the public
will excuse his -haste in bringing
these matters to attention. )

THE FARMERS' CREDITORS
ARRANGEMENT ACT

ARLIAMENT during the last

session passed much legislation
with a view of relieving as far as
possible the pinch of depression but
no act placed in the Statutes in
recent years will have a more ben-
eficial effect to the agriculturalist

" than the above.

Provision is made to permit of
compromises or rearrangements of
the debts of the farmers who are
unable to pay, and where their in-
debtedness is out of all proportion
to their assets the Act makes pro-
vision for an assignment at little
expense to them, Parliament regar-
ded it as paramount in the best
interests of the Dominion to re-
tain the farmers on the land as ef-
ficlent producers, and that if the
debtor and creditor can be brought
together and frankly discuss their
affairs with the object of making
a settlement without destroying the
basis of credit and confidence it
would greatly help.

The Government will appoint in
the judicial centre of every farm-
ing community an Officlal Receiver,
to assist the farmer in preparing
his Statement of Affairs and in
moking o proposal to his creditors,

also érrange'a meeting for theA par-
ties at which the affairs wil be

frankly and informally disc\ ssed.

It is also provided that in each pro-

~vince there shall be a Board of Re-
view, consisting of a Chief Com-

missioner and two other Commis-
sioners, the former to be one of the
Judges of the Superior Court,
‘One of the most interesting fea-
tures of the Act is that whenever
any rate of interest exceeding seven
per cent is stipulated for.in any
mortgage of farm real estate, if the
person: liable - to pay the mort-
gage tenders or pays the amount
ow;ng on such mortgage and in-
terest to the time of payment, to-
gether with three months’ further
interest in lieu of notice, no interest
after the expiry of the three
months period referred to be char-
geable, payable or recoverable in

respect of the sa’d mortgage at any .

rate in excess of five per centum
per annum. This is a new depar-
ture in legislation in this country
which shows the. government are
doing everyth'ng possble to assist
the farmer, and at the same-time
rel'eve him from the irritation and
vexation of court process as it af-

fects not only the debtor but also

the cred’tor, without submitting
him to the feeling of indignity on
gong through the Bankruptcy
Court. The -Act shows that every
effort has been made in parliament
and bears the earmarks of much
thought and careful consideration.

It has been said that the life of a
politician is not a bed of roses,
and contrary to a common belief
that members of both houses at
Ottawa have much time on their

‘hands, the work of the past session

shows distinet’y that no eight hour
day is in vogue for our legislators.
