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A CANDID CANADIAN

R. E. W. BEATTY, in his add-

ress in Vancouver a few days
ago made some interesting state-
ments the greater number of which
should be borne :n mind by the
people of Canada. As president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway he i$
in a posit'on to tell us much, and
it will not be amiss to quote a few
of his sentences in this editorial,
The one that strikes*most forcibly
is the reference to the tremendous
wastage of from f(ifty to seventy-
five millions of dollars annually in
the operation of unnecessary rail-
way operation facil.ties.

The president of the C.P.R. is
quite frank when he voices a plea
for unity of the Canadian Railways,
and estimates that there should be
a saving of seventy-five mill'on dol-
lars a year. This wouid mean ap-
proximately seven dollars per cap-

_ita for Canadians. Mr. Beatty also

states that under proper administ-
ration and co-operat:on such a plan
would not increase unempioyment

‘which is a great factor at the pre-

sent time, that the net earnings of
the properties jointly operated
would be divided in certain agreed
proportions, the Canadian Pacific
will apply its share to the satisfac-
tion of its obligations, and the pro-

- portion allocated to the Canadian

National likewise to the payment of
its interest charges.

There has been much said thro-
ughout Canada regzarding the as-
sistance given to the C.P.R. of $60,-
000,000. It is only fair to state that
there was no favored treatment to
this corporation and the following
are the facts. The C.P.R. had obli-
gations maturing in 1933-34 of s:xty
millions. Of this amount 33 mill'ons
were payable in the United States
and 27 miilions were payable to our
own people in Canada. These ob-
ligations were incurred in the usual
conduct of business and would have
to be retired. In normal times they
wouid have been taken care of by
sale of securities of the Company in
the United Kingdom, but conditions
were not favourable for such an of-
fering. It would have been fatal if
this Company had repudiated its
obligations which would have
meant a loss to thousands of small
investors and employees of the
company throughout Canada, and
the whole credit of Canada would
have been imperilled. Money was
therefore borrowed from the eight
leading Banks of the Dominion, and
the Government, contrary to the
impression that speakers have still
tried to misconstrue, did not advan-
ce one cent. The Government did
guarantee the loan before the banks
would advance this enormous sum,
but they were secured by a deposit
of four per cent consolidated de-
benture stock of the company hav-
ing a par value of one hundred mil-
lion dollars. The C.P.R. has since
then steadily reduced its liabilities
to the banks. The Government has
paid nothing and will not do so. To
us it appears a very wise and states-
manlike act on the part of the Ot~
tawa Government. Had they re-
fused to intervene the C.P.R. securi-
ties would without doubt have fal-
len at once, and w.th them every
security of the country also.

Canada should be proud of hav-
ing men of the type of Mr. Beatty,
of the C.P.R., Mr. Hungerford of the
C.N.R., and Hon. Charles P. Fuller-
ton of the Board of Trustees in
charge of these matters. We believe
that before long a great change will
be witnessed in this country. These
gentlemen have glven, and continue
to give the very best that is in them
to place the transportation systems
of the country on a hasis that will
eliminate waste and duplication of
services which were caused by over-
huilding of rallways in good times
sponsorcd no doubt to a great ex-
tent by machinations of politicians,
who were cndorsed by the cleclors
themselves in supporting thesc pol-
icies, It is within comparatively re-
cent years when the Grand Trunk
Pacific was commenced as the west-
ern portion of the National Trans-
continental railway across Canada,
It was during the bitter debate op-
posing construction of this line at
that time that the lobby got busy at
Ottawa, Parliament heard Sir Wil-
fred Laurier make onc of the most
cloquent specches he cver made in
the Commons in favour of the road,
and in closing his appeal sa'd “We
cannot wail because time will not
wait. Pray IHeaven It may not be
too late.” The clection followed.
Laurier was returned to office to
carry out his programme of the

‘new transcontinental lne, but . the
cost was many t mes greater than
the figures brought down in the es-
timates. Hon. W. S. Fielding, Laur-
ier’s  Min ster of Finance,
should have succeeded him as lea-
der of the Liberal Party, was watch-
dog of the treasury, and this un-
doubted y had much to do with Mr.
Fie.ding’s break-down 'n. health,
but the betrayal of the little grey-
bearded minister of finance by
‘'other members of his party had
more to do with ¢, although Mr.
Field:ng watched the cxpenditures
with great care.

We only quote this in reference to
our ra.lway mad policy of a few
years ago. Today we are reaping
the harvest of po'itical foly. It is
sincerely hoped that the heads of
the transportat on compan.es will
be able to solve these problems of

nat.onal importance and result in

an enormous saving to the taxpay-
ers of Canada. We shal ‘ook for-
ward with interest to any remarks
that may be made by Mr. Hunger-
ford of the Canad an National wilh
regard to Mr. Beatty’'s speech, and
if "possible pubiish them in a later
issue. In this way it will be possiblc
to learn the attitude of the C.N.R.
which we hope wi:l be one of co-
operation. The fo lowing are some
of the highlights of Mr. Beatty's
gpeech at Vancouver which we re-
ferred to above.

There have been too many hotels
built in the city of Vancouver. No
great seaport in the world lies as
far from the source of .ts raw ma-
terials in commerce as does Van-
couver,

An intelligent citizen of Vancou-
ver shou.d be alive to the trans-
portat on needs of Canada.

Common honesty, as- we ]l as com-
mon wisdom, dictates that we nmust
continue to be a nation of traders
overseas.

We must be careful in our coni-
m.tments however worthy the cause
for which we undertake them.

An Empire which includes a quar-
ter of the world is guilty of colos-
sal folly if it does not direct into
Empire channe.s the trade that has
hitherto gone elsewhere.

Vancouver is a great c.ty, one of
the greatest seaports of the Em-

pire, and one of the great gateways.

through which Occidental nations
approach the great masses of peo-
pie who dwell in the Orient.

We have in this country involved
outselves in a tremendous national
debt by build.ng railways where
railways already existed. We waste
from $50,000,000 to $75,000,000 a
year in the operation of unneces-
sary railway facilities.

The railway experiments of the
past have ieft us with a publicly-
owned system which has a debt of
no less than $2,985,799,134, as of
December 31 1933.

The railway system in this coun-
try is unsound and unhealthy. I do
not know why we should continue
to be sick just because we have here
tofore been able to pay doctor’s
bills.

The natural and automatic turn-
over of labor in this country is suf-
ficient to justify complete expecta-
t.on that unification of the systems
would not make it necessary to add
to the volume of unemployment.

We should exercise the greatest
care in committ.ng ourselves pre-
maturely to a detailed p'an for the
dispos:tion of the savings that
could be effected by unification of
the railways.

Unificat.on will not involve in-
terference with the ownership of
either railway company. The net
earnings of the properties jointly
operated would be divided in cer-
tain agreed proportions and the
Canadian Pacific will apply 1ts
share te the satisfacticn of its ob-
ligations, and the proportion alloc-
ated to the Canadian National like-
wise Lo the payment of its interest
charges

Let us hope a solution will be
found and acted upon.

THE QUESNEL RIVER ROAD

IT IS QUITE apparent that much
interest is being taken in the
gold and platinum deposits along
the Quesnel River, also that a con-
siderable tonnage of machinery and
supplies will be taken into this sec-
tion in the very near future. The
road to the deposits of gravel in
question is barely passable and ex-
tremely rough. It is the cause of
much annoyance to truck and car
drivers and for the amount of tra-
vel is proving costly to these people.
We hope the Department of Public
Works will be able to at least place
this portion of the road in good re-
air to permit operators to get in
their suppl‘es and equipment with-
out delay, and with safety.

There are also a number of far-
mers along this road well equipped
with live stock, feed and other pro-
ducts who will appreciate any im-
provement in the condition of their

highway.

CAUSE FOR CACKLE

ous. A despatch from the United
States tells us that on a farm in
Maine a hen is laying coloured eggs,
and the other biddies appear to be
Jealous of her on account of this
bird's artistic production. This poor
hen—whether by accident or design
we know not-— happens to lay cggs
of all sizes and colours being point-
ed and coin shaped, her latest crea-
tion being half white and half
brown with several dark rings ar-
ound the middle—half and half so
to speak.
