It is indeed gratifying 
to learn that the financing of this 
vast enterprise is well financed, 
which will ultimately give employ­
ment to several hundred men. The 
Australian. method will be the one 
most likely adopted. The large foiu:-
compartment shaft (known as the 

^nes shaft),.,is now to within 20 
feet of the objective aimed at by the 
management. When the complete 
power units are installed the diesel 
driven plant will develop five hun­
dred and fifty horsepower. This 
means much to the Cariboo and to 
Quesnel in particular; and the 
management can rest assured of 
the support of the entire commun­
ity, and the best wishes for success 
of this major operation. 

THE B. N. A. ACT 

I T IS becoming more unperative 
as time goes on that changes 

must be made in the Canadian 
Constitution. Much greater interest 
is evidenced by the fact that it is 
understood the premiers of three 
prairie provinces will meet in con­
ference at no distant date to dis­
cuss such changes after which they 
will proceed to Ottawa to place - -
fore the federal authorities their 
views. Some of the questions most 
likely to involve intricate considera­
tion will no doubt be those depart­
ments of administration where dup­
lication exists including the juris­
diction over social problems, health 
agriculture, hours ol work and 
wages, old age pensions and many 
others. 

At the time of the passing of the 
B. N. A. Act, no provision was made 
to amend it, but Canada, by the 
Statute of Westminster is given an 
independent status as a Dominion, 
and the result has been that there 
are increasing disputes over federal 
and provincial rights, the Provinces 
contending they have the same 
sovereign rights as the Dominion, 

It would appear that since the 
Statute of Westminster was passed, 
the Privy Council and the British 
Parliament wish Canada and the 
Provinces to iron out the issues in­
volved. It is most likely that with. 

JEWSPAPERS in the east, not­
ably the Toronto Globe and the 

Stratford Beacon-Herald, are hav­
ing at the present time, a contro­
versy on porridge, and the Van­
couver Province publishes an edi­
torial under the caption "Porridge 
And All", thereby making the con­
troversy one of nation wide im­
portance. The Stratford paper te Is 
us that porridge is dying out, to 
which the Toronto Globe replies 
nonsense, and hints very strongly-
that it is still the national dish of 
Scotland. One of the writers of the 
Beacon-Herald went to Scotland. 
Upon returning he reported that he 
noticed very few signs of oatmeal 
anywhere, and the paper cited the 
Banffshire Public Hea th Com.m t-
tee, which came out asking all pat-
ribtic Scotsmen to use more her­
rings, potatoes, oats and mLk. The 
Toronto Globe reported that even 
the citation did not prove that 
Scots Were not eating porridge; it 
only proved that it would be better 
for them if they ate more. Then the 
Stratford paper remembered that 
a certain Judge Macdonald was lat­
ely complaining that porridge was 
not as good as it ought to be. The 
Toronto Globe answers, precisely, 
that making porridge was sti.l an 
art, as it always was (not a lost art) 
says the great debate still goes on, 
th.ey take these things as they do 
their politics, with a grim delight, 
and then says: 

"Nobody has yet arisen in Strat­
ford or Toronto, as they would have 
done by the hundreds here—to ask 
who Judge Macdonaia is, and so we 
suppose we are permitted to ap-
fend a few remarks of our own. We 
received the statement that por­
ridge is dying out in Scotland with 
a great deal of reserve. The legend 
of porridge in Scotland has been p. 
great thing in the world, and it is 
scarcely to be touched by the fact— 
if it is a fact—that a man from the 
Stratford Beacon-Herald went to 
Scotland and didn't see any signs 
of oatmeal. It is a legend that mat­
ters, if we may put it like that, not 
the porridge. Por.vic'ge is one of the 
things about which, if you are a 
Scotsman, you always say devoutly 
that there is nothing Hke it. That 
lets you out, if you know what we 
mean, and it doesn't matter at all 
if you never taste a dish of por­
ridge from one year's end to the 
other, 

"But we are not such porridge 
Tories as our friends The Globe. We 
can see the danger that the legend 
of porridge may be whittled away. 
There are a lot of godless innovat­
ions, such as making porridge in 
five minutes out of rolled oats, in­
stead of making it the night before 
out of old-fashioned oatmeal. And 
then there is a thin, unfortifying 
simulacra of porridge, made out of 
wheat or corn, and there is a whole 
army of desiccated breakfast foods 
made out of husks and rinds and 
peelings, and we cant help think­
ing that an almost mortal blow was 
struck agamst the legend of por­
ridge with the invention of mush." 

Well, we shall await the outcome 

of the controversy with interest and 
still hold-great respect for the, hos­
pitality of the Scots. We know of 
one occasion a few years ago when 
the breakfast menu consisted of a 
a large glass of Scot.and's national 
beverage and oat cakes (porndge in 
a dry condensed form), but there 
was also tea and coffee, if one pre­
ferred, wh-ich was seldom taken. 
This was at Braemar, on the Duke 
of Fife's Estate, not far fram Bal­
moral Castle. On another occasion, 
during the construction of a large 
p,ant for the bigest gold mine in 
Ontario, the engineer in charge— 
bemg of portly stature and an ex-
ceLent judge of nourishing foods— 
was asked by the waiter at break­
fast one morning if he cared for 
porridge. In heavy tone, but also 
expressive the engineer's reply was 
"Steward, say oatmeal, it sounds 
better." Possibly it does, but it tas­
tes the same. 

We are mclined to the belief that 
porridge is still a tasty and_ sub­
stantial food—not one of the' saw­
dust variety, or shot from a gun to 
eight times it's size which brings 
priCes of about five hundred dol­
lars a ton when put up in fancy 
packages. 

We sincerely hope that these 
journals will at least agree to an 
armistice of this Porridge Armaged­
don for the Thanksgiving season, 
and that it will not develop into 
such a serious nation wide contro­
versy to require submission to the 
League of Nations. Scotsmen in the 
eastern part of Canada appear to 
be very touchy on this subject, but 
each year at Banff, Alberta, where 
the highland celebration takes 
p ace they gather with great en­
joyment. This is known throughout 
the west as the "Oatmeal Stam­
pede" and no offence is taken, in 
fact the westerners are proud of it. 

Porridge is porridge the whole 
word over. Why the controversy? 

INDIGESTION 

WHETHER from the after effects 
of the depression or some 

other cause, possibly the dearth of 
news now that the yacht race is 
over, and the world is awaiting for 
the air race, the press of the dif­
ferent countries appear to be on the 
short side for editorial comment. 
In Canada we have the oatmeal 
controversy, in England the trouble 
is being caused by the glut of her­
rings, to which we may refer next 
week, while again right in our midst 
potatoes suffering from such dis­
eases as blackleg and other divers 
names are prominent. It is strange 
how tliese different items from the 
menu crop up when a dearth of 
news occurs. "It appears to be a 
form of national indigestion. But 
potatoes, the national fruit of Ire­
land suffering from blackleg strikes 
us as peculiar, as we always un­
derstood it was a disease found a-
mong cattle. We must look into 
this at some future date.
