Canboo’s Bars

Some interesting figures
were given to us this week by
a member of a firm in Ques-
nel through whose hands ap-
proximately 75% of the gold
brought into town passes. In
an area‘bounded by Hixon on
the north and Alexandria on
the south and extending as
far east as Beaver Mouth, at
least $30,000 has been brought
into Quesnel this season by
the small miner. Although in
a few cases there have been
cheques for $100 and more
handed out, it is usually less
than one ounce of gold that is
cashed, '

Ninety per cent of this mon-
ey is spent in the district;
supplies, clothing, equipment
have to be bought and this is
nearly always done on the
spot, This year has not been
very satisfactory for the bar
and bench miner, owing to
the high water which has pre-
vailed in the rivers and creeks.
The success of the worker has
been mainly due to the change -
over from the old rocker to
the small pump and engine,
and in the increased know-
ledge men have today in met-
hods of saving gold. This ap-
plies more particularly to the
fine flour gold of the Fraser
River. .

In a future isue we hope to
publish an article written by
a mining enginer tracing the
change in the equipment used
by the placer miner today and

the benefits so gained.

" English Team_Leads Closest
Opponents Many Hours

The -greatest race in history is
over—crossing sixteen countries,
many oceans—the distance being
approximately 11,323 miles which
crosses deserts and mountain peaks
reaching 15,000 feet above sea level.

- What an opportunity for a National

Sweepstake? The great prize- was
won by the flying team of C. W. A.
Scott and Captain Campbell Black,
of British entry. Second in the race
were the team of K. D, Parmentier
and J. J. Moll, of Holland, and one
of the main news items in this con-
nection was when the two “Flying
Dutchmen” were forced to land a-
bout 220 miles from Melbourne—the
goal, near a small town. The street
lighting system was used to flash
Morse code signals to the flyers,
which when deciphered read “Fol-
low the Auto Lights to the Airport”,

'which they did with the result their

trouble was overcome and these two
aviators came in second. The Dut-
chmen strongly complimented the
Australians on their sportsmanship.

In passing we might mention that
Will Rogers in 1932 was with the

same Dutchmen when they flew.

Calais, France
would most likely be the despatch-
ing point for continental mail. More
evidence is thus given of the sw;ft
age in which we live.

But it occurs to us that rocketed
mail only being in its infancy, we
may look forward to the time when
the Car:boo will have such service.
Of course on a similar schedule let-~
ters would reach Quesnel from Bar-
kerville in about three minutes,
Prince - George four minutes, while

Cottonwood mail would be received -

in about the space of time we are
looking for the keys of our post-of-
fice box.
‘When the t:me comes that rocket
installation is used here a grave
guestion may arise. Should the post
office st.ll be adjoining the store of
the apothecary, the Post Office De-
partment might require to insure
the contents of the store carrying
pain-Killers, nerve soothers and the
like. Serious injury might result if
the rockets happened to be wrongly
t'med and travelled too far, there-
by penetrating the-legal library of
the corporation counsel. Again, will
the postmaster and his assistants
require armour as protection ag-
ainst these aluminum devils of
speed., If so, all these trimmings
whether of cruiser plate or other
type will be costly for post-office
operation, but in the case of Dover
and Calais the chalk cliffs will
make an excellent buffer in case
they miss their mark. It is however,
safe to assume that they will be
controlled: in somewhat similar
manner to torpedoes, and we do
not need to fear.

It is possible that a receiving tow-
er might be installed which- would
also serve as a despatching station,
but owing to the somewhat severe
w.nters at odd times this might
require to be enclosed after the ar-
chitecture of a cathedral spire, or
lighthouse beacon. Should separate
towers be needed for sending:and
receiving, we may yet live to see
turrets twain on the banks of-the
Fraser which might make St. Boni-
face jealous.

All these things add to the wor-
ries of postmasters and their staffs,
but to think of mail leaving Van-
couver and being received in Ques-
nel while we take breakfast is en~
couraging, and the dishes would
have to remain un-washed until
after perusal. Yet again what about
the Xmas rush? The troubles of the
mail contractors would then be
over, but the garages might be used
for repairing rockets should this
be necessary. Meanwhile, no doubt,
the local postmasters will look for-
ward to the day of non-delays, and
as a last thought, we can visualize
postmasters, and in our own town,
apothecaries in armour plate re-
ceiving His Majesty’s mail in metal-
lic pellets at a speed hitherto un-
heard of.

This system would, in all proba-
bility, lessen the burden of work on
the federal member for Cariboo, in
whose constituency some two hun-
dred and fifty Bureaus de Poste are
in operation. It is presumed, how-
ever, that every day would not be
a mail day—as two hundred and
fifty rockets striking the main cor-
ner of our town in one day might
be rather nerve wrecking,
