Binns. There is considerable 
activity in this section at the 
present time. The Newmont 
mill, it is expected, will be in 
operation before the end ot 
the month. A number of years' 
ore supply is assured lor the 
capacity of the mill erected.

At the present time 
the Goveminefit did' nofc-feel that 
such a large appropriation could be 
made. The new line to Barkerville 
is expected to be completed in about 
ten days, which will be a great im­
provement and of much benefit to 
the subscribers and pubUc.
