1 C.CF. CANDIDATR

On Wednesday evening at the
Rex Theatre, Mr. John MclInnis, the
"C.C.F. candidate for the Cariboo
constituency gave an address on
the “Principles and Policies of the
C.CF.” The meeting was well at-
tended and the candidate made a
very interesting speech, .

Mr. MclInnis stated that the pro-
blem that was facing Canada today
was to distribute evenly the wealth
that it produced by putting the
purchasing power into the hands of
the people. He referred to the fact
that Japan and Russia were ad-
vancing by producing goods more
cheaply than other countries—there
by driving these other nations to
produce and market at lower costs
to compete.

The speaker said that the remedy
attempted by U.S.A. under the N.
R.A. was in part a failure. It had
furnished work for a large number
but that did not suffice, for with

" all the newest machinery they were
able to reach the production peak
of 1926 with but 50 per cent of the
number employed, Not having the
market nor the purchasing power
of their surplus labor, they are
forced to destroy their surplus in
order to save the markets.

Mentioning the Stevens Investi-
gation on the Spread of Prices, Mr.
McInnis agreed that the commis-
sion was exposing many instances
such as the exposure of the tobacco
ring with their highly paid officials,
and that Parliament will have to
be called to remedy these condi-
tions. The remedy the C.C.F. be-
lieved was that Canada’s resources
be placed in the hands of the peo-
ple. It was a question of change of
ownership, and one that would take
time to effect. Every business at the
present time was being operated at
a loss. The C.C.F. platform is for a

.complete change. The speaker sald
that Mr. Bennett only wanted part
change, whereas’ the -new party
desire- to nationalize the banking
system. Another plank.is Planned.

be' provided with employment and

‘a fair living, the currency being
based on the. production of the
country. The great . difficulty, he
said, had been with the develop-
ment of the machine age, which
has thrown great numbers out of
work, and with the further im-
provements of automatic machinery
the situation will become even
more acute.

his hearers to give careful consid-

- eration to the platform of the C.

CF. He was not making any rash
promises, but asked those present
to support the policy if they believ-
ed it to be in the best interests of
Canada, and not to be swayed by
a party just because they‘are sure
of getting in. At the last provincial
election the Liberal party had pro-
mised them, if elected, they would
see to it that there was a change,
and even went so far as to say that
ten billions of capital was waiting
to be invested if we had a stable
government. What has been the
result? )

Mr. McInnis was given a very at-
tentive hearing throughout the
meeting, and concluded by asking
his hearers to give thought to the
matters of national importance be-
tween now and the next election.

A TRUE i‘lsn STORY

D URING the past few days it ap-
pears that the famous herring
is not the finest fish that ever swam
the deep blue. sea, to recall the
words of the famous old song. The
herring is certainly not as great a
profit producer as pollock, especially
when. purchased by the fishing
companies at five to six cents per
pound, the roe being sold to firms
in the United States to be processed
into caviar and sold for fifteen dol-
lars a pound

This is just another example of
what the “Combines Act” has made
poss1b1e These newly created fish-
monger barons taking advantage of
the leglslatlon have been gradually-
squeezing not only the roe from the

fish (not sturgeon by the way) and

selling it at hitherto unheard of
profits, but also have succeeded in
squeezing the amounts they paid to
the fishermen down to the ‘small
sum of. about two hundred dollars
per year.

These fishermen carrying out
work which is one of the most haz-
ardous occupations in the world to
produce food for the nation have
been chained to a pillory by the
combined efforts of the greedy
monsters exploiting thr: resources of
the Atlantic.

It will not be surprising if we
hear these magnates endeavour to
have the Price Spreads Commission
believe that ¢¥he fish have been
caught outside the three mile limit.
It is safe to say that they will pre-
sent all kinds of fishy fish storics
in thelr own defence, but we can
rest assured the Commission will
not leave any stone unturned to get
at the true facts. Mr, Stevens
brought this astounding and dis-
graceful profiteering to the fore
just as he did those of the tobacco
ring, the packers combine, chain
and other stores with freshly wat-
ered stock. It would appear that
the selfish fish ring believe that salt
water stock is extremely renumera-
tive.

"We shall await with deep interest
other revelations to be brought to
light. From the press despatches
there are many others to be in-
vestigated by the commission, no-
tice of which is to be given in the
near future.

At the next session of parliament
there will be ample cause for a real
fireworks display. Our legislators
