Some measure of the present state 
of tension in Europe is afforded .by 
the very large place now occupied 
in the pubhc mind by the single 
word "peace." Long ago peace was 
described as the'foremost of British 
interests, and during the past 
month the Prime Mmister, members 
of the Cabinet, eminent politicians 
of all parties, and Emphe politic­
ians of all parties have been orating 
upon this theme in the House, on 
te platform, and indeed wherever an 
opportunity has occurred for pub­
lic utterance. The Prime Minister 
at the Lord Mayor's Banquet spoke 
of our supreme need for peace. A 
full dress debate in the House of 
Commons on the traffic in arms 
followed a fortnight later by a de-: 
bate on national defence, drew 
notable utterances from Mr. Bald­
win, Mr. Churchill, Mr. Chamber­
lain, and Sir John Simon, all couch­
ed in one key. 

Filially, we have had General 
Smutt's magnificent address at the 
Royal Institute of International Af­
fairs, in which he analysed the Eur­
opean malaise as springing from 
the twin neuroses of fear and in­
feriority. He closed with the fol­
lowing striking words: "The future 
policy and association of our great 
British Commonwealth lie more 
with the United States than with 
any other group in the world. If ev­
er there comes a parting of the 
ways, if ever in the crises of the 
future we are called upon to make 
a choice, that, it seems to me, 
should be the company we should 
prefer to walk with and march with 
into the unknown future. The Brit­
ish Commonwealth has its feet in 
both worlds. Through Great Britain 
its one foot is firmly planted on the 
old Continent. Through the Domin­
ions it has its other foot firmly 
planted in the outer newer worlds, 
where the U. S. A. already plays so 
great a part. The Dominions have 
even stronger affiliations towards 
the U. S. A. than Great Britain has. 
There is a community of outlook, of 
interests, and perhaps of ultimate 
destiny between the Dommions and 
the U. S. A., which in essence is only 
the first and most important of 
them. Through the Dominions 
British policy is ultimately tied up̂  
with the U. S. A. in a very profound 
sense, which goes much deeper than 
the occasional jars, which, perhaps, 
are more acutely felt at any par-' 
ticulail moment. That fundamental" 
affiriitlr, coming from the past, and/ 
stretching into the future, is, or 
must be the real foundation of all 
British foreign policy. Any policy 
which ignores it, or runs counter 
to it, is calculated to have a disrupt­
ive effect on the Commonwealth as 
a whole. We are here on bedrock, 
which we ignore at our peril."
