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THE PRICE WE PAY

THE' STAND taken by our local
member in the Legislature is one
to be commended insofar as he op-
posed the Fraser River Bridge Bill.

“Major MacKay was in favor of the

new’ bridge but did not agree with
the method adopted by the Gov-

" ernment in forcing the Bill through

the House. The fact that five of the
_supporters of Mr. Pattullo voted
against the measure — including
some of his keenest followers —
has shattered the public confidence
in ‘the Government. -

At this Juncture what British Co-

- . lumbia needs is roads and the gen-
- eral -improvement of our highway

system. While it is' admitted that
a bridge is needed, it-is our opinion
that for the time being the present
bridge:could have been put in con-
dition - to serve the- present-day

needs. If we are not mistaken, one

of the leading bridge engineers es-
timated that this could have been
carried out for about one million
dollars. The difference between this
sum' and the estimated cost of the
new bridge might have been much
better appropriated for the high-
ways anu roads. In fact, it will be
-@ great surprise if the new structure
does not exceed the estimate by a
considerable amount. '

One thing is certain, that the
prospect of another toll bridge has
stirred .the farmers of the Fraser
Valley. Very pointed’ statements

were> made during the debate re--

garding the project. Some even went
so-far as to hint that a campaign
fund is involved. We hope this will
not turn out to be the case. The peo-
ple of British Columbia are in no
mood during this depression period
to relish even a suggestion of this
nature.

 In view of the public sentiment it
is very doubtful that if Mr. Pat-
tullo appealed to the electorate at
the present time whether he would
be returned to office. Time is a great
healer, and before another election

- is held views may change.

Major MacKay was very outspok-
en when he referred to back bench-
ers being voting machines. Accord-
ing to press reports the Prem‘er
crossed the floor and entered into
a very earnest conversation with our
local member before he addressed
the House. It was apparently of no
avail. We are compelled to admire
Mr. MacKay’s attitude in adminis-
tering a stern rebuke to his leader,
in that the contract was hastily and
carlessly arranged; and . that the
back benchers had been ignored.

Just what Mr. Pattullo’s concep-
tion of representative government
is we are at a loss to know. The
members who voted for this meas-
ure will have some very difficult
explaining to do to their constitu-
ents. When the chief Government
whip votes against his followers a
serious situation is created. On such
an important Government measure
it would appear that the only logi-
cal course for the whip to take is
to resign.

G “ernments have been defeated
on questions not as important as the
Fraser River Bridge in past years.
Meantime protests are heard on ev-
ery hand. “Whether or not the Pat-
tullo Government will reconsider its
action even though the Bill has
passed remains to be seen. Just
what action the Ottawa Govern-
ment may take in the matter will
be of interest. Whether the Act
could be disallowed or not is an-
other matter to be considered. It is
clearly legislation which the ma-
jority of the electors do not approve
of.
Provincially, Premier Pattullo has
completely overshadowed Culbert-
son as a bridge expert, The table
stake are high as the taxpayers will
realize if the project is carried out.
The Government, we believe, would
have been much better advised to
spend the money on.roads and to
re-condition the present bridge at
a moderate cost. .

HE BRINGING down of the bud-

The amendments to the Income
Tax are expected to provide an in-
crease of $12,000,000, or three times
the estimated cost of one new bridge

The excise tax on spirits is re-
duced from $7.00 a gallon to $4.00,

Corporation taxes have been mater-

plus of ordinary revenue over ex-
penditure. It is the first surplus on
ordinary account shown since 1929-

1930.

FEW weeks ago” Q_e' published
an edtor’al on “The Marketing
Act,” ‘n which it was 'suggested

that some satisfactory plan might

be arrived at whereby the local pro-
ducers of farm produce could co-

operate in marketing- their crops, -

or at least, give careful thought to
the scheme.

There is another matter that-
should be looked-into at the same

t‘me, and we refer to the establish-
ing of a cold storage plant in Ques-
nel. This would be a distinct and
valuable asset to the producer, mer-
chant and consumer.-It would be of
untold benefit to the community.
Have  our readers ever though
of the large sums of money that
are continually being spent by pack-

ing houses for' the marketing of

their products? In addition two-way

freight is paid which is ultimately. TI

paid by the consumer. Take th

meat industry alone. Live stock is
shipped from all-parts of the Pro-
vince to Vancouver to be slaught-
ered and placed in cold storage.
Freight has to be paid both ways—
to the plant, and then again when
shipped to the trade. '

We presume that local butchers,

could  scll local killed and stored
meats as readily as any other, pro-
viding the farmer sees to it that he
raises good stock. The same would
apply to poultry and eggs. One of
the chief essentials of marketing
success is proper grading of pro-
duce. : .

It is astonishing the heavy ship-
ments brought in weekly not only
from Vancouver but from points
outs’de of the province. All these
freight, express and duplicate
handling charges have to be met
by somene. ‘We believe it to be the
consumer.

Let any of our readers look cas-
ually into the stores and note the
imported products for sale in Ques-
nel. To this can be added the sup-
plies for Barkerville, Wells and
Wingdam. There is no reason why
our residents should have to pat-
ronize the products of outsde pack-
ing and canning plants (save ex-
cept canned milk).

It is also reasonable to presume
that if such a project was decided
upon by the various co-operative
associations, and Farmers’ Insti-
tutes, such a proposal would recetve
favorable consideration at the Gov-
ernment’s hands. as regards aid in
establishing such a plant,

Situated as we are in Quesnel at
the junction of two great rivers, an
ideal site exists. Nature provides ice
which could be harvested at no

great cost. Farmers could bring in

their produce and store it at any
time of the year without fear of
damage. Mining companies and oth-
er consumers would be assured of
obtaining any produce at a mom-
ent’s notice. They could depend up-
on the quality and the service, but
the proqucer would have to sce that
the quality of his produce was kept
up to standard. Proper grading is
essential. There is no reason why,
with co-operation, success could not
be attained, as in other lines of
business such as the Creamery. We
believe it worthy of careful con-
sideration. Cariboo farm products
would come to the front. Any profits
accruing would be distributed in the
immediate vicinity.

In the case of Quesnel, a situa-
tion almost unique exists. An un-
limited market is immediately be-
fore us. The demand is here. Why
not supply it with Cariboo products
This can readily be done if pro-
perly organized,
