COYOTES KILLING MUCH 
GAME IN THIS DISTRICT 

Bil l Knight returned this 
week from a visit to the Pun-
chaw Lake country. He has 
purchased some property on 
the lakeshore and purposes 
building a hunting and fish­
ing lodge. He reports about 
five feet of snow there yet. He 
saw plenty of deer and moose 
and tells us that the deer are 
in good shape, but that the 
moose are very poor. He found 
many carcasses of deer that 
had been kiled by coyotes. In 
addition, one of the West side 
farmers found three deer car­
cases close to town last Sun­
day that had been killed by 
coyotes. This is interesting in 
view of the fact that the 
bounty has been removed. 
Farmers are complaining of 
the pest of coyotes and the 
increased efforts of the Game 
Branch to attract hunters to 
the country.

A. F. Curtis, superintendent of 
the Guyet Placers Limited passed 
through town this week en route 
to the mine, which is a few miles 
out of Barkerville. Mr. Curtis ex­
pects to have a big year, with be­
tween 30 and 40 men employed. 
About 12 men will be employed in 
the miiie proper, while the remaind­
er will be employed building a new 
ditch. 

During the past three years they 
have been working removing over­
burden from the claims, and this 
year will commence actual mining. 
Last year they moved 200,000 yardis. 
The camp is one of the best in the 
country, with electric lighting and 
running water. 

The channel is an old river bed 
running between the country rock, 
and is 100 feet wide at the bottom, 
400 feet wide at the top and 100 
feet deep. It is said to be the only 
tertiary formation yet discovered 
in the Barkerville area. The channel 
has been explored for a mile and a 
half, so should provide work for a 
number of years. 

•While removing the overburden 
the management discovered a large 
quartz ledge over 12 feet wide.

Water rights have been se­
cured and the preliminary 
surveys will shortly be com­
menced for the Swamp River 
Power Company Ltd. project, 
which will supply power to 
Barkerville and the surround­
ing area.

Kay, member for Cariboo, 
announced at the Parliament 
Buildings. 

The site and size of the first 
unit' of the plant has been 
settled, and the undertaking 
will be financed almost entir-
ly by English cap'tal. Fred P-
Burden, formerly B.C. Agent-
General in London, will be the 
engineer in charge. The new 
plant will make electricity 
available both for lighting : 
and power purposes. At the 
present time the Cariboo 
Gold Quartz and Newmont 
mines develop their own pow­
er, but undoubtedly will take 
power from the new company 
when it is completed.-

who call. 

" Store must not be opened on 
the Sabb^.th unless necess.ary, and 
then only for a few minutes, 

"The employee who is in the habit 
it of smoking Spanish cigars, be­
ing shaved at the b^irbers, going to 
dances and other places of amuse­
ment, will surely give his employer 
re'",son to be suspicious of his In­
tegrity and honesty, 

"Each employee must pay not less 
than $5 per year to the church and 
must attend Sunday School reg­
ularly, 

"Men employed are given one eve­
ning a week for courting and two 
if they go to prayer meeting. 

"After fourteen hours in tlie store 
the leisure hours should bo spent 
mostly in reading." 

Contrasting these orders with 
practices prevailing today Is an ob­
ject lesson In the advancement of 
American workers over the years, 
Whle there s much room for im­
provement In tlie condlt'on of those 
who serve the public In retail es­
tablishments, few would be willing 
to exchange present condltlonc for 
those Indicated in the rules of con­
duct set out above. — The Typo­
graphical Journal.

C a n a d a ' s P a r l i a m e n t 

The Government's "poor-man" 
refo;^-introduclng budget brought 
dowrt last week roused the ire of 
a leading Liberal Oppositionist Tu­
esday. Col. J . L. Ralston, former 
Minister of National Defence, took 
up two and a half hours trying to 
deny Dominion Bureau of Statis­
tics trade figures, bewailed the 10 
per cent increased tax on higher 
incomes as a "mere pittance." His 
final pop was a want-of-confidence 
motion. 

United Farmer George G. Coote's 
(Macleod, Alberta) proposed a-
mendment to institute Social Credit 
was the second shot at Mr. Rhodes' 
budget from the Opposition bench­
es. 

Conservative W. K. Esling (Koot-
enay-West, B.C.) briefly observed 
that the Liberals had conveniently 
placed themselves in the position of 
being unable to appeal to one sect-
Ion of the country because they had 
supported Mr. Bennett's reform leg­
islation, another section beacause 
they had opposed it In debate, con­
cluded the routine of criticising the 
Dominion's budget Tuesday. Rail­
way Minister, Dr. R. J. Manion was 
slated as the Government spokes­
man to follow Wednesday. 

Against Mr. Bennett's efforts to 
avoid absolute chaos by supporting 
the wheat market during the last 
three yeaa's. Col. Ralston moaned a 
good example of his two and a half 
hour hair-splitting debate. "The 
Canadian farmer finds the govern­
ment which should be helping him 
standing in the market as his com­
petitor," he said. Monday Sir Geo. 
Perley told the House that Mr. Ben­
nett would pilot the grain board 
legislation through the House as 
soon as he returned, that operat­
ions in the wheat market on behalf 
of the Dominion might then be dis­
cussed In the House. 

Outstanding suggestion made to 
Mr. Justice J. D. Hyndman's Com­
mission Investigating unemp'oyment 
among ex-service men this week 
was that the age limit for war vet­
erans allowance be lowered from 60 
to 50 years. Another was that the 
Farmers Creditors' Arrangement 
Act be made available for ex-service 
men to protect their homes. The 
last suggestion was made by Alex 
•Walker, Calgary witness before the 
Commission. Next sittings of the 
Commission will be in Montreal. 

Appearing before the House Com­
mittee on the B. N. A. Act, Professor 
W. P. M. Kennedy, Toronto, declar­
ed for revision to meet modern con. 
ditlons, condemned what he termed 
too much sentimentality . . . 
and too much doctrinaire talk. It 
was a splend'.d achievement when 
framed, but had been intended for 
a small agricultural country, he 
submitted.
