New territory in the Canadian 
Rockies will be opened this 
year by the Sky-line Trail Hik­
ers and Trail Riders of the Cana­
dian Rockies, two societies whose 
members come from all over the 
world to enjoy these splendid 
recreations. On foot and on 
horseback, they set out from the 
Canadian Pacific Banff Springs 
Hotel to conquer the mountains 
—not just to climb them, but to 
capture their beauty with cam­
eras, to erect friendly, cheerful 
camps on their heights, and to 
carry away from their wooded 
slopes health and pleasant recol­
lections. The official Sky-Line 
Trail Hike, from tbe second of 
August to the fifth, will follow 
part of the trail taken through 
the Rockies in 1841 by Sir George 
Simpson, governor of the Hud-
ion's Bay Company. 

It is planned to motor from 
Banff Springs Hotel to the game 
warden's cabin on Healy Creek 
on August 2, hiking to the Cana­
dian Pacific cabin, the Sunshine 
Camp, the first day. In the sec­
ond day Simpson Pass will be 
crossed and the second camp 
made at one of the Egypt Lakes, 
near Mummy and Scarab Lake. 
The third night will be spent at 
Shadow Lake and the final Pow-
Wow will be at Castle Mountain 
Camp on the Banff-Windermere 
Road, after which busses will be 
available for those who wish to 
go lo Banff. The whole distance 
will be about 38 miles. 

The official fiye-day trip of the 
Trail Riders is from July 26 to 30 
and this year takes in the Red 
Deer River, former famous hunt-
i-ng ground but now included in 

the Banff National Park, which 
limits • all hunting to cameras. 
The trout fishing is excellent 
and ample time,, will be set 
aside for fishermen, while the 
others in the party will take 
pleasant side trips. The party 
will motor about 11 miles from 
Banff to the crossing of the Cas­
cade where horses will be wait­
ing. The first camp, used for 
two nights, will be somewhere 
near Windy Camp. They then 
ride over Snow Creek Pass to 
Scotch Cabin on the Red Deer 
and turn west to the second 
Camp.. The trail will follow the 
Red Deer to its source, and turn 
south-to Baker Lake and Ptar­
migan Lake to a camp in the 
Ptarmigan Valley. The fifth day's 
ride is to the Sun Dance Lodge 
near Lake Louise Station, for the 
Pow-Wow.

LAST GRAND NATIONAL CAUSES 
MUCH COMMENT 

Seldom has the result of a race 
caused such a stir as that of the 
Grand National last Friday. The fall 
of the favorite, Golden Miller, when 
it appeared that he had the race at 
his mercy has given rise to all man­
ner of talk, and as it has been es­
timated that the success of- this 
horse and the consequent winning 
of the doubles laid with Flamenco, 
winner of the Lincoln, would have 
meant a loss to the "ring" of about 
$9,000,000, it is no wonder that the 
connections of the horse have been 
under the fire of criticism. 

The owner. Miss Dorothy Paget, 
one of the most knowledgeable of 
racing regulars, completely exoner­
ated the jockey, Wilson. To show 
her faith she started the horse the 
next day in the Champion Steeple­
chase and again the horse threw 
the rider, this time at the first fence. 
In the opinion of many sound 
judges Golden Miller was a tired 
horse when he went to the gate for 
the Grand National, and since this 
event Miss Paget has withdrawn her 
steeplechasers from the care of 
Basil Briscoe, the trainer. 

A further explanation has been 
put forward for the fall of Golden 
Miller. It would seem that there 
were several pressmen from the 
United States who were unable to 
get a pitch at the jumps, as all the 
concessions had long been sold. 
They therefore built stands above 
the photograhers on the ground. 
Any attempt to wreck these perches 
was frustrated, and as a last resort 
an enterprising cameraman dis­
charged a flash bomb as the lead­
ing horse came over the jump. 
Golden Miller naturally faltered 
badly at the flash, and at the speed 
at which he was travelling it was 
enough to unseat the jockey. 

We hope this is the explanation. 
The jockey Wilson has a long record 
as a fearless and scrupulously hon­
est rider. We are very unwilling to 
believe that the fall was anylliing 
but a natural one. For the trainer 
to make an error of judgement is 
a matter of opinion, but there is 
not the slightest hint of dishonesty 
in.his conduct. He will continue to 
train Miss Paget's flat racehorses 
this season. It is to be hoped that 
nothing more will be heard of the 
matter, and it is well to remember 
the old saying, "Horses are not 
machines."

ried out from May 16 to June 30. 

During the month of April ob­
jections may be put in to the Reg­
istrar by any credited Elector of 
this Electoral Dl.strict, to nny name 

which at present is on the List of 
Electors, and which should be tak­
en off for any of the following reas­
ons:— 

1. Bemuse the person named is 
dead. 

2. Not qualified account of being 
under 21 years of age. 

3. Not being a British subject. 
4. Not having been a resident of 

Canada ,12 months,. 
5. Not having resided in tlie El­

ectoral District 3 months. 
It must be noted that such ob­

jections can only be made during 
the month of April. Forms can be 
obtained from the Registrar either 
by personal call or request by mail. 

Any person whose name does not 
appear on any List of Electors can 
make application for his or her 
name to be included at the coming 
Revision. Any person whose 
name is wrongly shewn, or whose 
occupation or address is wrongly 
given on any-existing List of Elec­
tors can make application to have 
same coiTCcted at the coming Re­
vision. 

Notices of the Revision will shoi-t-
ly appear in each Post Office in the 
Caribo Electoral District, stating the 
time and place at which the various 
Polling Divisions will be revised, and 
the general public is asked to study 
these notices so that they will know 
the time, date and place the Revis­
ion for their Polling Division will 
be held. Owing to the extensive area 
covered by the Cariboo Federal El­
ectoral District, it has been neces­
sary to group certain Pollmg Div­
isions, and in his connection the 
Regstrar has endeavored to make 
the place of Revision as convenient 
as possible. Where Electors find they 
cannot attend the Courts of Revis­
ion, they should make their wants 
known to one or other of the pol­
itical parties, who will arrange for 
one of their agents to take care of 
the matter. 

As it is a serious offence for any 
Postmaster to fail to post the No­
tice of Revision, it is tho duty of 
any Elector to advise the Registrar 
of Electors of any Post Office which 
is not displaying the said Notice of 
Revision. 

Transfers of names. Any person 
who is at pi-fi,cnt registered as an 
Elector, and who has moved from 
one Electoral District to another, or 
from one Polling Division to another 
within the same Electoral District, 
may, during the period of Revision, 
apply to have their name transfer­
red to the Polling Division in which 
they now reside. 

Any Elector or agent having busi­
ness with the Registrar of Electors 
may consult him at any time, 
whether the Registrar be sitting In 
the Elector's own Polling Division 
or not. 

The Registrar will gladly give any 
infoniiation regarding the Revision 
of Lists at any time. 

FIRST PORTABLE RADIO PHONE 

Messages Through the Earth 
Mr.. C. H. Roddis, who holds the 

first transmitting licence issued in 
Great Britain, claims to have in­
vented the first portable radio tele­
phone. 

The Ministry of Mines is interest­
ed, 'and Birmingham University has 
placed its experimental mine at his 
disposal for experiments, 

Mr. Roddis said to a Sunday Ex­
press representative: "After tlie 
Gresford mining disaster it occur­
red to me that if the rescuers had 
been able to communicate immed­
iately with the entombed men many 
lives could have been saved. 

"I devised a transmitting and re­
ceiving apparatus light enough to 
carry easily. I tested the idea by 
sending a message from the bot­
tom of a 60-foot well shaft to an­
other well shaft a quarter of a mile 
away. The message was sent thru 
the earth, not the air. 

"I have designed a transmit-
ting-receiving set which weighs on­
ly seven and a half pounds, which 
will send a mesage on short waves 
over a distance of three miles." 

Mr, Roddis is a brother of J, J. 
Roddis of Quesnel, and a former 
resident of Vancouver, B.C.
