This week, or next—the exact 
time is difficult to determine when 
dealing with such huge masses of 
material—the Panama Canal, until 
now the world's greatest excavation 
job, will hold the title no longer. 

In the next few days the Utah 
Copper Compajny will move the, 232,-
000,000st cubic yard of material 
from its vast mine at Bingham Can­
yon, near Salt. Lake City. Round, 
figure estimates place the amount 
of material moved In the construc-
ion of the Panama Canal at 232,-
000,000 cubic yards. 

Engineers have been accustomed 
to think that the Boulder Dam pro­
ject as an enormous undertaking, 
yet it required tlie movement of on­
ly. 8,000,000 tons of sand and gravel, 
equivalent to 4;500,000 cubic yards 
of concrete iri platce. This was child's 
play compared with the wholesale 
removal of material at the Utah 
mhie. 

One hundred and seventy Empire 
State Buildings, each 1,370,000 cu­
bic yards in volmne would disappear 
from sight in the mine's vast pit. 
It was pointed out last week by A. 
B. Parsons,' secretary of the Ameri­
can Inst, of'Mining and Metallurg­
ical Engineers, that even the moor­
ing mast atop the Empire State 
building, 1,250 feet above the streets 
of New York would be hidden if the 
building were erected in the mine's 
lowest level, l,b(/0 feer, below the 
crest. 

The base of the building, about 
two acres in extent, wouM cover 
only approximately three-fourths 
of one per cent of the area of the 
466-acre mine: , 

The huge hole at Bingham Can­
yon, an open-pit working, is an eye-
filling spectacle.lt Is nearly a spuare 
mile in area, and just short of a 
third of a mile deep. The sloping 
sides ate serried with 23 terraces, 
or benches, varying from 40 to 70 
feet in height, and 30 to 450 feet in 
width. 

Twenty-three mammoth electric 
shovels, scooping up nine tons to 
each bucket. 41 electric locomo­
tives, and from 500 to 800 railway 
cars, of 80 tons' capacity each, help 
remove the ore. About a ton of 
worthless rock is thrown away for 
every ton of commercial ore ex­
tracted. 

To date approximately 2,000,000 
tons of refined copper have come 
,out of the .mine since work was 
started in 1905. It is the principal 
working of the Kennekot Copper 
Company, largest copper- producer 
in the United States. 

The idea of mining the low-grade 
ore, known as porphyry, was con­
ceived about 1899 by Daniel C. Jack-
ling, then a comparatively unknown 
30-year-old Missouri mining engi­
neer. 

Today he Is known as the "father 
of the porphyries.'' President of 
the Utah Copper Company, and 
four oUier large mining organiza­
tions, and chahman of the operat-
inn committee of Kennecott Copper 
he Is a big, virile- man—the old-
fashioned, two-fisted type of min­
ing engineer a<nd business leader. 
In 1933 he received professional rec­
ognition, when the four Pounder 
Engineering Societies (Mining, Civ­
il, Mechanical and Electrical) a-
warded him the John Fritz medal, 
the highest distinction within the 
gift of American engineers. 

Third place in the roster of large 
excavations is held todaty by the 
Hull-Rust mine at H'bbing, Minne­
sota, on the famous Masabl Iron 
Range.—Literary Digest.
