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AN OLIVE BRANCH (?) 

BRITAIN'S PRIME MINISTER and 
Sir Austen Chamberlain prompt­

ly answered Germany's continued 
action in d sregarding the Treaty of 

- Versailles. Herr Hitler has been very 
outspoken as to what he intended 
to do. Almost in every wajy possible 
Germany is seeking an excuse for 
war. 

Mr. Ramsay MacDonald, speaking 
in the House of Commons made it 
p'ain that if Germany's peaceful 

entons and assertions were sin­
cere, her programme of armaments 
was essentially for war organiza­
tion. He warned Germany that 
should war come Britain, would 
stand with Italy and France, 

Mr. Austen Chamberlain said that 
the situation in Europe at the pres­
ent time was more grave than m 
1914, He told Germany that if she 
meant war she would find Britain 
ready and that she would meet a) 
force that once again yould be her 
master. 

This stern warning from the Brit­
ish statesmen has given Herr Hitler 
another opportunity to join the 
other nations by a peaceful uhder-
standing, and again holds out the 
olive branch of peace. 

The result is being anxiously a-
waited by the other nations of Eur­
ope. Germany's determined attitude 
to increase her armaments to war 
strength without delay cannot be 
accepted that her peaceful gestures 
are sincere, Britain and the other 
European countries realize that the 
mailed fist of Germany must not 
again be allowed to hold sway. 

It is hoped that the message of 
Adolph Hitler to the King on the 
occasion of the Jubilee in which the 
German leader expressed apprecia­
tion of the services of the King and 
the British Government in' endeav­
oring to keep peace in Europe, will 
prove to be a stepping stone along 
the path of peace. If Germany ac­
cepts this opportunity to join with 
the other nations as suggested by 
Prime Minister MacDonald it will 
be cause for even more rejoicing 
during this notable year of thanks­
giving. 

Speaking in London a few days 
ago, the Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, 
summing up the situation, declared 
war was inevitable, "The most im­
portant phase of world conditions 
at present lies in Europe and the 
Orient. It is not a happy scene or 
one that augurs well for the hap­
piness of the human race." 

Such are the warnings of our 
statesmen. We can only hope that 
their efforts to avert war will be 
successful.

Several generations of house flys 
develop during the warm months of 
the year, the number varying with 
the character of the season. The 
flys are most numerous in summer 
and autumn, but diminish rapidly 
with the advent of cold weather. 
The most effective and desirable 
method of controlling house flys is 
undoubtedly in elimitat'ng or re­
ducing their breeding places to a 
minimum by properly treating or 
disposing of such materials as man­
ure and garbage. Fresh horse man­
ure is a prolific source of house 
fly production and thlfl material Is 
probably respons-ble for the major­
ity of house flys in rural sections. 
In the cities where horses have been 
largely replaced in favor of mech­
anical transport, garbage is an im­
portant factor in fly production, To 
be effective, control measures dir­
ected against their breeding plages 
should be organized on a commun­
ity basis, supported by a public well 
informed on the menace of the 
house fly to health and the means 
by which it may be combatted. One 
neglected manure heap or garbage 
dump is often sufficient to infest a 
whole neighborhood, and it is nec­
essary therefore to enlist the active 
co-operation of the whole commun­
ity.

The impressive stead­
iness with which the four-motored 
flying boat launched its regular ser­
vice to and from Hawaii is what led 
Captain Musick to observe that the 
"big thr.ll in the trip was the fact 
that it was made without a thrill." 
Probably the most exciting fact a-
bout commercial aviation today is 
its matter-of-fact ad'ierence to aj 
regular flying schedule.—Christian 
Science Monitor.

THE MENACE OF THE COMMON 
HOUSE FLY 

DIFFERENT times, different man­
ners! In medieval days when the 

black eath, typhus, smallpox and 
other virulent plagues were taken 
as a matter of course, the phrase 
"he would not kill ai fly" was In­
vented as a very high compliment 
to personal goodness. Today, the 
person who would not kill a fly Is 
looked upon as merely Ignorant, The 
house fly Is world-wide In distrib­
ution and Is notorious for the part 
It plays in the dissemination of 
such dangerous diseases as typhoid, 
Infantile diarrhoea, tuberculosis, 
cholera, dysentery and others. It 
breeds In filth of the most objec­
tionable kind, and yet it is tolerated 
in many houses and public eating 
places. The fly Is a menace to public 
health owing to its habit of passing 
directly from putrid filth to human 
food, carrying with it bacteria and 
other organl.sms and particles of 

Surpassing all records, the spec­
tacle witnessed at the capital of the 
Empire on Monday last will go 
down in history as the greatest e-
vent of its kind ever known. The 
enormous crowds which gathered to 
pay homage- to our King and 
Queen will never forget the out­
pouring of affection displayed a-
long the entire route of the pro­
cession. 

From spires and towers all over 
the city chimes pealed out the joy 
of the nation, A million people had 
gathered to show their esteem for 
Britain's ruler and his consort. 

At Buckingham palace fifty thou­
sand of the King's subjects had as­
sembled. Like ai huge choir they 
sang the National Anthem. Thou­
sands of his subjects brought blan­
kets and slept in Hyde Park the 
night before in order to get a view 
of the royal procession as is wended 
its wajy to St, Paul's, The park had 
been left open at the King's request 
on hearing of the throngs that had 
gathered the day previous. Others 
slept along the Thames Embank­
ment to awaken to take part in the 
great rejoicing. 

The service at St. Paul's was most 
impressive. Representatives of ev­
ery nation on earth attended the 
thanksgiving. With fitting dignity 
the voice of the Archbishop of Can­
terbury beseeched Providence to 
draw together in true fellowship 
men of divers races, languages and 
customs to work in brotherly ac­
cord," and "asked that He would 
apcept our thanks for the strength 
and steadfastness bestowed on the 
King and the nation in years of 
war and manifold anxieties. 

The veteran primate in his ad­
dress stated "The 'personality of 
the King has given the throne a 
permanent and immoveable place in 
the hearts of his subjects, and de­
scribed him as the father of his 
people to whom advancing years 
only brought him more of their 
love. 

The King's reign had been one 
of almost unbroken anxiety and 
strain. Yet beneath the troubled 
surface there had been in the life 
of our nation a deep overflow of 
the spirit of unity and confidence 
in his steadfast strength. Tliat spir­
it has found its centre in the throne. 
Elsewhere ancient monarchies have 
been swept away by the storms of 
revolution. Here the throne has 
been established in even stronger 
security. A gracious tribute was 
paid by the Archblsliop to Queen 
Mary and the Prince of 'Wales and 
other members of the royal house 
who had brought to all classes and 
to all parts of the world that per­
sonal touch which has moved tiie 
whole Empire to adopt the King's 
family as Its own. 

It was a day of thanksgiving and 
rejoicing. Later, His Majesty, speak­
ing over the radio to a world-wide 
hook-up, made an earnest appeal 
for the fund being raised by the 
Prince of Wales for the less fortun­
ate and unemployed. In closing he 
thanked all for the loyalty and love 
shown the Queen and himself. It 
was the voice of the King who was 
deeply moyed by emotion at the 
greait tribute of sincerity. 

But It is the self-sacrifice and 
calm devotion to duty that made 
such a demonstration possible and 
which has endeared him not only to 
his subjects, but to the peoples of 
the earth,

IN British Columbia to-day there exists the intolerable condition of a 
large body of unemployed men—recently domiciled in camps main­

tained by the Federal Government under the Department of .National. 
Defence—now supporting themselves as best they may. 
Your Government has every sympathy with the desire of these men for 
gainful occupation; but the fact remains that under the present system ' 
responsibility for the conduct of Relief Camps rests with the Federal' 
Government. 
It is not the policy of your Government to send single unemployed men to 
Itclief Camps. It has, on the other hand, been its unremitting task to 
prevail upon the Federal Authorities to assume full responsibility for 
unemployment in Canada. It has constantly pressed for the establishment 
of a National Unemployment Board and for tlie inauguration of a nation­
wide programme of useful public works and assistance to private industry 
—financed on the national credit of the Dominion—to absorb the un­
employed in gainful work. 
The present situation, deplorable as it is, is made more so by the activities 
of subversive elements determined to undermine all existing institutions. 
These groups have capitalized the distress of their fellows in order to gain 
their own ends. There has been intimidation of business establishments 
and encouragement in acts of violence. 
Your Government, contrary to the general impression, has never required 
iincinploycd whose homes have been in British Columbia, to go to Relief 
Camps. The facts are: 

Tiicre Mcrc on April 15 last, 4096 single men in National Defence 
Relief Camps in British Columbia, while the Province maintained 
15,500 single men and women—6,000 in Vancouver alone—In 
ihcir homes. 
The cost to the Provincial Treasury alone is approximately |450,000 
a month. Ottawa adds a fixed grant of $150,000 a month.. 
Of these men in Relief Camps, more than 1T>% are not residents 
of British Columbia. 
Special Health Camps are maintained exclusively by the Province, 
and tiiese and other health services cost approximately 918,000 « 
month. Medical care is given and special attention paid to diet 
and sanitation for those unfit for labor. 
Recreational and physical training centres for unemployed youth 
have been established and placed under expert supervision. Enrol­
ment of three thousand attests to the popularity of these centres. 
Your Government, apart from all this, is maintaining an average 
.of seventy-five hunclrcd physically unfit men a month In the 
City of Vancouver. Last year this branch of Relief administered 

. from Hamilton Hall cost $1,000,000. 
The cost of relief for the year 1934 was as follows: Provincial 
Government, 14,468,785; Dominion Government, 93,908,650; 
Municipalities, $1,250,062. This does jaot include costs of Relief 
Camps lo the Dopiinion Government.

Jlot Work On Sundays

the Hours of Work Act and cease 
work on Sundays. They point out 
that the plalcer mining season is 
short, particularly in the case of 
placer hydraulic mines, when it us-
ually lasts from the middle of April $ 
to October, according to location. ^ 

In a letter to placer miners ex­
plaining the ruling and urging a 
protest to Ottawa, the British Cor 
lumbia Chamber of Mines states 
that if these mines mu;gt close on 
Sundays, they will lose between 12 
attid 15 per cent of their total time, 
which is at the best only 60 to 70 ; 
per cent of the year. This would re­
duce their total time of operation 
to slightly more than 50 per cent. 
This, the letter says, is a hardship 
both on operators and wage earners, 

"There should therefore be an ex­
ception made in the case of hy­
draulic and ground-sluicing mines," 
the letter says, 

"Knowing that you will most 
likely be vitally interested in this 
matter, we are writing to suggest 
that our .campany sent a direct 
protest to the departmentof labour 
at Ottawa,"—Dally Province.
