London.—At the Central Criminal
Court the trial was nearing its close
of Mrs. Alma Rattenbury, 42, and
her chauffeur, George Stoner, 18,
for the murder of the former’s hus-
band, Francis Rattenbury, 62.

The examination and cross ex-
amination of Mrs. Rattenbury pro-
vided some tense drama for
packed court when she admitted
that she had been Stoner’s mistress
from the time he entered her hus-
band’s employ in September, 1934.
She further stated that her husband
was fully aware of the situation and
had told her to lead her own life.
She had taken him at his word.

J. D. Casswell, counsel for Stoner,
admitted that his client struck the
fatal blow, but saig that his client
was a drug addict and that he was
madly jealous of his misress’ hus-
band. He askeg for a verdict of
guilty but insane, or one of man-
slaughter.

R. P. Croom-Johnston, for the
Crown, ins'sted that both defend-
ants were equally guilty. They had
a common motive “to get rid of the
husband” and to th’s motive was
added the frequent money quarrels
between husband and wife.

Mr. Justice Humphries commenc-
ed summing up, and the case is ex~
pected to go to the jury today.

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GARBAGE DISPOSAL

T THE beginning of the week

the Village Commissioners, ac-
companied by the local Health Of-
pecer, Dr. G. R. Baker, made a tour
of inspection of the Village and =3
a result many of the residents have
received a notice requesting that
they clean up and haul away the
refuse on their lots,

This vexed question of refuse fand
garbage is continually cropping up
in Quesnel, and causes authorities
as well as residents no little worry.
While some people take pride .n
keeping their premises spotless at
all times of the yealr, there are oth-
ers not so particular who consider
one general turn-out,in clean-up
week to be sufficent. There are still
others who take less trouble.

May we tender a suggest.on to the
Commissioners? In many up-to-date
towns the collection and disposal of
garbage is a matter looked after by
the town. Once or twice a week cer-
tain routes are covered and refuse
hauled away and dumped. In our
opinion this plan might well be a-
dopted in Quesnel. The advantages

are obvious. The contractor would

be responsible for the collection and
disposal of garbage and also for the
sanitary conditions of the dump.Res-
idents would be able to dispose of
their refuse at once, and those who
failed to avail themselves of .this
service would be liable to proceed-

ings undei the by-law. The town

would automatically become clean-
er and brighter, while from a health
point of view it would be vastly
improved. '

As against this there is the ex-
pense. Believing that the benefits
gained would far outnumber the ob-
jections in the way of extra ex-
pense, we do not think this should
be allowed to stand in the way. We
suggest that the Commiss.oners
draw up a rcugh plan and call for
tenders for his work. They would
then have something definite ta
work on, and we further believe
that they would be surprised of the
low rates quoted.

Quesnel must marcl with the
times znd we believe that this im-
profement is long overdue. We are
certain that the residents would re-
spond with alacrity. This matter
should have immediate action.

To his
surprise the total cost to h'm was a
little over $20. The laboratory ser-

declare that the nursing serv.ce is
indeed splendid and all this assists
in making the patient feel better
than ever, when they depart. No
wonder Kelowna, Vernon and Sal-
mon Arm send deiegat ons here to
see just how it is all done.

This insurance scheme, as sure-
ly the father of it, A. E. Shaw,
would say, is simply common sense.
It certainly makes it better for the
hospital, as it “pays” the patient.
1f only we could insure ourselves a-
gainst medical and dental bills in
the same way many of us would re-
joice, but that, it is believed, is out-
side the duty of the hospital board
and not likely to be cons'dered by
them, which can be readily under-
stood.—Kamloops Sentinel.

THE FIRST ENGLISH
“CENTENARIAN”

HE Venerable Bede is probably
the earliest great Englishman
of whose career enough is known
to warrant h's being accorded cen-
tenary celebrations. Recognizng
this, the British Museum has opened
an .mpressive manuscript exhibition
in honor of his twelve-hundredth
ann versary, this year.
The finest contemporary copies ¢f
his most famous book, “The Eccles-
jastical History of the Euglish Peo-

ple,” are not to be found in London. -

It is typical of the widespreac na-
ture of the influence that Bede has
exerted that these are located in
places so far apart, boti geograph-
ically and intellectually, as Cam-
br'dge and Leningrad. -

Down the long. corridor of tweve
hundred vears the quiet and devout
voice of Bede still says things that
the twentieth century would do well
to listen to and ponder. He has beun
called the “Father ol Histoiy,” and
the subject of which he s the first
noteworthy Eng:ish sxponent, s aC-
according to the lates! reports, the
most popular of all courses of study
in Br.tish seats of learning. Nor is
thir popularity sonfined to the ac-
ademic. In Britain and Amerca s
torical biographies and romances,
and narratives of actual adventure
are said to rival fict'on.

Most of these works are deliber-
ately picturesque in character, and
have perhaps a keener eye for ef-
fect than for fact. They put color
into h'story; and this is not always
the same thing as showing people
in their true colors. This is where
their wr ters could learn from Bede.
He had as sharp a taste for the ro-
mant ¢ and picturesque as’any mod-
ern author, but he tempered -this
with a strict regarq for fact as far
as this was ascerta’nable in the 8th
century. In capacity to find out fact
the twentieth century has an im-
mense advantage over its predeces-
sors. If the example of Bede is fo'-
lowed, that advantage will be used
to the umost. — Christian Sclence

FOR RECIPROCAL TRADE

Anything leg:timate that
would help to arouse public opinion
to the harm being done to these
victims of depression!

Leaving the camp in a body in
itself was quite legitimate for the
internment is voluntary; parading
Vancouver streets to give publicity
to their grievance was good stra-
tegy, even though a large percen-
tage do not belong to the city or
province. The citizens were on their
s'de. But it is mistaken strategy to
make Vancouver citizens carry the
load too long. It is mistaken stra-
tegy to allow the Communists to use
them for its own propaganda.
