Special erants to organiza­
tions ass'sting needy cases in 
the provis'on of clothing and 
.shoes. 

Increased medica.i aid for the 
treatment of the unemployed. 

Sy.stem changed from scr'p*̂  
to cash. 

Distribution of $500,000.00 hi 
wages in the autumn and win­
ter 1934-35 out of public works 
fund to relief workers who gavp 
services in return, in addit'on to 
regular relief scales. 

Granting permiss'on to relief 
recipients to do casual labour to 
an amount equal to their food 
allowance wltihout affecting the 
relief granted. 
Nothing but good can come out of 

this new policy of placing the facts 
before the people in this manner. 
The press was ever eloquent of the 
maxim that public'ty pays.—Kam­
loops Sentinel.

Signor Mussolini's protest against 
furn shing arms and ammunition to 
Et̂ hiopia cannot fail to set the 
peop'e think ng.

Now is the time when Mr. Aver­
age American, who knows how to 
run a hotel, edit a newspaper, man­
age a bus line, finance thc govern­
ment, and end all crime waives, is 
willing to take time out from other 
engagements and manage the local 
ball team.—Rochester Times-Union. 

General business recovery is re­
flected in a bulletin recently issued 
by the Federal Government, It takes 
in practically every industrial phase 
showing marked increase in manu­
facturing and exports. Tlic recovery 
in progress which has been appar­
ent for some time, is extended by 
figures for the month of April.Com-
modity prices at wlholesale moved 
into nev/ high territory for recent 
years. Grains, livestock and a num­
ber of metals participa;ted in the 
advance. The most significant de­
velopment, however, was the ex­
pansion in business operations. Ac­
cording to preliminary records the 
physical output of industry record­
ed ai gain of nearly six per cent ov­
er the standing of March. 

Greater activity was displayed in 
Canadian manufa-cturlng plants in 
the month of April, sugar, meat 
packing newsprint and steel being 
the bright spots. Flour milling also 
was more active. Output of sugar 
was 49,600,000 pounds as against 24,-
400,000 In the preceding four week 
period. The meat packhig Index 
moved up from 124.3 to 135.5. Out­
put of newsprint in April was 222,-
244 tons, agaJinst 205,682 in March. 

Manufacturing establisftiments in 
the Prairie Provinces in 1933 num­
bered 2,866, with a capital Invest­
ment of $343,016,000. These plants 
furnished employment for 37,307 
iSersons. In 1932 the number of man-
ufa,bturlng establishments was 2,687. 

Manitoba, the most Industrialized 
of the three Prairie Provinces, had 
1,073 manufacturing establishments 
in 1933, compared with 970 In the 
previous year.

' With reference to the annual re­
port for the year 1934, which has 
just; been released for distribution, 
it Is announced that the full report 
will remain at 50 cents, the fee that 
was charged last year. 

In this case, however, the report 
has been divided into seven parts, 
the first giving a summary of the 
year's mining activity, together with 
statistical tables; and others con­
sisting of the reports of the several 
resident mining engineers on their 
districts, and of the chief inspector 
of mines and his inspectors. 

A limited number of these parts 
have been published. They will be 
available free of charge while they 
last, to prospectors interested only 
in mining property or properties in 
one district, or interested only in 
statistics, or the mine inspector's 
reports. If a person wishes more 
than one "separate," he will be re­
quired to obtain the whole report. 

Prospectors concerned are there 
fore advised to make early appli­
cation to the Department of Mines, 
Victoria, for any special section of 
the annual report which they may 
wish to secure.

in 1932, Total production was $36,-
200,000 an increase of $98,000 over 
1932. 

Manufa-cturlng plants in Alberta 
in 1933 numbered 975, compared 
with 943 in 1932, 

Production of copper in Cahada 
during March 1935 reached a total 
of 37,828,906 pounds as against 33,-
467,044 in February. During the first 
three months of this year the total 
was 104,776,368, compared with 81,-
863,027 in the same period last 
year. 

Production from the automobile 
manufacturing industry in Caanda 
diuring 1934 had the highest value 
reported since 1930. The 1934 pro­
duction was valued at $76,133,448, 
which wais 78 per cent over the 1933 
figure. 

Exports of Canadian Farm pro­
ducts to the United States in April 
were of the value of $2,166,706, com'-
pared with $279,080 in the same 
month of 1934. 

Exports of wheat to the United 
Kingdom for April totalled 4,054,916 
bushels, compared with 2,035,285 
bushels a year ago. Last month 
Canada sold 131,576 bushels to the 
United States,
