Lady Byng, has always shown grea't 
devotion to her distinguished hus­
band, To her the sincere sympathy 
not only of the Brit;.sh Common­
wealth of'nations, but of all nafons, 
has been fittingly tendered. Britain 
has lost a trusted leader, a much 
loved soldier, and a counsel in mili­
tary matters of no mean calibre.

WHERE IS THE FLAG? 

THERE are rumours that the Gov­
ernment will be petitioned to 

complete the Pacific Great Eastern 
Railway from Squamish to North 
Vancouver. Wlhether or not there is 
truth in the rumour we do not 
know. 

During the recent strike of long­
shoremen at Vancouver great in­
convenience was caused by not be­
ing able to ship freight to the rail­
way's commencement at Squamish. 
Had the strike been of longer dur­
ation there is no telling what might 
haive happened as regards supplies 
for the Cariboo. 

It is easily argued the goods could 
have been brought in via Prnce 
George, but the fact remains that 
the Government should take some 
action regarding the railway. 

From the standpoint of deve'op-
ment, and the relieving of unem­
ployment at least temporarily, the 
completion of the southern end of 
the road would be of great assis­
tance. It would be far more states­
manlike if Premier Pattullo would 
depart from the Fraser River bridge 
project and give attention to the 
P.G.E. On the one hand the bridge 
is a local issue, although it is ad­
mitted the province will be called 
upon to pay, pay, pay. On the other 
hand, the completion of the con­
necting link of the P.G.E. between 
North Vncouver and Squamish 
would create further interest in the 
farming and mining interests of 
the interior. It would be of much 
greater value to the province as a 
whole, would give employment to 
many, and should the extension be 
carried to Prince George, the P.G.c. 
could be brought under the Railway 
Board. Freight rates could then be 
reduced in accordance with proper 
tariff schedules. It cannot be doubt­
ed thait with proper connections at 
Prince George and North Vancouver 
our Government-owned railroad 
would be able to make a much bet­
ter showing than it does at the 
present time. 
• A raiilroad that has neither start 
nor finish cannot be a success. It 
has l>een tried too many times and 
has always proven a failure. Our 
governments in British Columb'a, 
and that goes for a'l of them .since 
the commencement of the road, 
have consistently, and seemingly 
purposelessly, passed up the im­
portant southern link. Why? 

THE PASSING OF BYNG OF VIMY 

W ITHIN tlhe la.st week we have 
had no fewer than five persons 

call our attention to the fact that 
there is no flag being flown on the 
school flagstalT. The attention of 
trustees is called to th s matter. 

Ru'es and regulation g'ven in the 
Manual of the School La.w distinct­
ly says in Article 3, the following: 

"The Department has prov'dcd 
a Unon Jack for each Pub ic School 
in the Province, and the following 
directions regard ng its care and 
use are expected to be observed by 
al principals and teachers; 'The 
flag is to be ho'sted on the .school 
premises daily before school goes 
into se.ss'on and is to rem.ain fly­
ing durhig school hours. It must 
be taken down before the principal 
or teacher leaves the .schoo: prem­
ises In the afternoon.' " 

Just why this is not done in Ques­
nel we do not know. 

It is desirable tha;t the School 
trustees look into the matter with­
out delay. An explanation should be 
given by the principal. If the equip­
ment is not in good working order 
it is hoped that the Trustees will 
see to it that the defect is remed­
ied. 

The regulaions provide that the 
pole for the flag, the cost of which 
may be paid for from money voted 
for incidental expenses. It is pre­
sumed therefore, that the same-ap­
plies to the keeping of the equip­
ment In good order. If it is true that 
some person or persons have been 
tampering with the flag It Is about 
fme .some action v/as taken to im­
press upon him thait bhis practice 
v/'ll not be permitted in.Quesnel.

school teachers. In these four pro­
vinces the cards are mailed direct 
to the farmers. 

The acreage of field crops, in par-
t cular, evre the real foundation of 
our scheme of agricultural produc­
tion statistics. Only slightly less im­
portant in our national planning 
is the necess'ty of halving correct 
knowledge of tlie numbers of live 
stock on farms. The accuracy of our 
compilations in both these classes 
is largely dependent upon the ob­
taining of completed cards from a 
fair sample of the total number of 
Canadian farms." 

There can be no doubt that co­
operation on the part of all farmers 
with the Dominion Government in 
ths matter will result in increased 
benefits for the individual. There is 
a great organization at Ottawa en­
gaged in aiding those occupying the 
the land, either as fai'mers or 
rainchers, with special conditlorî  
for each province. It is only by co­
operation that this service can be 
maintained with full advantage to 
the farmer.

THE DEATH of Lord Byng brings 
to a close the career of a great 

soldier. For some years this dis­
tinguished military leader had been 
in ill health, and only a few months 
ago he returned to the old land 
from a visit to Calnada and Cali­
fornia'. 

,On Tuesday of last week his phy­
sicians decided an operation was 
Imperative in an endeavor to save 
his life. The day following he pas­
sed away from heart failure after 
the operation. 

Viscount Byng was the first com­
mander of the Canadian Corps in 
France during the Great War. As a 
military strategist he was one of the 
most brilliant. No commander was 
held in greater respect than he. 

In 1921 he came to Canada as 
Governor-General, and during his 
term of office he won a proud place 
in the hearts of Canadians. At one 
juncture a political crisis arose.The 
Liberal Premier, Mr. Mackenzie 
King, asked for t:he dissolution of 
Parliament. Lord Byng did not take 
the advice of the flrst minister, but 
called on Mr. Meighcn to form a 
Government. For a time it looked as 
though a st.rloi's constitutional 1.3 • 
sue might ensue. Whether the Gov­
ernor-General was right or v.-ror.-j 
Is not definitely known to this dn.y. 
Great constitutional authorities 
were consulted. Some held Byng 
was right, others that he was wrong. 
With characteristic expression he 
said: "No matter what I do. I shall 
be wrong." Since that incident his 
statement seems to have left no 
bitterness and no ill effects result­
ed. Byng believed he took the right 
course.

Goharty is a medical doctor by pro-
fess'on.

Just what 
his brother Irishmen throughout 
the world will think of this is dif­
ficult to say. It will also be of inter­
est Lo watch whether the Domnhall 
un Buachalla and Ard-Chomhalr'e 
(thereby meaning the Governor-
General and Executive CouncU re­
spectively) will discipline the Sen­
ator. We think not. 

However, it is possible that Mr. 
deValera may consult the Cuirt 
Oaciliarach or the Roinn Cos'nia 
(the Supreme Court and the De­
partment of Defence) in tlie matter. 

In our opinion it Is a libel on Ire­
land and the Irish people. We al-
waiys have been given to understand 
that it Is a country where battles 
rage, even at country fairs, but for 
a legislator to tell the world that 
Ireland is politically the largest 
open-air lunatic asylum in Europe 
is a brave, bold statement. 

At thp time of going to press no 
report has been received of riots 
since Dr. Goharty gave his d'ag-
nosls, nor have we learned of any 
disciplinary action being taken a-
galnst him. 

It Is quite apparent that free 
speech is permitted in the Free 
State. Unless we read of a coroner's 
Inquest in the near future we shall 
come to the conclusion that no Fre­
er State exists.
