B, R. A. Hall, Barkerville, the Board 
of Trade, in conji.mction with a 
number of prominent resident;,, met 
to protest against the ineTuitablc 
road and trail appropriations in •he 
BarkerviUe district and to consider 
mean.̂  of .making the authorities 
conscious of such a short-sighted 
policy, and to demand, commencing 
with the present, a more equitable 
distribution of provincial revenues 
so essential to tlie permaneu;> pros­
perity of the Barkerv lie area, the 
most h'storic in the Province. 

Five years ago, v/hen the total 
population, Wingdam to. Barker­
ville numbered in the neighborhood 
of 150 person.s, the Barkerville dis­
trict had a legitimate protest for 
unjust discriminafon in the mat­
ter of road programme appropria­
tions. During the interval the pop­
ulation has grown approximately 
two thousand per cent. The money 
coming into the district for invest­
ment, the gold production, and the 
provincial revenues collected at the 
Barkerville office, has grown in like 
proportion.

The recent ease in Vancouver 
when the Will of Dan K. McDona d, 
of Quesnel, was contested by rela­
tives, is one which would make the 
basis of a film depicting the hfe 
of an old man who came West over 
half a century ago, was out of touch 
with other members of his fami y 
for the rest of his life, dur.ng 
which tune he struggled in build ng 
up a ranch only to leave it to h s 
neighbors whom he admu-ed in their 
pluck in carving out a home in the 
Cariboo just as he had done. 

Dan McDonald was born in Eas­
tern Canada. Leaving the place of 
his birth over fifty years ago he 
reached the 10 Mile section about 
1920. He had lost track of his rel­
atives and was out of touch w th 
them completely. 

About ten years ago some of his 
relations advertised for him apprs-
ing him of the fact that he had an 
interest in an estate back East. 
Finally, through this medium he 
was located and McDonaM evident­
ly believed that the estate had been 
closed up and no longer was inter­
ested. 

When he settled at 10 mile there 
were only thi-ee settlers, F, Henry, 
Pete McLean and himself. Like 
himself the others all strugglsd to 
earn a living and build up a home 
in the Cariboo. McDonald ad­
mired the courageous work of the 
Henrys, his neighbors.' Especially 
did the figure of Mrs. Henry 
toiling for years impress hini. It 
was his intention to eave the ranch 
which he carved out to her, but evi­
dently bel evlng it was betl>;r to 
leave it to 'her husband to finish 
the task. Mrs. Henry had in the 
meantime married Sid Susag, after 
the death of her husband. 

McDonald died in October, 1933. 
Only a brother came to attend and 
assist at the burial, afterwards ve-
turn'ng to the East. He was thc only 
1 elat ve ever to visit Dan McDonald 
here. 

The will was submitted to Judge 
Robertson for probate, which was 
granted. The property was invested 
in Susag. 

Then the legal battle began to 
set as'de the will, and the relatives 
of McDonald commenced action to 
revoke the probate and to have the 
com-ts declare the will void on three 
grounds, namely: (1) That the w'U 
was not properly executed. (2) That 
through sickness and age McDonald 
was not mentally competent; and 
(3) That no mention was made in 
the will of one seventh interest in 
a large estate in Manitoba which 
he was not aware of and therefore 
could not have intended to will it 
to Susag, 

The case was heard before Mr, 
Justice D, H. Macdonald in Vancou­
ver. Many new legal points were 
raised by the counsel on each s'de. 
Reference after reference In other 
famous will cases were cited to His

Coming as he does 
of a family many members of which 
have been in politics for many 
years, he natm-ajly takes an hiter-
est in public affairs. One of the 
most striking statements Mr. Turg­
eon made was that ho did not agree 
that politics was the science of 
government, but was really human 
nature in action. Admitting tha;t he 
would only be one out of two hun­
dred and fifty members, if elected 
to go to,Ottawa, he v/ould use his 
influence to have his vlev/s put into 
practice by legislation. 

DON'T BE DOWNHEARTED 

DURING the past week two poli­
tical meetings have been held in 

Quesnel, one under the auspices of 
the Labour Defence League, and the 
other a straight Liberal rally. The 
speakers at each meeting placed 
their respective views in a yery able 
manner. On both occasions the 
kindling used created sufl'icent 
warmth to create a spark of interest 
in the forthcoming ejection. 

In the case of the Labour Defence 
League, it was quite apparent that 
this organization is bent on educat­
ing the public on most scientific 
lines. We listened, but in vain, for 
any progressive suggeston of pol­
icy to remedy present conditions. 
We did, however, heat that water-
was wet, that Watt invented the 
steam engine, and that we are 1 v-
ing in the most interesting age ever 
known. That is all admitted. 

The speaker attempted to tear 
down the entire soc al fabric of the 
world, and followed by turnng his 
heavy artillery on the capitalistic 
system of today. Most of the argu­
ments used were those that have 
been voiced for the past centiury in 
Great Britain and other countries. 

The speaker did not, however, give 
us any idea that another Oliver 
Cromwell was in the off ng, nor did 
he present a single constructive 
thought as to what the policy of 
the Government should be. 

The other meeting wa's held in 
the interests of the L'beral Party, 
Chief among the speakers was Mr. 
J!. G. Turgeon of Vancouver, who 
has been nominated by that party 
to carry their banner in the forth­
coming election campaign. 

We listened with great interest to 
his very able address. With the ut­
most sincerity he asked the electors 
of Cariboo to support the Liberal 
policy. If they were not in favour 
of the Liberal platform no ill will 
would be borne against them. Mr. 
Turgeon's outstanding plank was 
that of the issuance of more cur­
rency by the revaluation of the gold 
reserves of Canada, 

The candidate then gave his views 
as to the relief camp situation. If 
he had his way, he said, he would 
tear them down in the same man­
ner as the Liberal Party would tear 
down the high tariff wall which the 
Conservatives erected at every op­
portunity. He would return the oc­
cupants of the relief camps to the 
bosoms of their families. Other than 
these suggestions no remedy for the 
present conditions was offered, but 
the speaker said that as it was re­
ally a pre-cami)aign speech, he was 
only treating subjects of Interest 
In a rambling manner. 

Mr. Turgeon gave as his opinion 
that the revaluation of the gold re­
serves would not be inflation. 
Coming to agriculture, the primary 
industry, believes mord should go 
back to the land. He charged that 
Mr. Bennett's policy had shut out 
trade with other countries and had 
buUt up industries in the East, Just 
how this sltuajtion is to be remed­
ied remains to be seen. He made it 

JUST as any business concern

The official Handbook recently 
isfjued by the Dominon Bureau of 
Statistics gives the facUs as they 
actually ex'st. It is fitting, there­
fore, that the same should be stud­
ied by our readers. 

We give herewith a short resume 
of the most important Items, Tak­
ing first the basic industry of Can­
ada, agriculturue, it is noted that 
during 1934 the prices rece'ved by 
the farmers for theh- products 
have risen more than the prices cf 
goods which they have to buy. Debt 
adjustment, lower rates of interest 
on mortgages and better terms of 
payment were an important influ­
ence in the alleviation of the farm­
ers' position during 1934 and prom­
ise to be more he'pful in 1935, 

Next of interest to the Cai'iboo is 
min'ng. In the first half of 1934 
the production of this industry 
increased 45.5 per cent, over the 
same period of 1933. This was part­
ly due to increased price of gold, 
but the most strik'ng is the re­
markable increase of nearly $57,-
000,000 as compared with 1933, and 
$95,055,000 in 1932. 

Canada's trade for the fiscal year 
1934 showed an increase of 14.9 per 
cent compared with 1933, The total 
trade with the United Kingdom 
showed an increase of 22.8 per cent 
over 1933. 

Canada is lead'ng the world in 
exports of wheat, printing paper, 
nickel and asbestos; occupies sec­
ond place in the export of wheat 
flour; fourth in export of automo-
bi'es and wood pulp, and sixth as 
regards rubber tires. The exports of 
these staple products from Canada 
make up about 50 per cent of the 
Dominion's total domestic exports. 
Canada also ranks high in the 
world's exports of many other 
staple products such as lumber and 
timber, fish, copper, barley, cheese, 
raw furs, etc. 

The trade balance of the prin­
ciple countries of the world the lat­
est issued by the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics in the Canadian 
Handbook for 1935 shows Canada 
ho', ds fourth place with a credit 
balance of 12.79 as against 4,68 the 
previous year. The number of com­
mercial failures in Canada in 1930 
was 2,402 as compared with 1.289 in 
a ten-month period of 1934. 

It is interesting to note that the 
mining industry in the first eleven 
monhs of 1934 showed an increase 
of 13.3 over 1933, and the produc­
tion of the metallic and non-me­
tallic metals an increase of 45.5 per 
cent. 

As to public finance, the Domin­
ion treasury has benefited to the 
extent of $14,616,000 in hiterest 
charges alone due to the convers­
ion loans which the Government 
successfully negotiated. 

In view of these authentic sta­
tistics the people of Canada, and 
Cariboo in particular, have no reas­
on to be downhearted. Unless some­
thing unforseen happens it Is quite 
obvious that conditions generally 
are much improved. 

It cannot be expected that any 
change for the better will be felt 
overnight. Just as with a sick pa­
tient so it is with the country, Can­
ada is rapidly ga'ning in commerc­
ial health following a long spell of 
depression .sickness, which has been 
found to be contagious throughout 
the world. She is now responding 
favorably to the treatment admin­
istered. The health bulletin as re­
cently issued by the Dominion Sta­
tistician aind his staff should give 
us new heart.

The Charter was 
largely a class document, for it paid 
great attention to securing privil­
eges for the nobility while mainly 
ignoring the common man. But 
mankind on the whole has not read 
the Charter so; and magnificent 
have been the results of their mis­
interpretation. 

Yet even as a class document the 
Charter has much to teach. It In­
sisted on the sharing of power be­
tween the rulers and the ruled, and 
has made impossible in England for 
many centuries the establishment 
of methods of dictatorsh'p. As a 
statement of the fundamental ob­
jections to dictatorship it Is still 
valuable, not only as a historical 
document but as a living Influence.
