to school matters, and in view 
of that, the trustees feel that 
the following items should be 
brought to your attention. 

'Our present buildings are 
aged and in poor condition; 
there will be a considerable 
number of new entries in Sep­
tet ber, requiring more than 
our present available space. 
Plans of. a new- building are on 
hand, and in providing a new 
plant at thi3time,,we shall hfive. 
to look forwiard̂  for a periodsjjf 
years; A very substantiar sum 
of money wUl be needed, which 
Is not now 'avaUable, and it is 
not certain if it can be obtain­
ed. To provide accommodation 
for approximately 150 children , 
in a modem four-roomed build­
ing will likely cost from $17,-
000 to $20,000 with adequate 
heating, sanitation, etc. 

This, and any criticism or 
comments which you may care 
to submit in writing before the 
annual meeting would be of as­
sistance to the Board. 

Also, there are only approx­
imately 200 days' teaching in 
any given year. The inspector 
of this school recently had oc­
casion to check up on absentee 
pupUs, and the Department of 
Education -at Victoria observes 
that only those students of very 
superior ability can be absent 
twenty days in the school year 
and stiU be fit for promotion. 
The non-attendance of pupUs 
in our local school presents a 
very real problem to teachers in 
getting students through exam­
inations.

MONDAY Canada cele-
- J brates her 68th birthday. Since 
Confederation in 1867 great chang­
es have taken place and many im­
portant questions have arisen. 

Never in the course of the sxty-
eight years, ho'-zever, has she been 
confronted with more difTicult tim­
es than at present. The duties of 
those in authority have become 
more and more strenuous and com-
plexing. 

Among the major issues causing 
the Prime Minister and members 
of Parliament much anxiety might 
be numbered unemployment, the 
railway situation, wheat handling 
problems and leg'slation to pre­
vent the exploitation of the public 
by unscrupulous business men. 

It is sincerely hoped that before 
another Dominion Day is reached 
many of these difficulties will have 
been at least amelioratad, if not 
entirely adjusted. 

FOREST FIRES 

SO PAR this season the Cariboo

RECIPROCITY 

"The. politicians are afraid of 
it.

A plebiscite wouid 
ensure the discussion of the 
question of unJficatioJn on its 
merits and would settle tho di.'*-
pute as to whether the people 
are in favor of It or not.

says: 
But would it? 
It is quite conceivable that 

at the moment the public 
would vote for the status quo 
in Canadian transportation. If 
it d-d the railway problem 
would still remain a problem; 
the forces of waste and ex­
travagant duplication would be 
more firmly in the saddle than 
ever and the C. N. R. deficits 
would continue to be an Old 
Man of the Sea on the backs 
of the taxpayers. There may 
be public questions which can 
be settled by a show of hands 
but the future of Canada's 
railways is ont one of them. 

Settlement of the railway 
question is not for sentiment 
at all. It is simply a sraightfor-
ward business proposition in 
which the prospertiy of Canada 
is inextricably woven. It is not

T H E H O U S E W I F E 
When two exceptionally good 

foods are combined to make, for in­
stance, a supper dish, a nourishing 
drink, or a dessert, one can be loud 
in praise of the finished product. 
Such is the case when m.ik and 
eggs are used together, for these 
tv/o foods provide many of the 
nutrients essential to the body. In 
many respects milk and ê gs re­
semble each other, in fact, so much 
so that an eminent authority on 
nutrition recentlp stated that if 
milk were not available eggs would 
be the best food to take its place. 
Milk and eggs are both particularly 
good for children as they contain 
high quality proteins, the food sub­
stance required for the building the 
muscles and other tissues of the 
body. In the matter of minerals, 
milk Is an exceptionally good source 
of calcium and phosphorus, while 
eggs, although containing an ap­
preciable amount of both minerals, 
are more valuable for their iron 
content. As for vitamins, both eggs 
and milk are rich In this regard and 
so earn the title of "protective 
foods." 

From an economic and health 
standpoint, milk is always "a good 
buy," and eggs at prevailing mar­
ket prices provide high food value 
at low cost. Use both milk and eggs 
frequently—separately and combin­
ed in such dishes as: 

Eggs a la King 
2 tablespoons chopped green pep­

per 
1 cup sliced mushrooms 
4 tablespoons butter 
4 tablespoons flour 
2 cups milk 
2 tablespoons chopped pimento 
6 hard-cooked eggs 
Salt, pepper and paprika 
Cook green pepper and mush­

rooms in butter for 5 minutes. 
Blend in flour and gradually add 
milk. Cook, stirring constantly un­
til mixture thickens. Cook three 
minutes. Add pimento and eggs, 
cut in large pieces.. Serve on but­
tered toast. 

Creamy Eggs on Toast 
6 eggs 
One-third cup butter 
One and one-third cup milk 
Salt and pepper 
Beat eggs slightly. Add butter, 

seasonings and milk. Cook over hot 
water. As mixture coagulates a-
round sides and bottom, lift it to 
centre. As soon as all the mixture 
is cooked serve on toast. Garnish 
with paprika or parsley. 

Cocoa Egg-Nog 
1 egg white 
1 teaspoon sugar 
1 teaspoon breakfast cocoa 
Few grains salt 
% cup cold milk 
Beat egg white until stiff and add 

gradually, while beating constantly, 
sugar, cocoa and salt. Add cold milk 
to half mixture, while beating con­
stantly. Turn into glass and pile 
remaning egg mixture on top. 

Bakeid Custard 
3 or 4 eggs 
One-third or half cup sugar 
Vs teaspoon salt 
3 cups hot milk 
Yz teaspoon vanilla or a little 

nutmeg 
Beat eggs slightly. Add sugar and 

salt. Add hot milk slowly, then 
flavoring. Strain. Pour into custard 
cups, and steam over boiling water, 
or place m pan of hot water and 
bake In slow oven until firm, about 
40 minutes. 

Honey Custard 
Follow recipe for Baked Custard, 

one-thu-d to half cup honey in­
stead of sugar. 

Maple Custard 
Follow recipe for Baked Custard, 

using one-third to half cup maple 
syrup instead of the sugar. 

Orange Sherbet 
11/2 cups orange juice 

cup lemon juice 
1 cup water 
1 teaspoon grated orange rind or 

J/2 teaspoon orange extract 
One and one-third cups sweeten­

ed condensed milk 
Blend orange juice, lemon juice, 

and cold water. Add grated orange 
rind and condensed milk. Blend 
thoroughly, freeze in two-quart 
freezer. Remove dasher. Pack in ice 
and salt for one hour or more after 
freezing. Makes VA quarts. 

Magic Mocha Sauce 
2 squares unsweetened choc. 
One and one-third cups (1 can) 

sweetened condensed milk 
1/2 to 1 cup hot coffee 
Melt the chocolate in top of dou­

ble boiler. Add sweetened condens­
ed milk and stir over boiling water 
five minutes until mixture thickens. 
Remove chocolate mixture from 
fire, add hot coffee, amount de­
pending upon consistency desired, 
and stir until well blended. ChlU, 
Serve as sauce over cake or ice 
cream. 

Chocolate Crispies 
2 squares unsweetened choc olate 
One and one-third cups sweeten­

ed condensed milk 
4 cups cornflakes 
Melt chocolate In double boiler. 

Add sweetened condensed milk, stir 
over boiling water five minutos until 

itl;xture thiekeiis. Remove from fire, 
cool, add Cornflakes and imix well. 
Drop mixture by spoonfus onto 
buttered baking sheet. Bake In 
moderately hot oven 10 minutes. 
Remove from, pan at once. Makes 
2y2 dozen crispies. 

Removing Scorch 
When garments have been 

scorched, dampen a cloth with hy­
drogen peroxide and then steam 
press the scorched place. This sel­
dom fails to remove it. 

Disagreeable Odor 
The cooking of cabbage or caul­

iflower will cause no disagreeable 
odor if it is put on the stove in 
cold water to which has been added 
a good pinch of baking soda.
