GASOLINE ENQUIRY 

G ASOLINE seems to be the prize 
cow, arid the gasoline-using 

pubiic the toilers who ceaselessly 
fork in the fodder that produces 
the m Ik—and cream. 

The B. C. fuel enquiry commission 
was told by a witness that he could 
land refined gasoline in the pro­
vince for less than six cents a gal­
lon. He also testified that he had 
written to ask the price spreads 
corhmission to investigate the dif­
ference between the import price of 
five cents and the retail price—but 
the answer was "too busy." 

Some of the factors are known. 
The Government adds two and one-
half cents in duty, three per cent 
excise tax, six per cent sales tax 
and seven cents provincial road 
tax, which on the basis of six cents 
for the landed article, is just under 
ten cents per gallon, bringing the 
price to 16 cents. 

At the other end the dealer re­
ceives five cents a gallon—the smal­
lest cut—for doing the work with 
the product and taking the biggest 
risk of loss. He buys the gasoline 
in bulk, doles it out in small lots, 
pays wages, insurance and other 
overhead and takes the risk of los­
ses whch may occur in dealing with 
the public. His share has been 
shown to be small enougih, even in­
adequate. 

What causes the price to mount 
in handling the product in bulk, 
from the time the governments are 
finished with it until it is passed 
on to the dealer? This is the point 
on whiQh investigation is asked. On 
the Duncan retail price of 33 cents 
th's spread would appear to be a-
bout 12 cents. 

Price cutting is an abomination, 
but even greater ill-fame attaches 
to exorbitant profits; and the evi­
dence already before the commis­
sion has put the case squarely up 
to the oil companies to show that 
this 12-cent spread, or whatever it 
is actually, is legitimate. 

It must be admitted that there is 
a general feeling of suspicion in 
connection with gasoline prices and 
the public must be fair in the mat­
ter. Suspicion will remain, however, 
until the oil companies place their 
cards on the table. — Cowlchan 
Leader. 

MONTHLY PAYMENT OF TAXES 

T IS SURPRISING all bills for 
current taxes are not sent out on 

a monthly basis. It would cost a few 

thousand dollars more each year, 
but the extra cost would be more 
than justified by the much larger 
collections. Those desiring to pre­
pay and get interest on their mon­
ey, or those desiring to pay in a 
lump sum before a definite date 
later in the year and receive a small 
discount, could do .so. Thn.«:e paying 
on a monthly basis could bo given 
a still smaller discount. 

Council wou'd have to reform its 
usual procedure before such a plan 
could be put into effect. It would 
have to set the mill rate in Janu­
ary or before the middle of Febru­
ary at tihe latest, so that the tax 
payments could be made in ten 
monthly instalments by those de­
siring to follow that method. 

Cities that required taxes to be 
paid in one instalment found that 
more money came in on time if two 
payments were remitted. Then came 
the system of quarterly payments, 
and collections increased again.The 
êxt step in. the process of modern­

izing civic collections probably will 
be the sending out of monthly 
statements—Edmonton Journal.

A MAN AFTER George Sorrow's

T H E H O U S E W I F E 
The rare person who doesn't like 

chocolate flavor is regarded with 
suspicion by his fellowmen! Choc­
olate has always enjoyed tremend­
ous popularity. In Mexico, where 
it was first discovered by Cortez, 
the cocoa bean was used for cur­
rency, one hundred beans being the 
price of an ordinary slave. Choco­
late was so costly in 16th Century 
Spain that only royalty could afford 
to use it nnd the secret of its prep-
araton was closely guarded. The 
"excellent West Indian drink called 
chocolate" being the talk of fash­
ionable London in 1656, and the 
wits of the Restortion had their 
jeu d'esprit over cups of hot choco­
late. 

Today chocolate is paramount 
Among flavors. Luckily the great 
demand for it and modem manu­
facturing methods have made it 
inexpensive while modern experi­
mental cookery has developed 
chocolate recipes which are magic­
ally easy to make. The basic 
formula of a chocolate mixture 
which may be used in many differ­
ent ways is as follows: Melt two 
squares of unsweetened chocolate 
in the top of double boiler. Add 
1 1-3 cups or one can of sweetened 
condensed milk and stir over boil­
ing water five minutes or until 
mixture thickens, 

But that's only half the story— 
the first half—making the choco­
late mixture. The rest of the good 
news takes place when you turn 
your chocolate mixture into what­
ever treat you wish. Use it for pie 
fillings, a frosting, a sauce, a pud­
ding, candy, ice cream, cookies or 
what have you! You will be de­
lighted with the rich, smooth 
result. 

Magic Marble CaSke 
2 squares unsweetened chocolate 
1 1-3 cups (1 can) sweetened 

condensed milk 
1 tablespoon water 
1 recipe of your favorite plain 

cake 
Melt chocolate in double boiler. 

Add sweetened condensed milk and 
stir over boiling water five minutes 
until mixture thickens . Remove 
from fire, add salt, vanilla and 
water. Prepare batter for your 
favorite cake. Place a thin layer 
of cake dough in buttered loaf pan. 
Place cihocolate mixture and re­
maining cake dough in pan by 
tablespoonfuls, alternating laght 
and dark mixtures until all are 
used. Bake about 40 minutes in a 
moderate oven (350 deg. F.). Makes 
one mediiun loaf. 

Jiffy Chocolate Bread Puddng 
2 squares unsweetened chocolate 
1 1-3 cups (1 can) sweetened con­

densed milk 
V2 cup strong coffee 
Yz cup Brazil nut meats, finely 

chopped 
24 vanilla wafers 
Melt chocolate in double boiler. 

Add sweteened condensed milk and 
stir over boiling water five minutes, 
until mixture thickens. Add coffee 
and Brazil nut meats, blending 
thoroughly. Line narrow oblong 
pan with wax paper which has been 
buttered. Place eight vanilla waf­
ers on bottom of dish; cover with 
layer oi chocolate. Add another lay­
er of wafers, alternating in this 
way until chocolate mixture is used, 
finishing with eight vanilla wafers. 
Let stand in refrigerator for twelve 
hours. To serve turn out on small 
platter and carefully remove wax 
paper. Cut in slices or squares to 
serve. Garnish with whipped cream'. 

Rice! and Shrimps 
In a large quantity of bolUng 

water add 
IY2 teacups well washed rice 
1 teaspoon salt. Boll rapidly until 

tender. Drain into wire straUi-
er. Let the hot water run thru 
it. Return to stove over a low 
fire to dry. 

Make a sauce of 
1 tablespoon of butter 
1 tablespoon flour. Mix well. Add 

slowly 
1 cup milk 
Pinch salt 
V4 cup salad dressing. Add 
1 can shrimps, cleaned. Put rice 

on warm platter and pour sauce 
over it. Serves four.
