R. B. Swailes, M.L.A.,
Speaks On C.C.F.Issue

A meeting was held in the Rex
Theatre on Thursday, July 11, un-
der the auspices of the C. C. F',, M.
R. B. Swailes, C. C. F. Member for
Delta in the Provincial Legislature,
was the the speaker. Mr. Swailes is
a farmer and Delta is the district
formerly represented by the late
Hon, John Oliver.

THE OBSERVER is just in receipt
of the review issued by the De-
partment of Mines for the first six
months of 1935. Over the. corres-
ponding period in 1934, the gross
value of the mining industry shows
an increase of 4.7 per cent over the
1934 period. )

As regards placer gold, the pro-
duction is always greater in the last
six months period of each year on
account of the season. It is expec-
ted that an increase of $300,000 can
be looked for in the last six months
of the present year from the placer
fields, and that during the same
period an increase of about $500,000
can be expected from the lode gold
production.

The review also states thai, to
sum up the probable production for
1935, it is anticipated that the esti-
mate of $44,500,000 will be easily at-
tained even though the Anyox op-
eration should close down this
month. Should the operation con-
tinue, the estimated production of
the mining industry would be about
$46,500,000 or better.
