"GREAT EVENTS IN HISTORY 

Quesnel School District's annual 
meeting was held in the school 
building Saturday evening last with 
the best attendance for years, over 
40 ratepaiyers being present. 

Minutes of the last anual meet­
ing were read and adopted and the 
Trustees' report for the past year 
was read by A. S. Vaiughan, chair­
man. This report was interesting, 
and revealed that the school faces 
the most serious situation in its his­
tory. The present school, compris­
ing four rooms, is situated in three 
separate buildings ahd is greatly 
overcrowded at the present time. 
Wlhat will be done when new pupils, 
of which there are over twenty, ap­
ply for admittance, is one of the 
problems that faces the School 
Board. The attendance at present 
is Div. I, 45; Div. II, 33, and Div. Ill 
40. In addition to crowding, the 
school buildings are old, and in the 
wmter months hard to heat, which 
at present is accomplished by means 
of box stoves in each room which is 
very unsaittsfactory as well as be­
ing unhy genie. 

Estimates for the coming year 
were read, and amounted to $4,350. 
Mr. Vaughan stated that there was 
the sum of $300 to their credit from 
last year's appropriation. The aud­
itor's report was read and adopted 

Mr. Vaughan then told the rate­
payers of a jne'etihg held'with Hon. 
Dr, Weir, Minister of Education, in 
which conditions as they prevailed 
in the school were outlined to him. 
Mr. Weir was very spmpathetic, and 
promised that something would be 
done to correct conditions before 
the cold weather set in. He told the 
trustees that he would do all in his 
power to see that the children here 
had school facilities equal to thait 
of urban centres, which would a-
moimt to the building of a new 
school buUding. 

A number of questions were ask­
ed the Trustees, mostly relating to 
the engaging of teachers for the 
coming year. Some of the questions 
were very leading and rather warm 
arguments ensued. It seemed to be 
the concensus of opinion that the 
teachers in the higher grades last 
year had fallen down on their work. 
Mr. Vaughan explained that when 
last year's staff took over the school 
the children were all advanced fin-
ahead of their actual ability, and 
that the teachers had considerable 
difficulty in regrading them and 
getting them caught up in work 
that had been done in a slipshod 
manner. He also stated that the 
asst. principal had resigned, and 
that Mr. Somerton, principal last 
year, would act in the capacity of 
assistant principal during the com­
ing year. The principal was yet to 
be selected from applications. 

Rev. S. E. Higgs gave a short talk 
on school discipMne, and advocated 
the honour system among the older 
pupUs, as there had been several ru­
mors of unsavory nature .circulated 
about them. 

The matter of a parent-teacher 
organization came up, but it was 
decided to deal v/ith it at a later 
date. 

Nominations for Trustee to fill 
the vacancy caused by the retire­
ment of Mr. Elliott resulted in Mrs. 
Clarke being elected unanimously 
to servo for the next three years. 

The main topic undoubtedly was 
the need of a new school. It is im­
perative, and unless something can 
be done before September, it ap-
pars as if pupUs will have to be 
turned away.

MODERN STEAM LAUNDRY 
TO BE INSTALLED HERE 

We have been informed that ne­
gotiations are nearly completed for 
the installation of a steam laundry 
in Quesnel. 

Anton K. Money, who has just re­
turned from the coast, where he has 
been negotiating for the past two 
weeks on the project, informs us 
that the plant will be one of the 
most up-to-date procurable. The 
machinery will cost about $10,000 
and will weigh about 16 tons.

In 
connection with the laundry, show­
ers and baths will be installed. A 
regular blanket service will be 
maintained, which will also include 
machinery for the cleaning of com­
forters, etc.

"Cheese in the Picnic Basket" 
The picinc season is here again 

and from now on untU the leaves 
have changed theh color many a 
picnic basket will be packed, and 
many a happy family or group of 
friends will go to the woods, the 
trout streams or other enchanting 
haunts to enjoy hours of leisure in 
the great outdoors. 

Some foods seem to be just right 
for picnics—and cheese is one of 
them. Cheese sandwiches are, with­
out doubt, the most popular and 
most practical way to serve cheese 
at a picnic. It is a good idea, and 
an easy matter to vary the sand­
wiches from one picnic to another 
by making use of the many cheese 
flllmgs which can be so quickly and 
economicaUy prepared, For tasty 
and nourishing sandwiches blend 
cheese — either grated Canadian 
Cheddar, processed, cottage or 
cream—with salad dressing and add 
chopped green pepper, green onions, 
nuts, pickles, olives or celery. Use 
a generous amount of filling with 
brown or white bread cut to suit 
the occasion—in other words not 
too thin, or, for a change, use the 
fiUing in buttered tea biscuits or 
rolls. 

Another suggeston is to serve 
plain buttered bread or roUs in 
place of the sandwiches, and make 
cheese a part of the salad by com­
bining grated cheese with the other 
ingredients, or by serving a cheese 
dressing with the salad. For the 
dressing blend together equal parts 
of grated Canadian Cheddar cheese, 
processed, cream or cottage cheese 
with salad dressing, folding in 
whipped cream if desired. Small 
balls of cottage or cream cheese, 
slices of Canadian Cheddar or pro­
cessed cheese, large prunes or celery 
stocks stuffed with a cheese mixture 
all add flavor and food value to the 
picnic salad plate. And speaking 
of salads, keep in mind that cucum­
bers, tomatoes, celery, asparagus, 
pineapple, peaches ai.d pears are 
especially delicious served with 
a cheese accompaniment. 

Still another idea. For your next 
picnic make a panful of cheese 
straws or cheese biscuits and see 
how they are enjoyed. 

Cheese Straws 
1 cup flour 
1 teaspoon baking powder 
1 teaspoon salt 
1/2 teaspoon mustard 
Dash of cayenne 
2 tablespoons butter 
2 cups grated cheese 
Cold water 
'Mix dry ingredients. Add butter 

and cheese. Add water to make 
dough. Roll 1-8 inch thick. Cut 
in strips 4-lnch x Yz inch. Bake 
at 400 deg. F. for 10 minutes. Yield 
3V̂  dozen. 

Cheese Biscuits 
3 cups flour 
2 tablespoons bakhig powder 
3 tablespoons butter 
Yz teaspoon salt 
1 cup milk (about) 
% cup grated cheese 
Sift the flour, baking powder 

and salt together and cut the short­
ening. Add the grated cheese and 
enough milk to make a soft dough. 
RoU, cut in shapes and bake in a 
hot oven of 400 deg. F. about 12 
minutes. The dough should be 
handled as quickly as possible and 
mixed only enough to blend the 
ingredients. 

Starch Desserts 
According to the pamphet "Milk 

Desserts'" issued by the Dominion 
Dept. of Agri., Ottawa, starch des­
serts comprise the large group of 
milk puddings which are thickened 
with cornstarch or flour. To ensure 
a smooth texture and good flavor, 
when making desserts of this type, 
the following points should be kept 
in mmd. 

(1) Cook in top of double boUer; 
(2) Mix the cornstarch or flour 
with sugar and blend with cold 
milk before adding to the scalded 
milk; (3) Stir constantly whUe the 
mixture is thickening, then occa­
sionally until the mbcture is cooked; 
(4) Cook mixture untU the flavor 
of raw starch has disappeared; (5) 
If whole eggs or egg yolks are being 
added, cook cornstarch or flour 
mixture first, then add a small 
amount of hot mixture to beaten 
eggs and combine with mixture in 
double boiler and cook for three 
minutes longer; (6) If beaten egg 
whites are being added, fold into 
pudding after removing from heat; 
and (7) Flavorng, nuts and fruits 
should be added after the pudding 
has been remove from heat. 

Recipe for Blanc Mange 
4 tablespoons cornstarch 
1-8 teaspoon salt 
1/4 cup sugar 
Y'l cup cold milk 
2 cups hot mUk 
Yz tea.spoon vanilla 
Mix cornstarch, sugar, and salt, 

and blend with cold mUk, Add 
slowly to hot milk in top of double 
boiler and stir constanly until mix­
ture thickens. Cook for 20 to 30 
minutes, stirring occasionally. Re­
move from heat, add flavoring. 
Chill. 

Coconut Pudding 
Follow recipe for blanc mange. 

Fold In one stiffly beaten egg white 
and Y2 cup shredded coconut with 
flavoring. Serve with crushed fruit 
or fruit sauce. 

Third Field Day 
Very Successful 

The third annual Field Day, held 
on the farm of Wm. Coulter, Hixon, 
was the most successful to date. 
Mr. Coulter had made elaborate 
plans for the comfort and pleasure 
of the visitors. His fine herd of Ayr­
shire cattle was around the build­
ing and served as the basis for sev­
eral talks. 

Mr. T. G. Stewart of the Domin­
ion Live Stock Branch, Victoria, in­
structed the Calf Club members in 
showmansh'p and judging cattle. A 
judging competition for club mem­
bers was conducted by Mr. Jas. 
Travis, District Agriculturist, Px-ince 
George, in which a large number of 
entrants took part. This event was 
won by. Miss Helen Colebank, who 
was a member of the team v.'siting 
Armstrong Fair to take part in that 
club elimination contest last Fall. 

Dean F. M. Clement, of the Fac­
ulty of Agriculture, University of 
British Columbia, was in attendance 
and gave a very interesting ad­
dress which took the form of a con­
fidential talk to the parents and 
children and dealt with economics 
leading up to our present day con­
ditions. 

He pictured the development of 
the Western Provinces by Eastern 
boys and girls during the early part 
of the century; the prosperous tim­
es during the war years and after­
wards; the coming of the depres­
sion an its effect on the economic 
life of the people throughout the 
Domnion. He stated that the only 
solution that he could recommend 
by which we could improve our 
condition was by education, learn­
ing to solve our own problems. 

The market demands today re­
quire specific types of grain, live 
stock, etc. Competitive marketing 
was forcing us into higher quality 
producton. The bys nd gorls may 
be trained in the market require­
ments and methods of production. 
The principals of economics in ag­
riculture are good land, good people 
and good cattle. 

In conclusion the Dean stated 
he felt very much at home with the 
Ayrshhe herd on Mr. Coulter's 
farm. He complimented Mr. Coulter 
on the good work he was doing in 
developing his herd and making the 
Field Day an annual affair. He was 
very much pleased to note the in­
terest the neighbors were taking in 
the developmen of good livestock 
in their district. 

Following the meeting a lunch 
was served, and later Mr. Coulter 
showed the guests over his experi­
mental plots. These plots axe of 
single low length and are being 
conducted in co-operation with the 
Provincial and Dominion govern­
ments, in the establishmentof new 
verieties of grain, adaptable to the 
district. Splendid results are being 
secured in the production of Regal 
barley, crested white grass and sev­
eral types of alfalfa and western 
rye grass. 

About one hundred and fifty men, 
women and chUdren were guests 
at the Coulter farm for the occas­
ion, and it appeared to be the gen­
eral impression that these field days 
on the Coulter farm should be con­
tinued for years to come.
