for their labour. This is nothing 
short of piracy inasmuch as the 
men behind these ventures escape 
without having paid the worker for 
honest labour performed. 

And what is the result? 
•W thout funds for food and cloth­

ing these men are forced to apply 
to the Government for relief. The 
taxpayer is then called upon t/j 
contribute to the support of these 
unfortunate men who have given 
the r hard labor in order that un­
scrupulous promoters may bene­
fit. 

Companies should not be aUowed 
to operate in any mining district 
until they have deposited wth the 
Go d Commissioner or Mining Re­
corder a certified qheque in such 
sum as shall be deemed adequate 
as evidence of good faith that 
ample funds are available to take 
care of their respective pay-rolls. 
This would not work the slightest 
hardsh p on bona f de companies, 
but would exc.ude the wild-catter 
from exploiting the working man. 
In fact<, we beaeve this is done in 
some instances as a voluntary act 
on the part of the companies. The 
present Mmeral Survey and Devel­
opment Act, does not make it com­
pulsory. It should do so. 

In this f.egardvWe might verylap-
propr. ately refer to the speech mad* 
.n the Legislatjure on March 30th 
last by Major D. M. MacK;ay, Mem­
ber for Cariboo, who said: 

"While on this subject of mining 
I you d like to make a few remarks 
upon tne real need of putting teeth 
in that section of the Mineral Sur­
vey and Development Act which 
deals with security for wages. 

"The whole trouble is that the 
deposit of security for wages is not 
obligatory and really refers only t« 
propertjies being v/orked under 
bond. 

"From time to time employees of 
the smaller mining concerns have 
bitterly comp.ained that operations 
have suddenly shut down and that 
wages due have not been paid. 
Sometimes the delinquency is due 
to bad bus ness but often an inten­
tion NOT TO PAY. 

I know 'l»hat the Mechanics Lien 
Act is an excellent institution in 
many, directions but in most cases 
dealing with the non-pajnnent of 
wages is useless for the simple reas­
on that the property has proved 
valueless. If tfiie property is a valu­
able one, however, the worker re­
ceives no extra remuneration and 
(his wajges should not be jeopardised 
in the event of the property beinf 
found, worthless. 

Whle no obstacles must be placed 
in tfrie way of mining development 
I do not think that the manage­
ment of any responsible concern 
would, at the commencement of op­
erations, object "Uo depositing ade­
quate security with the Gold Com­
missioner. 

"The delinquency to which I refer 
Is a conunon occurrence and is hav­
ing a bad effect upon the morale 
of our brother workws. In one case 
a remark was made to tihe effect 
that one m!ght as well go on relief 
as work for nothhig. This sort of 
thing embitters and poisons the 
minds of good men. 

The remedy is apparent and while 
not) costing the Government any­
thing to put into operation, would 
remove a grave abuse." 

We believe the Goverment would 
be well advised to appoint a com­
mittee to investigate this matter. 

The Act should be amended to 
provide that working bonds or op­
tions shall be registered with the 
Gold Commissioner, or Mining Rcr 
corder, also that a provision dealing 
with security for wages be made 
a distinct condition. The officials 
should be given authority to de­
mand satisfactory securlt,y. Even If 
a cheque is deposited, the Govern­
ment could well afford to allow the 
operator interest diu-ing the time 
such amount is held as security. 

In the case of placer operation 
the Government could reimburse 
him during the period the ground 
held is not being worked.

a saving of time and give more cl-
ficient service not only to the rri -
way, but to the conscientou.s 
freight juggl ng brigade who tpi 
long hours each day to keep the 
mines suppi ed with equipment and 
supplies. 

We hope the directors of the P. 
G.E, will gve ear to this suggestion. 
They can rest̂  assured if they carry 
out this betterment both busmess 
men and truckers will greatly ap­
preciate it.

THE HIGHWAYS ACT 

THE AMENDED Highway Act con­
tains provisions which cannot, be 

considered good amendments in 
sections like the Cariboo. 

One of the provisions prohibits a 
merchant carrying individuals on 
his truck, other than one in the cab. 
We cite a case in po'nt. A prospec-

,or may come to Quesnel, or any 
other town, to purchase food and 
other supplies necessary to carry on 
his work. The merchant may deliv­
er his wares on the road to the 
nearest,' place of advantage, but he 
cannot legally carry the prospector 
with the supplies. We believe this 
amendments might be a good one in 
cities and suburban sections, but 

n mining districts it is senseless. 
Further citations could be made, 

but we only wish to mention one 
more. A farmer or rancher may be 
coming to town. H s neighbor asks 
him to take In a quartjer of beef, a 
sack or two of potatoes, or even, we 
presume, might ask the farmer to 
bring him back some tea or sugar. 
To Jive strictjly up to the act the 
wner of the truck would be required 

to take out-a limited freight ve­
hicle licence. This would probably 
cost him. anywhere from $15 to $20 
—always providing anyone has been 
able tjo figure out just what the Act 
actually means. 

Frankly, we must say that up to 
the present time we have been un­
able to get an opinion or in't̂ rpre-
tation of the Act. Every known min­
or transgression is included, which 
in number exceed the fifty-seven 
varieties. Another at/tractive featmre 
is the number of forms of many col-
lors when making application for 
licences. Almost every color known 
to the printing art has been pressed 
into service. 

Before our legislators meet( again 
the Act will have been tried out, 
and we trust amendments more fit­
ting to mining comunitles inserted.

4 tablespoons sugar 
5 tablespoons cake flour 

teaspoon salt 
2 cups mUk 
3 egg yolks, slightly beaten f 
1 cup shredded coconut 
2 teaspoons vanilla 
•1 pint strawberries 
1 baked 9-inch pie shell 
1/2 cup sugar 

Dash of salt 
2 tablespoons water 
»4 teaspoon vanilla 
Combine sugar, flour and salt in 

top of double boiler. Add milk and 
egg yolks, mixing thoroughly. Place 
over rapidly boiling water and cook 
10 minutes, stirring constantly. Re­
move from boiling water; add Vz 
cup coconut and vanilla. Cool. Slice 
1 cup berries into pie shell; then 
fill with cooled filling. 

Place egg whites, sugar, salt an 
water in top of double boiler; beat 
with rotary egg beater until thor­
oughly mixed. Place over raipidly 
boiling water and beat one minute; 
then remove from fire and continue 
beating one minute, or imtil mix­
ture will stiand in peaks. Add flav­
oring. Pile lightly on filling. Cut 
remaining berries in half, lenght-
yise, and arrange around meringue 
flat-side down with points toward 
centre. Sprinkle with remaining 
coconut. Serve at once. 

Best Bra^ Bread 
1 yeast cake 
2 teaspoons salt 
1-3 cup brown sugar (or molasses) 
214 cups lukewairm water 
5 cups bread flour 
3 cups all-bran 
2 tablespoons shortening 
Crumble yeast into bowl, add the 

salt, sugar and water. • Mix unti 
smooth, Add 3 cups of flour. Beat 
well. Add the shortening which has 
been softened. Beat well. Add aU-
bran and the remaining 2 cups of 
flour. Mix thoroughly, keeping sides 
of bowl clean. Sprinkle kneading 
board lightly with flom:, turn dough 
on board and knead until dough is 
smooth and elastic. Put into greased 
bowl ahd tm'n it over several times 
until outside is covered with thin 
coating'of shortening. Allow to rise 
until dough is doubled in bulk or 
until blisters or gas sacs begin to 
appear on top of the dough. Punch 
dough down in centre and fold 
over from four sides to centre and 
pimch. Turn the dough over. Let 
rise 45 minutes. Pimch again and. 
turn i dough over. Let rise 15 min­
utes. Shape into loafves and let 
rise until light (about one hour) 
and bake in a moderate oven, 400 
to 425 deg., for 15 minutes then re­
duce heat to 380 deg. for remainder 
of baking period, 50 to 60 minutes. 

Less yeast (as little as V4 cake) 
may be used if a longer time is 
given the bread to rise. 

Yield: One 2-pound loaf. 
Baked Fish 

6 tablespoons quick-cooking tapi­
oca 

IY2 teaspoons salt 
2 egg yolks 
2 cups cooked fish 
Scups milk 
2 egg whites, stiffly beaten 
Yz cup bread crumbs, buttered 
iCombine quick-coking tapioca, 

salt, pepper, egg yolks,'fish and milk 
in top of bouble boiler and stir 
enough to break egg yolks. Place 
over rapidly boiling water, bring to 
scalding point (allow 5 to 7 min­
utes), and cook 5 minutes, stirring 
frequently. Remove from boiling 
waiter. Fold a small amount into 
egg whites. Add to remaining tapi­
oca mixture and blend. Turn into 
greased baking dish and cover yith 
crumbs. Bake in moderate oven 
30 minutes, or until brown. Serve 
hot. Serves six.

Constitutional Reform 
Conservatives' Policy 

The statement to the press mads 
iby Mr. Bennett] on July 11th clari-
jfies the muddled political situation 
to some extent. At least the votttjrs 
know now where the Conservative 
Party stands. 

"Our constitiution must be reform­
ed and amended if we are in a pos­
ition adequately ta deal with many 
problems that have arisen during 
the past few years" the Prime M n-
isljer said; and again "No substan­
tial advance can be made without 
amending the constitution." 

That's plain enough. Too, it is 
consistent/ with Mr. Bennett's stand 
in the House of Commons during 
the last sess'on. When Mr. Stevens 
urged that the reform legislation 
brought down did noti go far enough 
and Mr. King was fearful that it 
went too far, Mr, Bennett maintain­
ed steadfastjly, backed by the opin­
ions of the Government's legal ad­
visors, that the reform programme 
outUned in his radio addresses was 
implemented in the legislation in-
ilroduced, just so far as that pro­
gramme could legally be imple­
mented, under the British North 
America Act, and no further. 

" I am for reform!" Mr. Bennett 
said in his first radio speecih last 
January. His brief stjatement in­
dicates that now, in July, he is more 
IJhan ever for reform. He wish'̂ s 
now to reform the constitution, in 
order that he may legally and in 
orderly nlanner reform, social and 
economic evils that have developed 
during the past tiwenty years. 

It looks very much as though 
"Reform the Constitution" will be 
the ConservatUve Party's battle cry 
in the coming election campaign.
