Williams Creek, which made the

The lower part of the creek, 
which couldn't be'worked in the old 
days on account of depth and water, 
has been purchase from the holders, 
the Hewitt Land Co., of Tacoma, by 
a strong English company, with 
headquarters in London.

and 200 arc lights." so much for 
Batons. 

Many of the firms included in the 
old editions are still in business: the 
Massey-Harris Co., Grand & Toy, 
Canadian Club Whiskey, Eddy's 
Matdhes, and others. 

We were greatly interested in 
comparing modern advertising with 
that old edition, and noting the 
progress made in Canada since that 
date. The gift will be an interesting 
addition to the Provincial'Arch Ives 
at Victoria, 

W HILE it is admitted that traffk 
laws and by-laws appear to be 

stringent they must be obeyed. New 
signs have been placed on all roads 
entering Quesnel. Within the limits 
of the Municipality .20 miles an hour 
must not be exceeded. We under­
stand the police will see to it that 
from now on this regulation will bo 
rigidly enforced. Driving over 20 
mlies an hour within this area is 
against the law, and the onus of 
proving otherwise rests with the de­
fendant. 

On the highways outside of the 
municipal limits the maximum 
speed permitted is 30 miles an hour. 

Recently there have been a num­
ber of instances where the law has 
been totally disregarded. As time 
goes on it is becoming very appar­
ent that reckless driving is on the 
in crease. This does not apply to our 
own community.alone, but through­
out Canada. Careless driving is be­
coming more prevalent with a rap­
idity that is alarming, as returns 
from official sources disclose. 

During 1934 there were no less 
than 1,108 persons killed by auto­
mobiles in Canada, not to mention 
the great number permanently in­
jured. There is on doubt that the 
greater percentage of these acci-
ents could have been avoided had 
more care been exercised by the 
dr.vers. 

Hardly a day passes but one sees 
cars driven about town 'wit(h crowd­
ed front "seats. It is -a -well known 
fact that .lately there has been a 
great deal of driving to the common 
danger in this district. Unless a 
check is placed upon such foolhardy 
performance we may look for a sad 
awakening. It is the duty of all cit­
izens to do their part in assisting 
the authorities to see that traffic 
laws and regulations are lived up 
to. ' ' • . 

This does not apply to any fac­
tion, or individual. Reckless driving 
is not confined to any one class. It 
matters not whether it be a butch­
er, baker, official, preacher, farmer 
or merchant; the road hog is a 
menace to the community, irrespec­
tive of profession, position or creed. 

The police have a duty to per­
form, and all persons should re­
port infractions or violations of the 
traffic law to aid the enforcement 
of the same. 

The unfortunate part of traffic 
accidents is the fact that nine tim­
es out of ten it is the innocent party 
involved in an accident that suffers 
the injury, or the heaviest damage. 

The law is plain, and does not 
permit, simply because one has pur­
chaser car and drivers licences, one 
to become a pilot of a death-deal­
ing Juggernaut, 

Obey the law—and see that others 
do the same.

M R. ABERHART, leading the 
Twenty-five Dollar Per.Month 

Party in Alberta in the forthcoming 
Provincial Elections in that Prov­
ince, promises that every person ov­
er the age of 21 years will be given 
$25 a month from the Provincial 
Treasury. 

The Attorney-General states that 
it will cost that Province $120,000,-
000 annually to fulfil Aberhart's 
promise, instead of $12,000,000 now 
being paid. 

One thing is most prominent. Mr. 
Aberhart fails to tell the electors 
where the money is coming from.

Southampton accorded the discard­
ed liner Maiu-etania the other day, 
something equally stirring in the 
deep-throated response from her 
siren as the battered old ship roar­
ed her defiant valedictory to the 
sea. 

Across the purple dusk of the Sol' 
ent waters fioated the strains of 
Auld Lang Syne as the four-fun­
nelled flier from the Tyne put to 
sea for the last >. time—bqjind for 
Rosyth and the shipbreaker's yardi 
At her masthead flaunted a faded 
blue streamer with its bleached-out 
figures, "1907-1929," tattered am-
blem of-her reign as the fastest lin­
er in the Atlantic trade for more 
than two decades. 

Only a seaman could sense the 
peculiar beauty embodied in her 
sweeping sheer, and rakish gear. 
She was the Cutty Sark, the lordly 
clipper ship of a more prosaic time. 
For more than a quarter of a cen­
tury, Mauretania was a symbol of 
British leadership in the economics 
as well as engineering requirements 
of seafaring. 

If only sentiment should hold sway 
over hard-cased economics, then 
Mauretania would again tm-n her 
slashing prow to the soaking surge 
and lift of Atlantic rollers on many 
another windy, westward passage.

Strain without squeezing and 
put into a kettle, allowing 1 pound 
of sugar to each pint of hquld. Boil 
slowly for five minutes, bottle, cork 
and seal.

Vz pound ham, cut 1-inch.thick 
Yz small green pepper, finely

>A teaspoon salt (If mXlk. Is used) 
Cut ham Into four pieces for serv­

ing and place in greased baking 
dish. Sprinkle with pepper and half 
of Grape-Nuts.

water; pour over bread and let 
stand until cool. Stir in eggs slight­
ly-beaten, salt and mapleine.

Pineapple Torte 
2 teaspoons butter, melted 
1/2 teaspoon cinnamon 
2 cups graham cracker crumbs 
3 eggs, separated 
One and one-third cups sweeten­

ed condensed milk 
2 tablespoon lemon juice 
Grated rind of 1 lemon 
1 cup canned crushed pineapple, 

drained 
Add butter and cinnamon to gra­

ham cracker crumbs. Spread thick 
layer of crumbs on bottom of but­
tered spring mold or deep 10-inch 
layer cake pan. Beat egg yolks well, 
add condensed milk, lemon juice, 
rind and pineapple. Fold in stiffly-
beaten egg whites Pour into mold.

Slice day-old bread, %-inch thick. 

Trim off crusts. Cut into strips %-
inch thick by two inches long. 
Spread strips on all sides with 
sweetened condensed milk, cover­
ing well. Then roll in finely-chopped 
walnut meats. Place on buttered 
pan. Brown in slow oven. 

Mjagic Mayonnaise 
Two-thirds cup sweetened con­

densed milk 
Yi cup vinegar or lemon juce 
l^ cup salad oil or melted butter 
1 egg yolk 
Yz teaspoon salt 
Fev/ grains cayenno 
Yz teaspoon dry mustard 
Place Ingredients in mixing bowl. 

Beat with rotary egg beater until 
mixture thickens. (Mustard was de­
creased in this for this particular 
recipe,) 

Baked Maple Custard 
% cup sweetened condensed milk 
214 cups hot water 
3 eggs 
Y4 teaspoon salt 
Yz tablespoon Mapleine 
Blend sweetened condensed milk 

with hot water and pour gradually 
over slighly-beaten eggs. Add salt 
and mapleine. Pour in baking pan 
or in custard cups. Place in pan fil­
led with hot water to depth of cus­
tard. Bake in slow oven about 40 
minutes or until custard is set. A 
knife blade inserted will come out 
clean when custard Is done. Serves 
six. 

Banana Refrigerator Cake 
One and one-third cups sweet­

ened condensed milk 
>/4 cup lemon juice 
*A cup orange juice 
1 tablespoon grated orange rind 
3 bananas, sliced 
V/z cups graham cracker crumbs 
Blend together sweetened con­

densed milk, fruit juices and or­
ange rind. Stir until mixture thick­
ens. Add sliced bananas to graham 
cracker crumbs; spread one-third 
of nilxture in narrow oblong pan, 
which has been lined with waxed 
paper. Cover with half of sweetened 
condensed milk mixture. Add an­
other layer of sliced bananas and 
graham crackers, alternating In 
this way, finishing with a layer of 
graham crackers and bananas. Let 
stand In refrigerator for six. hours 
or more. To serve, turn out on 
small platter and carefully remove 
wax paper. Cut In slices and serve 
plain or with whipped cream. Sterves 
eight.
