Northern Visitors Taken Over New 
Lode Developments in the 

Barkerville Are;i 
Forty-five members'of the Assoc­

iated Boards of Trade of Central 
British Columbia, covering the en­
tire territory covered by the Can­
adian National Railways from the 
Rockies to the Pacific Ocean, be­
tween McBride and Prince Rupert 
visited Quesnel and the Barkerville 
and Wells mining areas last week 
end. 

Making a tour of the district, 
they travelled from Prince George, 
where the annual meeting of the 
Associated Boards was held, to 
Quesnel by motor, where they were 
met by the Quesnel Board and a 
banquet was held in their honour 
at the Cariboo Hotel Saturday eve­
ning. A pleasant evening was spent 
at which several of the visitors 
made short speeches, among them 
being William Day, retiring presi­
dent, of Vanderhoof; W. L. Arm­
strong of Prince George, nev/ly el­
ected president, and George Og-
ston, secretarj'. These men all out­
lined the purpose for which the 
Association was formed, and asked 
the Quesnel Board to consider join­
ing then* ranks. 

Earl Malcolm moved that the 
Quesnel Board join the Association, 
which was seconded by Jas. Pear­
son, and carried. 

During the evening from all the 
visting Boards spoke, and H. J. 
Gardner, E, J, Avison and A, S. 
Vaughan spoke fou Quesnel. W. 
Hebenton, vice-president of the lo­
cal Board acted as chairman. 

Sunday morning the visitors, ac­
companied by about twenty mem­
bers of the Quesnel Board left for 
the mining section, and reached 
Wingdam at 10 o'clock. Here they 
were shown over the workings of 
the famous Consolidated Gold A l ­
luvials property, both above ground 
and in the shafts. After a meal 
served in true Wingdam manner̂  D. 
Campbell MacKenzie, general-man­

After a visit to old Barkerville, 
the party journeyed to the Cariboo 
Gold Quartp Mine, where they were 
sihown the new equipment which 
wUl step up production from $40,000 
o $60,000 per month. Here an ex­

cellent dinner was served, and af-
er a brief speech by R. R. Rose, 

the managing director, each mem­
ber was presented with a speciman 
of the Cow Mountain ore, with a 
free gold showing. 

The party then returned to Ques­
nel after spending a day that was 
enjoyed by everyone. It was un­
fortunate that the very worst 
weather of the year should choose 
the time of the Boards' visit to 
pay us a visit.

Says Time Has Come for Drastic 
Governmental Changes 

John Mclnnis, C.CF.' candidate 
in Cariboo, spoke to a well filled 
house in the Rex Theatre Tuesday 
eyening. 

In a clearly reasoned address Mr. 
Mclnnis stated the policies of his 
party and subjected those of op­
posing parties to critical analysis, 
but to no abuse or innuendo, 

Trac.ng economic development 
from pioneer days to the present 
the candidate offered statistical ev­
idence to show that producers of 
wealth have been receiving an in­
creasingly smaller percentage of 
their production in wages, while an 
ever-increasing percentage has gone 
to the owning classes in profits. 
This, he contended, is the natural 
and invariable process of a profit 
system. The competition which is 
characteristic of the profit system, 
he said, drives employers to wage-
cutting and staff reductions in or­
der to cut costs to the minimum 
necessary to hold their markets 
and enable them to cut in to the 
markets of the competitors. This 
condition has effect of reduc'ng the 
purchasing power of the produc­
ers and so lowering their standard 
of living, and creates unemploy­
ment on a great and increasing 
scale. 

Mr, Mclnnis declared emphati­
cally that he was of the opinion 
that such a condition could find 
no remedy within the structure of 
capitalistic society. The ills of cap­
italism are so many and chronic 
they will not respond favorably to 
the minor i-eform treatments advo­
cated by the Liberal and Conserv­
ative doctors of political economy, 
he said. 

A complete and fundamental re­
construction of society having the 
serving of human needs rather than 
the making of profits as its guid­
ing principle was the policy he pro­
posed. 

Mr. Mclnnis reviewed the record 
of both old parties, and submitted 
that they had been given many and 
ample -vopportunities to- effect any 
reforms tliey concieved to be nec­
essary or desirable, and had only 
succeeded in putting Canada fur­
ther in the hole and piling up a 
burden of debt which can never be 
paid without further impoverish­
ing the people of this country. 

C. J. McKendrick, Vancouver, and 
A. E. Windle, Burns Lake, one time 
C. C. F. candidate in Omineca, 
spoke briefly; the chairman, George 
Edgar of Fort Praser, having thrown 
the floor open to any person of any 
party, or none, who desired to enter 
into discussion, 

Mr. McKendrick made a forceful 
plea on behalf of the relief camp 
strikers. He declared that the inhu­
man conditions of camp existence 
had driven these men to strike, but 
the subsequent disorders had been 
instigated by agents in an effort to 
discredit the strikers, and were not 
in harmony with the policy of the 
strikers. In his opinion, he said, 
Mr. Mclnnis is the most advanced 
of the candidates offering for elec­
tion in Cariboo, and should have the 
support of all working people. This 
last remark appeared rather am­
biguous, as all Cariboo people, with 
the exception of a very few who 
have no vote here, are working peo­
ple. 

Mr. Windle appealed to the elec­
tors to disregard 1̂ mud slinging 
and abuse, and judge the policies 
of the various parties on the basis 
of the effect those policies would 
have on the welfare of the nation. 
Tliere is no foundation for the ru­
mour, Mr. Windle stated, that he 
had withdrawn his support from 
Mr. Mclnnis. 

Mining Co. Is Charged 
Under New Mines Act 

New Metalliferous Regulations Act 
Not Thoroughly Understood 

Before Magistrate John Holt on 
Monday morning last, a local min­
ing company v;as prosecuted for 
non-compliance with the Metallif­
erous Mines Regulations Act. 

Under Chapter 46 of the Stat­
utes of British Columbia, 1935, an 
information was laid by T. S. Jack­
son, Inspector of Mines, and the 
defendants were found guilty. 

It is unlav/ful to install an in­
ternal combustion engine in any 
shaft, and it was this breach of the 
Act which caused the Inspector to 
lay the information. 

In addition, there are a great 
many other sections which should 
be carefully borne in mind as re­
gards hoistmen and other employ­
ees. The penalties call for fines of 
almost any amount up to $1,000 
max'mum, in cases of owners, ag­
ents or managers being at fault, 
while employees are also liable to 
fines for various breaches of the 
Act. 

In this respect we might mention 
another prosecution recently where­
by a man was found dead, presum­
ably owing to gas poisoning from 
an internal combustion engine in­
stalled in a shaft. 

The Act covers much ground, and 
being only recently in force, the 
Magistrate suggested that all min-

ng companies, and those interest­
ed in the mining industry, lose no 
time in becoming acquainted with 
its provisions. "An ounce of pre­
vention," he said, "is better than 
a prosecution."

"These are mteresting point.? of 
view, and if they are widely held— 
and we should not be surprised if 
that were the case—they do not of­
fer much in the way of sympathy

MANNA FROM HEAVEN? 

T HERE appears to to be a ten­
dency among certain portions of 

the population to support new poli­
tical parties that spring up like 
mushrooms in times of stress such 
as the present. 

So far as we know Britain is the 
only country which has succeeded 
in bringing back business to normal 
or even better conditions. This was 
accomplished by the formation of 
a Nat onal Government, in which 
both of the old-line parties got to­
gether for the common good and 
in national interest. 

A fine example of what these 
various new parties and scliisms 
can accomplish to the detriment of 
the country can be found in France 
today. A French government rare­
ly lasts longer than six weeks, and 
on6 that manages to last six 
months is hoary with age. As a re­
sult France is in serious economic 
trouble today. 

Within a few weeks another el­
ection will be held in Canada. In 
addition to the two old parties, Lib-
beral and Conservative, there are 
several new so-called political par­
ties in the field. realized that they should not in any 

way give the least encouragement to i These parties have many new 
those on reUef who refuse to work, i ideas as regards _the carrymg on of 
and who will continue refusing so 
long as they can succeed in tap­
ping the treasury for dole. 

This condition is not confined to 
British Columbia alone. We repro­
duce a recent comment published in 
The Ottawa Journal: 

"Many Canadians, it is clear, are 
doing some serious thinking about 
the relief problem, and the "march" 
out of British Columbia may serve 
a very useful purpose by encourag­
ing a closer study of this prob­
lem in all its ramifications. Many 
men working for small wages, keep­
ing their families, helping pay the 
cost of relief for the other fellow, 
must have noted with some indig­
nation Ihe demand presented to the 
government for the 50 cents an hour 
for unskilled labour, and they are 
wondering whether and to what ex­
tent relief has become a "racket," 
whether the members of this Regina 
"army" have made any real effort 
to get work, and just what is be­
hind the movement. 

"The Woodstock Sentinel-Review 
suggests this line of thought, and 
reprints two significant statements. 
The first is from a speech by Col. 
Harry MuUins, M.P. for Marquette, 
in the House, following a visit to 
one of the relief camps: 

'Personally I would turn these 
men loose and tell them to go to 
work. There is plenty of work for 
them on the land. The farmers in 
my constituency are asking for 
them. I got a letter today from a 
a farmer in my constituency who 
offered one of these men $30 a 
month. I know that farmer very 
well, and I know he would treat 
the man v/ell, but the man stayed 
with him just one day. He left be­
cause the farmer called him at 6:30 
in the morning. These men are 
spoiled, and if you keep on pamper­
ing them and feeding them with the 
very best of food, sucli as the min­
ister gives them, you will never get 
rid of Ihem.' 

"And this letter from an Oxford 
County farmer who signs himself 
'Fed Up', lo the Farmers' Advocate, 
Is quoted: 

'This relief business is getting on 
my nerves. Here I am, early and 
late, working away to make ends 
meet and the fellows on relief are 
laughing at me for a fool. They do 
not do much more work in a week 
than I do in a day, yet they are 
living as well, possibly better than 
I, as they have more leisure. One 
chap who was sold out here three 
years ago moved to the city and 
has been on relief since. He says he 
wouldn't change his present posi­
tion on relief for the best farm in 
the county. . . . I believe that 
governments .should quit borrowing 
money to pay relief. Just as soon 
as they make us dig down in our 
already ncariy empty pockets and 
pay the extra relief taxes, we are 
going to rebel and make these 

the nations business. Possibly the 
most ambitious is the social-credit-
basic divident from cultural heri­
tage party. Just what this means 
we have been unable to ascertain, 
nor has anyone been able to en­
lighten us. No details have been 
given out as to how it proposes to 
finance tlrie business of Canada. 
The.';e apostle.? go just so far with 
theil̂  propoganda and no further. 

The leaders of this basic dividend 
without capital movement,, is Wil­
liam Aberhart, Calgary. This gentle­
man is, we understand, a high 
school teacher, lay preacher, radio 
talker, emotionalist of the first or-' 
der, v/ho, with his gift of oratory 
is endeavoring to sway public opin­
ion to his way of thinking. On many 
occasions he has been asked for a' 
full explanation of how he propos­
es to pay a divident of $25 a month 
to all over the age of 21 years of 
age from the "cultural heritage." 

According to reports Mr Aber­
hart has been quoting scripture' 
very frequently in his addresses, 
but we have also heard that the 
devil, too, can quote scripture when 
it meets his purpose. 

It is predicted that should this 
new academic policy carry in Al­
berta, an attempt will be made to 
elect a group to the Ottawa Parlia­
ment. It is also plain that if such 
a policy as outlined by Mr. Aber­
hart is put into effect, the taxpayer 
will be called upon to contribute 
heavily to pay for this emotional 
experiment in short order. 

In the absence of the formation 
of a National Government in Can­
ada, the safest and sanest step the 
electors can take is to support eith­
er one of the two old line parties. 

These new groups appear to be re­
ligious racketeers or communists 
endeavoring to be carried into of­
fice on the tide of emotional feel­
ings. 

The basic dividend from cultural 
heritage aggregatatlon might be 
called the "Manna Fi'om Heaven" 
Party. Paying dividends from the 
clear blue sky is a novel suggestion 
from such an outstanding educa­
tionalist as the gentleman from 
Calgary. 

There is also reported to be a 
flirtation going on between H. H. 
Stevens and Mx. Aberhart. Mr. 
Stevens has had sufficient exper­
ience in public life to know that 
such a policy as that outlined by 
the self-appointed savior from Al­
berta cannot be put into practical 
practice. 

VIOLENT DEATHS 

It will come somewhat of a sur­
prise to the majority of Canadians 
to be told that tho total iipmber of 
deaths in Canada during 1934 from 
violent causes was 6,448. That is an 
astounding statement, and one that 
should cause considerable thought. 

If a town with a population of be­
tween six and seven thousand per­
sons were completely wiped out by 
some sudden catastophe it woud 
shock the whole country. Because, 
the deaths are widely scattered all 
over the Dominion the realization 
of the calamity is less vivid.—Tlie 
Brantford Expos tor.

Today Italy, and particularly It­
aly's Dictator stand condemned by 
vorld opini'in for a crim'i which 
may not be committed for two 
montlis.

that fa.lure to go through with it 
might be dangerous to his regime. 
The schedule apparently calls for 
a muderous assault on a neighbor 
nation sometime in September. 

Why? 
Beacause Ethiopia is about to 

'storm the gates of Rome? Because 
the land of the Queen of Sheba has 
broken treaties, injured the citiz­
ens or assaulted the national hon­
our of Italy? 

No! 
Mussolini has been very frank. Of 

course there has been some talk a-
bout the "persistent hostility" of the 
Ethiopians, their supposed inten­
tion of "expelling us even from our 
colonies," their refusal to "open 
their country to our peaceful pene-
trat on." But really we have heard 
littie serious attempt at justifica­
tion. 

And the real provocation? 
The one accepted by the world is 

Italy's need for "a vast agricultural 
area." Ethiopia cannot atone for 
her great injury to Italy (whatever 
it is, or is to be) by any concession 
which does not "provide an outlet 
for Italy's surplus population." 

Of course, if that is Italy's griev­
ance it cannot be satisfied by a de­
cision of the World Court, such is 
so alertly proposed by Mir. Salmon 
O. Levinson in the Monitor today. 
But if Italy has any real grievance, 
or even any regard for the good op­
inion of mankind—and that opinion 
has intangible force which some­
times affects even the obtaining of 
war supplies—she should state her 
case against Ethiopia. The World 
Court would afford her every oppor­
tunity to do that.— Monitor.

Canada has emerged within the ; 
last few months as the world's lead­
ing producer of platinum, following 
a remarkable and steady increase 
in the Dominion's output of this 
precious metal till, in 1934, the 
world consumption and the Canad­
ian production were almost exactly 
the same. 

Figures on Canadian production 
were discussed recently by John C, 
NicholJs, assistant to the president. 
International Nickel Company of 
Canada. 

"We believe from comparison of 
all the world production figures a-
vailable, that Canada is now def­
initely in first place," Mr. Nicholla 
.said. 'Hitherto, Russia, with mines 
in the Ural mountains, has been 
the chief source of platinum. Re­
liable figures on Russian production 
last year cannot be secured, but a 
study of all data on production and 
consumpition which is, to be secur­
ed, indicates that Canada has def­
initely taken the lead." 

In 1934 Canada produced slightly 
over 200,000 ounces of the metals of 
the platinum group. He thought 
that 1935 production would also be 
high. 

Platinum is a by-product of nick­
el production, as well as being found 
alluvially. There is approximately 
one ounce troy of platinum in each 
20 tons of copper-nickel ore from 
the Frood mine, and the efficiency 
of modern milling and refining 
methods now makes practical the
