The monthly meeting of the Hos­
pital Board was held on the 7th 
instant, and after the usual routine 
business had been attended to, the 
matter of the nursery was fully dis­
cussed. Suitable accommodation 
was found in the basement of the 
hospital; the dining room to be 
converted into a nursery. This room 
is well lighted, heated and ventil­
ated, and should prove satisfactory. 

The question of re-painting the 
exterior of the buildmg was dis­
cussed, and tenders are being cal­
led for the painting of all outside 
woodwork. Tentative plans for the 
building of a nurses' home were 
presented to the Board, but the dis­
cussion of this matter was left over 
for the time being. 

Amendments to the by-laws of 
the Society were discussed, and the 
drafted form of the amendments 
were approved by the Board.

PT. BARROW. Alaska, Aug 16.— 
Will Rogers, beloved American hu­
morist, and Wiley Post, famous Am­
erican av.ator, were instantly killed 
15 miles south of here late last eve­
ning. 

En route to Pt. Barrow from Fair­
banks, in their jaunt around Al­
aska, they were bothered by fog, and 
made one landing, waiting for the 
fog to lift. Approaching Pt. Bar­
row, they aparently mistook some 
Eskimo tents on the banks of a 
stream for Pt. Barrow, and landed. 
When taking off again the engine 
of their plane stalled when they 
were about 60 feet in the air and 
they crashed nose first into the 
shallow stream. 

An Eskimo winessed the accident, 
and after calling and receiving no 
answer, he ran all the way to Pt. 
Barrow for aid. When the rescue 
party arrived they had great trouble 
extricating the bodies from the 
wreckage. The bodies were badly 
crushed about the head, and the 
men must have d.ed instantly. 
Post's watch stopped at 8:20, but 
the authorities th.nk the accident 
occurred a short time before that. A 
coastguard vessel has been ordered 
to call at Pt. Barrow and take the 
bodies out. Later reports, however, 
are to the effect that they will be 
removed by plane.;. 

Will Rogers' home town in Okla-
Ihoma was plunged into deep mourn­
ing immediately the death of the 
famous humorist became known, 
stores were closed and business sus­
pended. 

Will Rogers was one of the best 
liked nien in the world, and the 
world will be much poorer with his 
passing. A London, England, paper 
referred to him as "The most hu­
morous man in America, and the 
world's wisest fool." His loss will 
never be replaced. 

In Wiley Post America has lost 
one if its most famous airmen, and 
one who did much for the promo­
tion of aviation.

KOBE, Japan—For the first time 
in Japanese history, a jury has just 
acquitted a prisoner Trial by jury 
was only instituted in Japan six 
years ago, and as a general rule 
prisoziers elect to be tried by the 
judge. In fact there have only been 
about a dozen trials by jury so far, 
and in each case a conviction has 
been recorded.

Fire Destroys Part 
O f Wingdam Plant 

An explosion that is believed to 
have been caused by spontaneous 
combustion occurred in the power 
plant of the Cariboo Gold AUuvials 
at Wingdam at 6:30 o'clock last 
Saturday morning. Within a. few 
minutes the whole plant was in 
flames, and despite desperate ef­
forts on the part of the men, the 
plant was burned to the ground, 
along with the machine shop. 

When it became apparent that 
the power plant was doomed, the 
men blew up the laundry and assay 
ofi'ice in a successful effort to save 
other parts of the camp. 

No one was injured, although one 
or two of the men were blown from 
the blaz ng power house. 

The fire was a great loss to the 
company, and will hold up devel­
opment of the mine for about three 
months. The loss of the power plant 
automatically shut down work In 
the shafts. 

Officials at the mine at once wir­
ed Vancouver, and a new diesel en­
gine was at once shipped from that 
point, and is now being installed 
at the mine. This is only a very 
small part of the machinery, and 
the remander has been ordered 
fx-om England by cable. The plant 
was one of the most up-to-date in 
British Columbia.

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NATIONAL GOVERNMENT? 

T HE CAUSE of a National Gov­
ernment for Canada seems to be 

gaining considerable ground in all 
the provinces of the Dominion re­
cently. In the light of past exper­
ience it seems the only logical 
method of administering the affairs 
of the nation in their present state. 

That all parties include in their 
ranks brilliant men cannot be de­
nied; nor can the fact that the 
majority of the parties have sound 
ideas as well as poor ones as to the 
method of guiding the ship of state. 
Surely, then, it is nothing but com­
mon sense to state that, were the 
best men of all parties brought to­
gether in one Parliament, more 
constructive and sound adminis­
tration would be the.result. 

Unfortunately, the leaders of the 
King's Opposition in the past few 
years, regardless of party affilia­
tions, have thrown their whole 
hearts and souls into making the 
parliamentary session a nightmare 
for the Government, They have 
fastened upon petty issues with the 
tenacity of a bulldog, making 
mountains'out of mole hills, and as­
sisting not at all in the passing of 
beneficial legislation. They have 
groaned and laboured, and like the 
proverbial mountain have brought 
forth nothing more than a mouse. 

The world today has as an illus­
tration, the National Government 
of Great Britain, which has steered 
that country through the stormy 
channel of economic crisis to the 
position.of the first nation to suc­
cessfully cope with the depression. 
In fact. Great Britain is economi­
cally in sounder condition than she 
has been since the outbreak of the 
Great War, 

On the other hand we have the 
Republic of France, which is divid­
ed into countless political factions. 
That country today cannot intro­
duce sound legislaion due to oppos­
ition by these factions. France's on­
ly salvation is a National Govern­
ment. 

Canada, it would appear, is fast 
approaching France's record in re­
gard to number of parties. It is 
time thoughtful citizens took hold 
of the situation and endeavored to 
avoid France's predicament. 

With sound government Canada 
has nothing to fear—but we must 
insist on sound government. 

DRINKING ON RELIEF 

M UCH of that indignation that 
likes to call itself righteous 

was doubtless provoked by recent 
reports of persons getting drunk 
on liquor bought with relief money. 
Sentencing one such misdemeanant 
to thirty days in the county jail, 
a New Jersey Judge warned that 
similar penalties would be meted 
out to others so ofifending. 

This woui-̂ seem eminently a 
case whcr-. "punishment fits the 
crime" buo it does not end there. 
Other aspects present themselves 
to the thoughtful. For instance, 
isn't the culpability of the grocer 
or saloon keeper who knowingly ac­
cepts relief money for liquor at least 
as great? Isn't he in a sense a re­
ceiver of stolen goods, taking tax­
payers' money intended for quite 
another purpose? 

It is common knowledge that such 
instances are sadly frequent. If 
some of the indignation directed to 
the drinker—whose pitiable offense 
is not in any way condoned—were 
brought to bear practically upon 
the supplier of the drink by cancel­
ling his liquor licence the effect 
would be praiseworthy. And cer­
tainly it is incumbent upon relief 
ofTlcials to be more and more stern 
in shutting off funds to individuals 
who use the money for drink. 

But if dispassionate judgement 
and fairness are to temper indig­
nation, the emphasis and publicity 
given to such instances should not 
lead to Intempei-ate criticism of all 
those unfortunate enough to be 
forced on the relief rolls. In this 
strange epoch when one portion of 
the population in most countries is 
working to support the other part 
in enforced idleness the temptation 
to lay the shortcomings of some 
upon the shoulders of all cannot be 
too strongly guarded against,—The 
Christian Science Monitor.

Because the Scotsmen attended 
in force the luncheon of the Can­
adian Chamber of Commerce in 
Great Britain given in honour of 
Lord Tweedsmuir, one of the speak­
ers said it was "almost a roll call 
of the clans," and everyone vied 
with everyone else in telling Scot­
tish jokes. 

The Governor-General designate 
told one to drive home the moral 
that in the present state of the 
world upheaval simple solutions for 
complex problems were worthless. 

"In Galashiels thirty years ago, 
when Ml-. Joseph Chamberlain was 
preaching his great Imperial cru­
sade," he related, "an orator was 
talking about South Africa, then 
much in the public mind. 'All that 
South Africa wants,' said this 
speaker, 'is a better ciass of settler 
and a better water supply.' A voice 
from the back of the hall at this 
point interjected, 'Hoots, mon, 
that's all that's the matter wi' 
Hell!'" 

Chief Justice Greenshields of 
Quebec, who paid a series of cham-
ing old-world compliments to Lord 
Tweedsmuir, to'.d of the Scot who 
always closed his eyes when he took 
a drink of his all-too-favorite bev­
erage: 

"A small boy who watched this 
peculiar operation," said the Chief 
Just'ce, "allowed his cui'iosity to ov­
ercome his manners. So he said, 
"Mister McPherson, when ye hae 
a wee drink of wliuskey ye always 
shut yer eye. Will ye no be tellin' 
me the now, are ye no saying a wee 
bit prayer? Or perhaps it is a cer­
emony?' But the Scot replied: 'It's 
no' a wee bit prayer, and it's no' 
a ceremony. But I must tell ye that 
f I saw that whuskey before I drank 
it ma mouth wad water so much 
tha it wad clean spoil ma drink." 

Brig.-General Sir William Alex­
ander, M.P., who is the head of the 
National Union of Manufacturers 
in this country, and who regularly 
visits the Dominion, told an elec­
tioneering story to show, as he said, 
the "religious proclivities of Scots­
men." 

A canvasser called at a Glasgow 
working man's house to ask for his 
vote for the Conservative canidate. 
The working man was washing him­
self, so his wife went to the door 
of the room and said, "Thew want 
tae knaw if ye'll vote for the Con­
servative candidate. Sir William 
Alexander?" The man's voice came 
back, "Weel, go and ask if the can­
didate is in favor of religious edu­
cation in the schools, and if he 
isnae then tell him tae go tae 
hell!" 

Lord Tweedsmuir, in his remarks, 
humorously referred to the many 
topics now barred to him because 
of his new position and then spoke 
of the need for business men-

GENIUS FOR COMPROMISE 

"If all parties proposing to enter 
the election camipaign carry out 
their intentions, then the next 
parliament wil be a mixed one. 
There will be Conservatives, Liber­
als, U.F.A.'s, Laborites, Communists, 
C.C.F.'s and Stevenites. It Will be 
quite a salad." 

This note from the Ottawa Jour­
nal wi.l make the average man won­
der if this multitude of parties w.ll 
lead to a condition where no group 
can control the House and where 
government will be impossible. 

It was such a condition that led 

to dictatorship in-some European 
countries.

2 pounds plain flour 
3V̂  pounds currants

1 wineglassful of rum

Method of making: 
Warm bowl for beating butter and 

sugar, add eggs 2 at a time, well 
beating until all eggs are uesd.

Then add all ingredients and well 
mix. 

Bake in slow oven for about 3V2 
hours. 

Savory Liver 
Take 1 pound of liver, slice into 

small pieces, well dust with flour, 
and put into a pie-dish; add 1 tea­
spoonful of mixed herbs, 3 cloves, 
2 good-sized onions (sliced), 1 tea­
spoonful of salt, 1 saltspoonful of 
pepper. Add enough stock or cold 
water to just cover the liver, etc. 
Peel some smaU potatoes and cover 
the top of the pie-dish, and bake 
in a moderate even for 2 hours. This 
dish is also very good made with a 
suet crust, and baked, leaving out 
the potatoes. 

Jumbles Are Delicious 
Margarine 2 oz. 
Demarara sugar, 2 oz. 
Golden syrup 2 oz. 
Ginger 1 teaspoonful 
Lemon juice 
Flour, 2 oz. 
Put the margarine, sugar, syrup 

and ginger into a saucepan over 
the lire and stir till melted, but do 
not boil. Add the flour and a good 
squeeze of lemon juice and give a 
good stir round. Grease a baking-
sheet and drop dots of the mixture 
on with a spoon, allowing plenty 
of room to spread. Bake in a very 
slow oven. Slip a thin knife under 
each to get it off the tin, and roll 
while hot. If they chip off, place 
the tin on the top of the hot oven 
they wUl come off correctly and 
will roll. Fill with cream. 

Rhubarb and Banana Fool 
Half-pint stewed rhubarb pulp, 5 

or 6 bananas, 1 gill custard, cochi­
neal, sugar. Peel the bananas and 
rub them through a sieve. Measure 
out the rhubarb. If it is young it 
will. be sufficient to stew it to a 
pulp. Add it to the banana with the 
custard. If lacking In color, tint 
with cochineal and sweeten to taste. 
Heap-In glasses and decorate with 
slices of banana. Serve cold. 

Rhubarb Mould 
Cook some rhubarb carefully 

without breaking the pieces, with 
some sugar and very little water. 
Add to a raspberry jelly made v/ith 
rather less water than ueual. Line 
a niold with slices of sponge cake, 
pour in the fruit and jelly and cover 
with more sponge cake slices. Turn 
hito a dis.h when cold and surround 
with custard. Decorate with whip­
ped cream. 

Ham Puffs 
Small rolls of ham (fried or 

boiled), 2 oz. flour, legg, a little 
milk, lA teaspoonful baking powder, 
Vn teaspoonful cream of tartar, a 
pinch "of salt. Make a stiff- batter 
and coat the ham roll thickly. Fry 
in deep fat until a golden brown. 
Serve with fried parsley. Wash and 
dry parsley sprigs and fry until 
crisp. 

Rhubarb Fingers 
4 oz. caster sugar, 2 sticks rhu­

barb, shortcrust pastry, white of 
egg. ' 

Make a shortcrust pastry, roll out 
very thinly and cut into strips. Skin 
and cut out each piece of rhubarb 
Into pieces a few inches long, and 
wrap in pastry. Seal the edges 
carefully with white of egg. Bake 
In a quick oven for 20 minutes.

Motorists now for the first time 
can drive their cars from Halifax 
to Vancouver and vice versa over 
an all-Canadian route. But this is 
true only with reservations. Car 
ferries must be used between Port 
William and Sault St. Marie, and 
there is a short gap in British Co­
lumbia where motor cars are being 
carried by train until the highway 
is completed. Even this, however, 
marks an advance in the history of 
the trans-Canada highway, and the 
recent opening of the section be­
tween Winnipeg and Fort William 
was, therefore, significant. Prior to 
the opening of that section, trans-
Canada motorists had to detour in­
to the United States. Now the de­
tour is avoided and theretare 452 
miles on a fine gravel-surfaved 
road so good that it has been driv­
en in ten hours.

Remaining links 
of "Canada's main street" still a-
walting construction are between 
Schrciber and White River, 125 
miles; and between the White River 
and the Soo, or between White Riv­
er and Hearst.
