It is a fact, patent to all people
of this commumty possessed with
ordinary powers of judgment, that
the present school facilities which |.
obtain in Quesnel are worked out,
and entirely unable to supply the
needs of the growing population of
the munic.pality; indeed they are
not such as would make adequate
provision for the education of a
community large or small.

It is evident then that there must
be a change, and in this fact lies
the one advantage of the present
otherwise dismal situation. . This
change may follow one of two
methods; either the reconstruction
of a school of the old conventional
type, which would mean the re-
housing of the present institution,
and the continunce of our present
system, or the  development of a
more modern plan of education
which has received the endorsement
of leading educationists in Canada,
Great Britain and the United States
|and which has proved itself to be
eminently practical in operation.

Without any great difficulty
Major King succeeded in convinecing
his audience as to the advantages
of the proposed educational scheme.

The reconstructional plan, whlle
it will extend just the same privi-
leges to the prospective. university
student, and incidentally give a
greater incentive to the choice of
vocation during adolescent years, is
particularly interested in the train-
ing of those to whom the advan-
tages of a university course are not
available: in other words to the vast
majority of the young people of the
province. By this plan the student
body is divided into three, rather
than two divisions, grades one to
six comprising the elementary sec-
ton, grades seven to nine the junior
high school, and ten, eleven and
twelve the senior high school.

Some years ago
a three-compartment shaft was put
down to approximately 270 feet, and
a large Cornish pump was installed.

The operators at that time had
only a little farther to go with their
shaft development but owing to
economic conditions were forced to’
shut down. Then the QGreat War
came on, which prevented the pro-
gramme being carried out.

Owing to the increased price of
gold and the great improvement in
yumping equipment, Mr. Bonner has
-nas again been able to interest
cap tal, as above stated. This will
mean much to that section, and will
give emp.oyment to many men when

a new shaft house, power house and
a new machinery installation will
be undertaken in the near future.

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HIGHWAY THROUGH TOWN IN
DEPLORABLE CONDITION

MANY PERSONS have called at
this office during the past twe
weeks, asking us to comment on the
condition of the main arterial.h}gh.-
way through town, telling us it is
one of the worst pieces of road be-
tween Quesnel and Vancouver.
After a trip from the south to the
north end of town, this statement

- can be readily believed. Particularly

bad is the portion of the street at
the corner of Carson ~and .Front
_streets, in the busiest section of the
town. The humps and chuck holes
at this corner will inevitably lead

. to an accident unless attended to

shortly. Another bad spot is' that

-in front of the Overwaitea and Li-

quor stores, where the roadway has
sunk about eighteen inches in’spots.
" The road at this point is also nar-
row, making it dangerous to park
cars. o
Some months ago we had the as-
surance that the Government were
going to repair this main road the
~full length of the town. In fact, it
.was intimated that it would be
hard-surfaced, but to date nothing
has -been done, beyond patching a
few of the holes with oiled gravel.
This patch-work immediately push-
es out after the first rain. - '
This road has to carry a lot of
heavy traffic, with trucks loaded
for Barkerville, Wells and Wing-
dam, and the only method of re-

pairing it will be to completely tear-

up the highway and reconstruct it.
It seems as though something
" is radically wrong ' when . mile
" upon mile of highway can be hard-
surfaced in the southern areas of
the province, and main highways
through towns in the north cannot
even be repaired making them fair.
ly passable. Northern folk are not
asking for hard-surfacing, but we
do ask that our highways be kept
passable.

VALE! WILL ROGERS

HE world was cast into gloom

on Friday last when word was
broadcast of the death of Will
Rogers in Alaska, where he was
killed in 2 plane accident,

In company with Wiley Post,
famous airman, they were making
a tour of Alaska. Taking off from
Fairbanks they were en route to
Pt. Barrow, the most northern point
of Alaska, when their plain crashed,
killing both men instantly.

The world can ill afford to lose
Will Rogers’ wit and gentle ridicule
at a time like the present. It has
been said of Will Rogers that he
was worth any four ambassadors
in the United States in promoting
good will among the nations. A
great London newspaper says of
Rogers: “The most humorous man
i’n America, and the world’s wisest
ool.”

The deaths of great men of the
world are keenly felt in national
and international life, but in the
passing of Will Rogers it seems that
a personal friend hos passed from
every home in the land, and his
popularity is attested to by thou-
sands of expressions of regret that
have reached his family from all
corners of the world.

A NEW SCHOOL?

HE MEETING held on Saturday
evening last in the schoolhouse,
brought to light many interesting
facts with regard to the school situ-
ation as existing in Quesnel
Meajor King in his address to the
taxpayers, stressed the fact that
Quesnel absolutely must have a new
school building in the very near fu-
ture. He admitted that it would be
difficult, with the present state of
finances to accomplish it, but also
sald that the present buildings
were useless. At present there are
two rooms in one building, another
room in an old log schoolhouse, and
the fourth room above the fire hall,
and at some distance from the oth-
er buildings, and in addition to this,
all' the buildings with the excep-
tion of the fire hall are old, heated
with antiquated box stoves, and
with no water in the winter time.
All these factors lead to unhealthy
conditions. ‘
Another point brought out by Ma
jor King was that the children in
rural centres, under the present ed-
ucational system, are not getting
the advantages of children in urban
centres, This, he said, could be, and

most likely: would be, remedied in
the- near future. -

At the present time it is planned
to call a meeting of all interested
organizations in the town, the Leg-
ion, churches, the Board of Trade,
etc., to see what can be done. A
committee composed of a member
from each of these organizations
and the chairman of the Schooi
Board will make a survey and re-
port to the taxpayers.

One -thing is certain, with the
populat.on of the town rapidly on
the increase, and already insuffic-
ient room, some plan of action must
bg arrived at.

Douglas’s books; we have pursued
his views into his testimony before
the MacMillan Commission in Eng-
land; and we have discussed the
subject with the most learned econ-
omists we know. And still we are in
the dark as to exactly what social

‘leredit is, and its workings.

.Such a statement might be con-
strued as self-criticism save that
much of our reading has long been
confined to business with economic
top e¢s. Economic writing may not
always be English; its meaning may
be cloaked in the verbiage of the
classroom; and the theories ex-
pounded may neglect. important
undamenta’s, nevertheless, we have
found such writing understandable
enough Not so with Major Douglas’s
literary and economic efforts,

With further research, we may, of
course, revise our opinion, but in the
meantime we are forced to the con-
clus.on that an author as turgid
and obscure as Major Douglas can
not himself have a complete grasp
of his own theories—theor es which,
incidentally, find no support from
those who have devoted their lives
to’ the study of commercial, mone-
tary and economic phenomena.
sometimes we are forced to the con-
clusion that the social credit theor-
ists are purposely obscure in order
to conceal the complete implications
of their theor.es from their follow-
ers. ;

." Many of Major Douglas’s prem-
ises seem to us to be factually in-
accurate or definitely incorrect. His

|views are such a complex mixture

of fact and fallacy that it is only
with - difficulty, perhaps unworthy
of the topie, that competent econ-
omists can controvert his views. In
his theories we can see nothing
more than an involved and compli-
cated plan of inflation. Social cred-
it has certain plausible, not to say
pleasing features; and to those un-
accustomed to viewing economic
theories in a critical light, their
pleasantness and plausibility ob-
scured their inflationary implica-
tions.: '

As far as we can see, social credit
can do no more to increase the pur-
hasing power of the consumer than
can the Bank of Canada—should
the Bank wish to do so. But by in-
flation the Bank of Canada will not
take steps which would ultimately
reduce our foreign trade and ham-
per us in meeting our immense
debts abroad. In short, the Canad-
ian dollar will probably be kept
somewhere between the pound and
the U.S- dollar, a status impossible
under any scheme of social credit.
) If the supply of money and credit
in this country is insufficient for
our needs, and we are far from be-
ing certain that they are insuffic-
ient, then action by the Bank of
Canada can rectify the situation
more adequately, more economically
and more quickly than the adoption
of monetary schemes like social
grec_lit whose proponents see only
its immediate effect and neglect its
ultimate result of destroying our
credit and our trade
markets—the basis of commercial
progress in this country. — The
Printeq Word. ‘
