Aired dtBoard of Trade 
By REV. S. E. HIGGS 

In no uncertain terms did A, S. i 
Vaughan, Chairman of the Quesnel 
Board of School Trustees command 
the attention of the local Board of 
Trade at its meeting at the Cariboo 
Hotel Wendesday. 

"Your School Board," he said, 
"has before it the largest problem 
both from a financial and a social 
aspect, which has ever confronted 
this town, and it is not generally 
recognized that the Trustees handle 
more of the municlple money than 
any other single committee or or­
ganization in the community. It is 
therefore a matter-of no little re­
gret that the business men of Ques­
nel for the most part have not un­
dertaken to avail themselves of the 
facts of the problem facing the 
Trustees:". 

In a general discussion and a 
comprehensive summing up by Mir. 
Vaughan, the main features of the 
situation appeared to be this:—That 
the whole question of educational 
facilities at present avaOable in' 
Quesnel is one which miist be con­
sidered, not only in the light of 
present needs and possible future 
development, but also with a lively 
regard for the history of this com­
munity during the last ten or fif­
teen years. During these years,, 
years which have witnessed con-' 
siderable growth in both popula­
tion and activities in Quesnel, and 
therefore in educational require­
ments too, the growth in public in­
terest in supplying this latter de­
mand has been nil. The con­
demnation of the present buildings 
has become a popular topic of con­
versation-among the majority of 
citizens, only a small percentage of 
whom have the slightest knowledge 
of what the inside of the buildings 
look like; or of the amount or qual­
ity of the equipment which the lo­
cal school possesses.- All of which 
facts point to the conclusion that 
no matter how great the local need 
for a larger and better school may 
be, that need will never be filled 
until every single responsible resi-
ident admits responsibility in the 
IJroj ect- of supplying .-the. need- andk 
is prepared to give, and when the 
time comes Will give disinterested 
support to those who are appointed 
by this School District to handle 
our educational affairs. 

As an initial effort to establish a 
greater .sphere of interest and sup­
port, the Board of Trade proceeded 
with the appointment of a special 
committee to assist the Board of 
School Trustees in the adoption of 
a practical policy in the local school 
affairs.. Elected to this committee 
were Messrs. H. J. Gardner, G. E. 
Macolm, J. G, Cowan, W. Hebenton, 
J. Holt and Rev. S. E. Higgs, 
. The present situation invites a 
great deal of criticism and com­
ment, but in fairness to the local 
Trustees, and to the staff, one or 
two facts are worthy of considera­
tion. That the buildings of the 
Quesnel Superior School are inade­
quate, unhygenic, and unsafe from 
point of danger of fire, and uncon­
genial to the development of pro­
per development of proper atmos­
phere, is a matter on which all are 
agreed. But, this condition has not 
developed over night: there are not 
a few adults in the community who 
"suffered" the inadequacies of the 
Quesnel Superior School: it has tak­
en a great deal of public indiffer­
ence to produce the present situ­
ation. 

The present staff is not able to 
handle the number of pupils at­
tending school, and we are. told 
that another teacher is required im­
mediately, and examination re­
veals the certainty of this need. But 
the need does not arise wholly trom 
the number of pupils enrolled, for 
an examination of the School Act 
makes plain the fact that for a 
Superior School, of 137 pupils.

Mr. Turgeon blamed the Bennett 
Government absolutely for the un­
employment conditions prevailing 
in Canada, He made no defuiite 
statement as to how unemployment 
could have been av6lded,but blamed 
the system under which it was ad­
ministered generally. 

With regard to Health, State or 
Life Insurance, whichever It may 
be called. He read to the electors 
some correspondence between him­

JUST ANOTHER RACKET 

SCHOOL MATTERS 

W IT!H THE GROWTH of Quesnel 
during the last few years and 

consequent increase of in the num-: 
ber of pupils attending school, it 
has been apparent for some time 
that the present school buildings 
are inadequate. Apart from the lack 
of space, the old buildings are de-
lapidated an out of date, and in 
their present state unsuitable for 
educational purposes. The site of 
the school, facing as it does the 
main Cariboo highway through 
town, is dangerous, to say the least. 

The School Board and Village 
Commissioners realize that some­
thing will have to be done, but so 
far the question of expense has al­
ways blocked suggestions put for­
ward for a new building. One thing 
however is certain, by some means 
Quesnel must build and equip a new 
school and provide for additional 
teaching staff. 

At present.the school is under­
staffed, and the teachers have more 
subjects to teach than they can ac­
complish with proper results. 

N5WSPAPERS' have responsibility 
in connection with advertising 

colunms. . Responsible newspapers 
such as The Mercury refuse adver-! 
tising quite frequently. For instance, 
an advertisement such as thê  fo -
lowing was refused: "For sale—Giv­
en away free. Novelty hat and coat 
hanger and c'garette lighter in 
leather case. To advertise. Send 
name and address with ten cents 
to cover packing and postage," with 
a Toronto address. At making en­
quiry "at the Toronto postoffice ih-
formation came that persons send­
ing the ten cents received a nail, a 
match and a piece of leather. News" 
papers make a great mistake when, 
for a few dollars, they become party 
to such rackets. The newspaper is 
not only expected to protect its 
readers and its community from 
rackets no matter in what form 
they appear. At present every tov/n 
is being • "worked" by out-of-town 
solicitors for all sorts of advert.'s-
ing propositions. Business men 
hould know that "outsiders" are not 
canvassing for this and that scheme 
to help business or help the com­
munity and it is a good plan to re­
port these proposed rackets to the 
newspaper editor. Publicity will kill 
off these schemes very, quickly.

ELECTION RIPPLES 

IT IS a different kind of election 
we are listening to, and the radio 

has a good deal to do with it. In­
stead of the majority of the voters 
listening for hours in crowded halls, 
there is usually plenty of room and 
the meetings are comfortingly short, 
all over as a rule by 10 o'clock. Once 
upon a time here it was taken not 
to be a successful gathering unless 
the anthem came after 11:15. 

If there is a microphone on the 
platform today, the meeting will not 
be long. The microphone costs mon­
ey; too, speakers are warned not to 
shout at the "mike," to stay in one 
place, speak in an even voice and 
all this contributes to a more meas- ' 

By reason of many requests com­
ing from all parts of Canada and 
because of the ever increasing need 
of some voluntary organization cap­
able of spreading knowledge re­
garding preventable illness, the 
Canadian Social Hygiene Council 
has undertaken the responsibility 
of organizing the Health League of 
Canada. 

By this action the officers and 
directors will be enabled to greatly 
enlarge the scope and activities of 
the present organization and make 
more concrete contr4butions to the 
cause of public health and preven­
tive medicine than in the past. It 
is felt by the National Board and 
by members generally throughout 
Canada that this step is in accord 
with the growing realization of the 
importance of Health as a Dominion 
and indeed an international issue. 

The Health League of Canada 
will undertake a continuous pro­
gramme of education in the means 
of preventing illness and prolong­
ing life and the need for Govern­
mental and private action to this 
end, using the press, the radio, the 
pamphlet and the public speaker 
as a means of transmitting reliable 
information to the public. Wide­
spread support of this new dev­
elopment is already assured by com­
munications from Departments of 
Health, educationalists, the service 
clubs, churches and religious lead­
ers throughout Canada. 

The Hon. Mr. Justice Riddell, dis-
tinguised jurist, member of the Su­
preme Court of Ontario and inter­
nationally known as a writer and 
speaker, has been President of the 
Canadian Social Hygiene Council 
for the fifteen years of its existence. 
He now becomes President of the 
new organization. 

Every candidate nominated in 
the Federal elections will this week 
be asked by the Health League of 
Canada to express their views on a 
policy to be adopted in Palirment 
having regard to the health of Can­
ada through a co-ordinated pro­
gramme, all the provinces co-oper­
ating. 

In a letter to candidates, the re­
solutions passed by the Canadian 
Medical Association are outlined 
and are advocated as a basis for a 
working policy. 

A conference of Provincial Minis­
ters of Health, held recently at Ot­
tawa, advocated a Dominion Royal 
Commission on Health and a Do­
minion Health Cabinet, to be com­
posed of the Dominion Minister of 
Health and the Provincial Minis­
ters of Health.

The Week's Work in 
Canada's Parliament 

OTTAWA—The Prime Minister 
swung through the first lap of his 
publ.c .speaking campaign in West­
ern Canada to mark up a real per­
sonal triumph. Especially can it be 
so labelled in viev.' of the fact Mr. 
Bennett v.'ent out this rail to face 
a general election after five years 
of the worst conditions a PrJme 
Minister could have picked to face 
the country. 

At Regina Mr. Bennett opened 
his campaign. The steel girders in 
the old Regina Armories rang with 
the applause as Mr. Bennett told 
in his straighforward way the story 
of the Government's fight for Can­
ada during the past five years. He 
ame to the.story of wheat. One lone 
individual in the audience ventured 
a question, "What are you going to 
do with it (the surplus wheat)?" 

Right back came Mr. Bennett in 
his old form, "SeU it, but not for 38 
cents a bushel." That was that. 

Incidentally, the latest reports 
from official sources In Regina car­
ry the news that 7500 electors heard 
Mr, Bennett and that a couple of 
thousand were forced to return 
home or to radios because seating! 
or standing accommodation was not 
avaUable. 

Mr. Bennett went on to Leth-
brldge. The stories that were shot 
ack East provided food for thought. 

Enthusiasm would have been put-
ing It mildly. Then off he went to 
Calgary, his home town. 

From the raUway station to the 
hotel where Mr. Bennett stops is 
less than the distance of an aver­
age city.block. About a three-min­
utes' walk. But—it took Mr. Ben­
nett an hour and a quarter—took 
him that long to mill through the 
enthusiastic crowds that waited to 
"Welcome home R. B." and shake 
hands. Yes, Mr. Bennett was really 
welcomed home. And if he had felt 
when he left Ottawa that his terri­
fic flight of the-the last five years 
had been In vain, had been unap­
preciated and unheralded, he has 
something else to think about now. 

At Victoria the end of last week 
Mr. Bennett left the topic of wheat 
and Prairie problems to talk to the 
Pacific Coast electoi-s. Speaking on 
Section 98 of the Criminal Code, Mr. 
Bennett asked, "Do you know any 
greater freedom than that'which 
permits a man to offer for Parlia­
ment whUe he is on parole?" (Tim 
Buck). He reiterated the stand of 
the Conservative Party that Sec­
tion 98 would remain in the statute 
books - as' long as he was in power. 
: The Liberal Party had so altered 
its -attitude towards government 
policies which they opposed and 
criticised in Parliament "that now 
we have the spectacle of the Liber­
al Party seeking election on the pol­
icies of this Government."
