John Mclnnis Holds 
Last Local Meeting 

John Mclnnis, C. C. F. candidate, 
addressed a 'fairly well attended 
meeting in the Rex Theatre on 
Friday, Oct. 4. Mr. John T. Sales of 
Dragon Lake occupying the chair. 

During the course of his remarks 
Mr. Mclnnis said.that the tendency 
at election time was to get away 
from main issues, and that some 
elections had actually been decided 
on side issues that had no bearing 
on the main questions of the day. 
He otllned the attitude of the 
C. C. F. towards the Oi'iental ques-' 
tion and pointed out that the large 
employers of labor had brought 
large numbers of Orientals into the 
country during the Liberal regime. 
'̂We are" told," he said, "that Lib­
eralism is a progressive thing." The 
Liberals point to Quebec where they 
expect to receive strong support, 
and-yet that same Quebec grants 
the franchise to Chinese and with­
holds It from Canadian women." 

The speaker doubted Mr. Mac­
kenzie King's sincerity and suggest­
ed that he was as anxious to help 
the. workers of Canada now as he 
was when he njâ .e:his famous five-
cent speech. t̂ ^̂ l: , .

of the members of parliament to 
pass laws and not to interfere with 
government officials and civil serv­
ants who were as a rule capable 
men.who would do their duty in a 
proper manner if they were not 
Interfered with.

Mr. John Holt 
was in the chair, and In a brief 
speech introduced the speakers. 
General Victor Odium and Mr. Gil­
bert Hogg. Although the meeting 
was not so well attended as some 
of the others, the audience were 
enthusiastic and gave the speakers 
a very fair hearing. 

General Odium dealt manily with 
the last Conservative Government, 
and said that under Mr. Bennett 
It had been a one-man government. 
He dealt at length with the Conser­
vative platform', and said that if 
they were returned to power the 
country would again be put through 
the misery of the last five years. He j 
submitted that the Liberal Party 
had a solution for' the present-day 
problems; and left it to the electors 
to return the Liberals to power, 

Mr. Hogg made the unemploy­
ment problem the main topic of his 
speech and dealt largely with, the 
unemployment camps. Under a Lib­
eral Government he promised work 
and wages, the wages to be a min­
imum of $2,00 a day. 

The meeting was short but to the 
point, and broke up at 10:15 p,m. 

LONDON, Eng.—A son was born 
to the Duke and Duchess of Kent. 
The new baby is seventh In line of 
successon to the throne, and the 
sixth gentleman of the land, 

ATHENS, Greece—A sudden rev­
olution by military leaders In Greece 
Thursday forceid the resgnatlon of 
the Premier. King George df Greece 
who has been in exile for eleven 
years was recalled to the throne. 
King George, however, will remain 
in England until the plebiscite, to 
be held shortly in Greece, decides 
whether or not the people want him 
to rule them again, 

•NAPLES—Owing to reverses of 
the Italian armies in the Ethiopian 
campaign, and the slowness with 
which progresŝ  is being made, the 
high command of the Italian forces 
in Africa will be recalled. The Ital­
ian armies have suffered heavy cas­
ualties, especially on the southern 
front. One Italian bombing plane 
was also shot down, 

GENEVA—The League of Nations 
Assembly voted on the economic 
sanctions proposed against Italy, on 
Wednesday. In all fifty-one nations 
voted that the sanctions be applied. 
In spite of vigorous protests from 
Rome, This overwhelming majority 
.*s'expected to cause grave anxiety 
in Rome, and It Is thought that be­
fore long Mussolini will be making 
peace overtures to the League and 
Ethiopia, There is talk already that 
Mussolini is willing to accept a com­
promise on the Afr.can situation. 
The League and Ethopla, however, 
are dubious of Mussolini's com­
promises.

CAIRN TO MARK SITE OF FORT 
ALEXANDRIA 

An engineer of the Canadian Na­
tional Parks Administration Board 
is supervising the erection of a 
monument in commemoration of 
Fort Alexandria, about 30 miles be­
low Quesnel. It is being built on a 
commanding site ontop of a knoll 
on the West side of the Cariboo 
Highway, near the 187 mile'post. 

The concrete base is seven feet 
square and the cairn of field stones 
will be eleven feet high,- with a 
bronze tablet attached to the side 
facing the road. 

The monumej.it in enclosed by a 
steel fence, and the tablet reads: -

Fort Alexandria 
The last post established by 

the North-West Company West 
of the Rocky Mountains, and 
marking Sir Alexander Mack­
enzie's farthest point in the 
descent of the Fraser River in . 
1793. 

"Built in 1821. After 1826 
when the trade of New Cale­
donia found outlet to the Pac­
ific instead of the Atlantic it 
was the point of transfer from 
the land to the water brigade, 
and so it remained until the 
gold discoveries transformed the 
conditions."

According to The Vancouver Pro­
vince, Mr. Bennett said his gov­
ernment had increased Canada's 
exports. Mr, King aiid Mr. Mack­
enzie said the statist.cs show ex­
ports have been cut in half. Of 
course. The statistics show both 
things. Two-th'rds of the world's 
trade has disappeared in the last 
six years, and a good part of Can­
ada's trade has gone to limbo w.th 
that of other nations, ne.ther thc 
Conservatives nor the Liberals hav-

i ing much to do with the matter. But 
if two-thirds of the world's trade 
is gone and Canada's export trade 
is only cut in half, it surely follows 
that Canada has come through the 
depression better than most. And 
recent statistics show that our ex­
ports are increasing. They were 
$474„000,000 for the fiscal year end­
ing March 31. 1933, and $660,000,-
000 for the corresponding year end­
ing March 31 last. The last figures 
to hand are those for August. In 
that month our exports were $71,-
699,760 compared with $55,837,064 
for the previous August. For the 
first five months of the fiscal year 
our exports were .$283,516,723 com­
pared with $261,856,560. Our ex­
ports of course are nothing like 
what they were before the depres­
sion. But prices have fa.nen and 
trade vanished all around the world. 
It is surely something that out of 
the'wreck Canada has won for her-
selft a larger share of the world 
trade that has survived than she 
had in the boom year, 1929, 

Mr. Bennett said industrial pro-' 
duction has increased in Canada. 
And so it has. It was higher in 1934 
than in any of the three years im­
mediately preceding. Mr. Macken­
zie King says industrial production! 
has decreased. It is lower than it' 
was in the boom years and the firs 
years of the depression. 

Mr, Bennett said Conservative 
policies had resulted in favorable 
trade balances, and one has only 
to look at the trade figures of the 
past three years to see that the 
favorable balance is there: $74,330, 
000 in 1933; $151,855,000 for 1934 
and $145,128,000 for 1935. Mr. Mack­
enzie counters by figuring up the 
favorable and unfavorable balances 
during all the years of Liberal rule 
since Confederation and setting 
them against the corresponding 
balances of the years of Conserva­
tive rule The comparison, he sug­
gests is all in favor of the Liberals 
But is it? During most of the years 
in question Canada wasn't interest-

the larger the unfavorable balance 
the more prospei'ous the year. Mr 
Mackenzies figures would seem, 
then, to.be entirely irrelevant. —

DEFECTIVE CHIMNEYS AND 
N FLUES 

It is unfortunatê that architects, 
masons and people generally, are 
so careless in the construction and 
maintenance of chimneys and flues. 
The haphazard method of constru­
ction and indifferent use and care 
place them among the worst of­
fenders. The chimneys and flues 
are the chief cause of fires in dwel­
lings and consequently should be 
most carefully guarded. 

Inspect and clean your chimneys 
and flues at least twice a year. Nev­
er start heavy v/inter flring without 
a thorough inspection and repair­
ing of heating appliances and clean­
ing of chimneys. 

The neglect of these results in the 
loss of many lives in the homes of 
our country. If you neglect yours 
you are exposing those helpless 
ones in your home to an unneces­
sary danger, and also contributing 
to the causes of our deplorable flre 
loss. 

LOOKING FOR SOUND 
DEVELOPMENT

In a series of illus­
trated addresses, of the major min­
ing developments throughout the 
Dominion; and. In addition, the op­
erations at the Noranda and Inter­
national Nickle respectively will be 
shown in motion pictures. Attention 
in particular wiU be given to the 
economics of mining and in this 
connection one session wUl be de­
voted to a discussion of the prob­
lems of mine taxation in Canada. 
The question of dust control, in 
mines is becoming a more and 
more important consideration and 
there are to be a series of papers on 
this theme, including one on what 
has been accomplished in this re­
gard at the Sullivan Mine, by mem­
bers of the staff of the Consolidated 
Minmg and Smelting Company. An­
other paper by Mr. J. W. Fehnel, 
director of the Industrial Hygene 
Laboratory of the Metropolitan In­
surance Company, will give the re­
sults of the latest research in con­
nection with the .prevention of 
silicosis by dust control. There wUl 
also be a series of papers on ore 
dressing, including one of particular 
interest to small operators by C. S. 
Parsons of the Mines Branch, Ot­
tawa, on mUllng practice at small 
gold mines. Of immediate interest 
to British Columbians generally wUl 
be the paper by Dr. J. F. Walker on 
Geological Exploration in this 
province with reference to the fu­
ture development of our mineral 
Industry.-There wUl alsobe a paper 
by Mr. P, B. Freeland on Placer 
Mining Training Camps in British 
Columbia. There wUl be two popular 
lectures, one by Dr. 'CamseU en­
titled "A Northern Reconnaissance 
Extraordinary," in the course of 
which, with the aid of the screen, 
he wUl give his audience a bird's 
eye view of that terra incognita in 
the Northwest Territories where the 
Rockies end, over which he flew last 
summer. Dr. T. A. Rickard, now of 
Victoria, an international figure in 
he mining industry, has kindly con­
sented to give some pcr.-;onal remin-
ifcence: iu the ̂ .o m ot popular 
address.
