Manitoba 
and Saskatchewan returned 25 Lib­
erals against three Conservatives, 
with two C. C. F. members in each 
province. In Saskatchewan there 
were also two Social Credit candi­
dates successful, and in Manitoba 
two Liberal-Progressives headed 
polls. In Alberta the two rival par­
ties elected one candidate each, R. 
B. Bennett, leader of the Conserv­
ative Government being elected in 
Calgary. In Alberta the Social Cred­
it Party took 15 seats. 

British Columbia showed the most 
even distribution of any. of the pro­
vinces by electing five Conserva­
tives, four Liberals and four C. C. F. 
It was in B. C. that the Reconstru­
ction Party scored their solitary 
success, H, H. Stevens, Leader of 
the Party, being elected in Koot­
enay East. There was also ohe In­
dependent returned. Yukon' Terri­
tory returned an Independent Con­
servative.

New Marketing Act 
Operating Smoothly 

For some time past there has been 
continued dissatisfaction amongst 
he farmers concerning the prices 
hey were obtaining for their gar­

den produce. Under the recent Mar­
keting Act a great deal will be done 
to rectify this grievance. A start has 
been made in this district and the 
price of potatoes has been control­
led. Next year it is hoped to extend 
this control to embrace other vege­
tables, turnips, carrots, etc. 

The Board supervising this con­
trol is* known as the B.C. Coast 
Vegetable Marketing Board, and for 
this area known as District No. 9. 
The Cariboo Farmers' Go-operative 
Association are the egents. Assist­
ing the secretary, Frank Thomson, 
in this work is W. A. Johnston. 

Briefly, the scheme is as follows: 
all growers having controlled pro­
duce for sale must be registered. 
All persons handling these products 
such as truck drivers, must also be 
registered. For this district it is pro­
posed to market No. 2 grade pota­
toes only. At present it is suggested 
to take from each registered grow­
er, of whom there are 50, two tons 
of potatoes as a first quota. After

Need of Fifth Teacher Imperative 

A letter from the principal to the 
secretary of the School Board was 
read to the meeting. In this letter 
the principal quoted the School Act 
in support of her application for an 
extra teacher to serve in the upper 
grades, and made clear the fact 
that the Quesnel School is a Super­
ior School only in name, and that it 
is fulfiilling the functions of a High 
School. This fact, together with the 
many other unsatisfactory condi­
tions obtaining in the establish­
ment, necessitated more work than 
the present staff is able to perform. 
The meeting disscused the situation 
at length, and was unanimous in 
support of the principal's applica­
tion. On motion an assessment of 
$1,200 •v̂ ras voted to meet the cost 
of an extra teacher, to be engaged 
immediately. 

Money Voted for New School 
Matters relative to schol re-build­

ing were then tntroduced by Mr, 
A, S. Vaughan, who read the latest 
communication from Major H. B. 
King, advisor to the Provincial Gov­
ernment on educational matters. 
The main facts of the letter were 
briefly these: Having regard to the 
resources of the Municipality of 
Quesnel, and to the difficulty of 
i-aising a loan of sufficient size to 
make possible the plan outlined in 
his recent visit, that is of a $25,000 
building. Major King recommended 
for our consideration the plans of 
a $14,000 school of the type recently

On Tuesday Sam Hood and Harry 
Ringland, miners, were chr.rged be­
fore Magistrate Holt with an of­
fense under the Semi-monthly Pay­
ment of Wages Act. This act com­
pels employers in certain industries 
such as mining, logging, saw-mills, 
etc., to pay their employes at least 
semi-monthly. Several witnesses 
testified that although they had 
been employed by the accused for 
varying lengths of time they had 
received no wages. 

On beholf of the accused, who 
conducted their own case, Ringland 
stated that he assumed the respon­
sibility and would see to it that ail 
wages were paid. He asserted that 
he was acquainted with the act in 
question, but as far:as'th:s country 
was concerned had always consid-, 
ered it" a dead letter. 

For the Crown, Constable Brad­
ley said that during the past there 
had been too many complaints from 
men who had been hired to work, 
but who were never paid. In many 
cases the employers had no means 
of ever paying any wages unless the 
claims proved profitable, which of­
ten was not the case. Although the 
majority of complaints came from

POLITICAL PRIMER 

CALLING A HALT TO WAGE 
ABUSES 

IN SPITE Of the fact that laws 
were passed years ago for the 

protection of workers of this Pro­
vince, it is common knowledge that' 
they have been openly flouted in a 
great many instances. It is a credit 
of Cariboo that in this district at 
least a halt has been called on this 
practice. 

We refer more especially to that 
legislation which makes it obliga­
tory that wages and salaries in the 
mining, lumbering and canning in­
dustries be paid twice monthly. It 
is comomn knowledge that many 
workers right herein the Quesnel 
district have been kept waiting 
months for their pay, and, in some 
cases, have not been paid at all. 

In another column reference is 
m.ade to the prosecution of a local 
mining partnership for violation of 
the laws mentioned. The offenders 
were fined and failure to pay the 
fine drew a penalty of tv/o months 
in jail. On Thursday last, these two 
men were brought before Magis­
trate Holt in Police Court. They 
were unable to pay the fine and an 
order was sought that they serve 
the term of imprisonment. 

Before announcing his decision, 
the Magistrate told the offenders 
that the hiring of men when there 
was no means of paying them 
MUST STOP. The laws were placed 
on the statute books for a purpose 
and must be obeyed. He did not 
think that there was any intention 
of evading payment of wages. The 
police officers were only carrying 
out their duty when they instituted 
proceedings after a complaint had 
been lodged with them. He then 
proceeded to say that he did not 
like the idea of these two men, who 
were the first to be charged in this 
district, going to prison, and on re­
ceiving certain assurances that the 
gold recovered from their mine 
would be used solely to pay the 
workers, he would consider making 
an order for suspended sentence. 
This assurance was forthcoming 
and the two miners were released. 

The Magistrate stressed the fact 
that he was taking this action as 
a measure of justice and was not 
concerned as to whether It would 
or would not enable them to pay 
debts, as the present was a criminal 
action, and not a debt case. He gave 
very definite warning that further 
cases would be severely dealt with. 

Magistrate Holt Is to be com­
mended for his good judgment in 
handling this case, as it will prob­
ably have a far-reaching effect; 
and, as the Magistrate stated, the 
violations of this law MUST STOP.

BRITISH LABOR — A BULWARK 

THE PROCEEDINGS at the an­
nual Trades Union Congress In 

Great Britain this year have en­
hanced the prestige of the labor 
movement. They were less exciting 
than usual. They were certainly not 
provocative. They might even give 
some color to the suggestion that 
British trade-unionists are intensely 
conservative. But it'would be more 
just to say that the leaders are 
proving that they have their ears 
to the ground, and have become a-
tentive to public opinion in Britain, 
and are aware of a world movement 
in which British labor has a part 
to play. 

It must be remembered that the 
basic strength of the labor move­
ment In Britain lies In the trades 
unions. Tlieir anual congress is less 
governed by irresponsible voices 
than is the annual conference of 
the political Labor Party. The trad­
es unions still dominate the Labor 
Party. Their decisions In congress 
show the mind of organized labor. 

They are in no aggressive mood 
I today. Their leaders are aware of 
tho fact that tho labor movement 

they said that the Whole force of 
organized labor would be ranged 
against an,aggressor, and would 
support the use of collective sanc­
tions. 

Thus, as not always in the past, 
he labor movement in defending its 
own right to exist, was able to range 
itself side by side with that national 
opinion which is outraged by the 
wanton attack of a big power on a 
small one. Labor, now talking the 
language of industrial peace at 
home—urging peaceful planning of 
industry, not strikes— is also able 
to identify itself with that finer ex­
pression of national sentiment 
whichis opposed to war and eager 
for action in restraint of war. 

Tlie trade-unionists might have 
chosen to make fighting election 
speeches. They have tactfully real­
ized that this is not the movement. 
They have preferred to show that 
their services are available in the 
most urgent tasks which confront 
the nation in time of crisis. If some 
of the political labor leaders are less 
tactful, it is worth remembering 
that they can achieve nothing with­
out the trades unions — Christian 
Scence Monitor.
