Judge Holds Long Sittings In Order 
To Adjourn Tuesday Evening 

Pall Court of Assize opened in 
the Court House, Quesnel, at 11 
a.m. Monday, Mr. Justice Robert­
son presiding. Mr. H. B. King, of 
Barkerville, acted as Crown Prose­
cutor throughout the proceedings. 

The jury for the first case. Rex 
vs. Curridore, was chosen as fol­
lows: C. Beath (foreman), R. H. El­
liott, W. Cook, W. B. Smith, F. D. 
Lindsay, W. H. Boyd, W. Locke, E. 
E. Dowle, G. E. Wlndt, T. Scott and

Rates Reduction January

News in Brief

ROME—Great celebrations mark­
ed the 13th anniversary of the Fas­
cist "March on Rome." In spite of 
the celebrations there was a feel­
ing of forboding prevalent inspired 
by the League Sanctions to be im­
posed and the war in Ethiopia. 

ROME — League Sanctions are 
held here to be unavoidable in view 
of Britain's refusal to accept Mus­
solini's proposals. People all over 
Italy are buying all the supplies 
and provisions in their power and 
reparing for a siege. 

TOKIO — Vice-President Garner 
of the United States was received 
by the Emperor of Japan Thursday. 
Contrary to expectations Garner 
d;d not have to appear before the 
Emperor m his stocking feet. The 
visit was purely of a friendly nature 
and diplomatic questions were not 
discussed. 

MOSCOW — Russian authorities 
are afraid trouble will result as a 
result of controvers'es between 
Manchukuo, Japanese controlled 
province in China, and Mongolia, 
under Soviet government. Japan 
wants to recover trade diverted to 
Russian sources by Mongolia. 
. ETHIOPIA—Considerable fighting 
has taken place during the week 
on both the northern and southern 
fronts.

NEWMARKET, Eng.—The Cam­
bridgeshire, one of the heaviest bet­
ting races of the year, was won by 
Commander III, an outsider. 

HELENA, Mont.—Another terri­
fic earthquake shock occurred here 
Thursday morning. The shock was 
as severe as the one two weeks ago. 
Two brickmasons who were build-
ng a chimney for" a brewery were 
killed when* the chimney coUapsed. 
Most of-the. town's buildings .which 
survived the first shock were either 
demolished or further damaged. In­
cluded in these were the hospital, 
the new $500,000 high''school, sta­
tion, an other public buildings. Two 
be'ow zero weather ?s adding to the 
suffering as all buildngs that re­
mained standing had to be evacu­
ated. The cold weather is also ham­
pering relief work. Reports state 
that families are huddled around 
little bonfires in the open. 

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA—Cold 
reached a record low for October 
during the week. It is estimated 
that a big percentage of the orange 
crop is destroyed. 500 carloads of 
apples were blown from the trees 
by the cold north gales. Traffic in 
the northern part of the state was 
held up. 

ROME—The Pope has come out 
in the open in the Italo-Ethlopian 
dispute, and states that Italy should 
have mandatory powers over Ethi­
opia, 

ETHIOPIA—Ethiopian trbesmen 
ambused a large party of Italians 
on the march Thursday, They 
stampeded the Italians' equipment 
train of mules and c a m e l s and 
rushed the Italians during the con­
fusion before they could get their 
machine guns into action, Italian 
casualties were heavy. It is also 
reported that -Italians are evacu­
ating certahi portions of Ethiopia 
where the temperature is said to 
reach 160 degrees. 

DAYTON, Ohio—Officers of the 
army air corps here are investigat­
ing the crash 'of the giant Boeing 
bombing plane brought here to take 
part in a competitive test to de­
termine the type of machine to be 
used for the new army bombers. On 
the trans-continental fl'ght from 
Seattle to Wright Field the Boeing 
averaged 252 miles an hour and the 
pilot stated that he had never had 
the throttle more than two-thirds 
open, 

PR, RUPERT—November 9th has 
been given as the earliest date on 
which train service can be resumed 
to Prince Rupert, Floods caused ser­
ious slides and washouts along the 
line between Inverness and Bulkley 
Canyon, a d stance of 150 miles. 
Points such as Terrace, Usk and 
Pacific are entirely cut off from the 
outside world. It Is reported to be 
the worst tie-up In the history of 
the line.

On October 18th, 1817, the mem­
bers of the Burschenschaften stag­
ed a great celebraton on the Wart­
burg, where 300 years earlier Luther 
had sought refuge. Patriotic ad­
dresses were made; the young stu­
dents built a bonfire and tossed in 
the flames reactionary books, a cor­
poral's baton and an off.cers wig, 
symbols of tyranny. 

"The Wartburg festival caused 
consternation among the princes. 
They feared revolution. The Bur­
schenschaften were ordered dissolv­
ed. They survived that threat. Now, 
once again, they are threatened 
with extinction." 

MAN'S WORST ENEMIES 

AN UNLUCKY ANNIVERSARY? 

IT IS a sad commentary on pre«-
ent-day affairs that Italy should 

be celebrating the thirteenth anni­
versary of the Fascist "March on 
Rome" this week, when Italy is in 
the most desperate plight of her 
modern history. 

Is Mussolini trying his- luck on 
the supposedly unlucky thirteen? 

The march on Rome, by the or­
ganized followers of Mussolini her­
alded an era of prosperity and nat­
ional pride. Italy came out of the 
economic doldrums into Which she 
had drifted. Public works program­
mes, social legislation never dream­
ed of in other days, the building of 
an effxient navy and army are 
only a few of the many great ac­
complishments in which Mussolini 
has been the prime moving force, 
Italy has a one-man government. 
No one in that country dare con­
tradict the dictator. 

As long as Mussolini was content 
with the building up of his own 
country and alleviating distress 
within its borders, he won the plau­
dits of the whole world. But, when 
he threatens by armed force the 
freedom of a smaller power, those 
same plaudits, as Mussolini has 
learned, have turned to a combined 
action of disaproval. The question 
that the layman is asking is whether 
Mussolini, like h's countryman, 
has grown ambitious, and whether 
he has visions of another great Ro­
man empire: if Mussolini is trying 
to stage a come-back for Italy. 

ASSIZE COURT 

THE SECOND Court of Assize to be 
held in Quesnel was concluded 

on Tuesday evening last. As far as 
can be ascertained everything went 
off witi-jout a li-tch. 

The learned judge administering 
the law carried out his duties wit': 
that high degree of dignity and 
scrupulous justice which we now 
take for granted in Canada, The 
juries were careful that no point 
liowever small escaped their notice! 
The police and court officials did 
all in their power to ensure the 
smooth running of the function. 

And yet, there is one thing that 
still, lingers in the minds of some 
of t'hose present. A man convicted 
of one of the foulest crimes in the 
Criminal Code of Canada was sen­
tenced to one year with hard labor 
and six iashe.3* and a doctor, with 
an exemplary record dating back to 
1908, charged with manslaughter, 
resulting from the death of a pa­
tient as a result of treatment, or 
the lack of it, received the same 
sentence, the hard labour and lash­
es being omitted. 

As we have mentioned above, the 
Judge fulfilled his duty perfectly. 
But he is simply the administrator 
of the law as laid down in the 
Criminal Code of Canada. He is 
bound by the statutes and must 
obey them. Doubtless these sen­
tences passed were in strict accord­
ance with the Code, but yet we feel 
that there is something tbat snould 
be altered. 

DISEASE, poverty and fire are not 
man's worst enemies. A man

little children. Can they be destroy- i 
ed by everyone? The psychologist 
would answer, No, they are too | 
deeply rooted in human nature.' 

When he finally conquered 
self, and I believe that what is pos­
sible for myself is possible for nearly 
all men." 

Goldman was first handicapped 
by shame because as a child his 
playmates poked fun at his crippled 
this sense of shame so thoroughly 
that he was able to let his "best 
girl" see him in a bathing suit it 
Was a real victory. 

When he stopped envying other 
people their advantages of health 
and position th"s was still another 
victory. 

After the death of his wife he had 
to stop pitying himself before he 
could do justly by his little son. 

When a man has conquered 
shame, envy and self-pity he has 
more time and power to devote to 
aggressive acts towards getting the 
most out of life.

If nose-tWeaking proves insuffic­
ient to bring Mussolini to book, then 
France will again have to face its 
original choice. Who can doubt that 
in the final analysis, France must 
come down on the s-de of Britain? 
Many reasons could be adduced. 
Britain happens to be on the side 
of that international security based 
upon the integrity of international 

. engagements which lies at the root 
! of the theory of Px'ench foreign pol-
, icy. In terms of more realistic pol-
; ities, Britan is the stronger pov/er. 

Tlie French no doubt are weigh­
ing yet another factor. This is the 
difference in responsibility of the 
two countries. Britain, a democracy, 
speaks in behalf of a people whose 
policy is continuous, whereas Italy 
is a dictatorship, dependent upon 
upon not only the person but the 
whim of a single man.—Christian 
Science Mbnitor. 

JETECTING ANONYMOUS LETTER 
WRITERS 

A somewhat interesting case deal­
ing with that mJschlevous pest, the 
anonymous letter writer, was rec­
ently dealt with in Alberta. 

Extending over a period of ten 
years, such letters had been rec­
eived by various citizens of a small 
town. These letters were of a scur­
rilous, obscene and threatening na­
ture and all attempts to trace them 
had proved abortive. 

Recently, however, the suspicions 
of the local postmaster, who had 

taken a keen interest in the mat­
ter, were directed towards a clerk 
n an old established store; as a re­
sult, the information he had ac­
quired was placed in the hands, of 

; this force and it was decided to 
endeavor to secure the necessary 
evidence by means of marked post-

I age stamps which it was hoped, the 
unwitting suspect would p-ace on 
the anonymous letters. 

The modus operandi was as fol­
lows: Stamps marked by the inves-
t gators with invisible ink were sold 

: by the postmaster to the suspect. 
, L.-ater three anonymous letters ap-
I peared and,after the same had been 
treated with heat, it was found they 
ware three of the stamps which had 
been marked as set out above. 

While the case against the sus­
pect was now very strong, the evi-
d't;nce was not yet definite, owing to 
tlie fact that there were in all three 
parsons conneced with the store; 
these being the following: 

(a) The owner—a well respected 
old-timer. 

(b) His daughter—also well re­
spected. 

(c) The clerk—also well respec­
ted. 

All of these may have used the 
store stamps and, in addition, there 
was always the chance that some of 
the marked stamps might hve been 
sold to customers. The store, there­
fore, was at once visited by the in­
vestigators, the balance of the 
stamps on hand secured and, in the 
presence of the owner, were treated 
With heat and found to be marked. 
Both the clerk and his employer 
were then interrogated, both of 
them . protesting their innocence. 
Eventually, however, the author­
ship of the anonymous letters was 
admitted by the owner of the store, 
and he subsequently pleaded guilty 
to charges of threatening to burn 
or destroy. 

The use of invisible Ink was of 
great assistance in this case, the 
method of marking being to write 
on the stamp the initials of at least 
two of the investigators. Carefully 
executed, nothing can be seen by 
the naked eye, but, when the heat 
is applied with a match or in any 
other manner, the initials come out 
quite clearly.—Royal Canadian 
Mounted Police Quarterly.
