| New Power House At

Wingdam Com'pleted

Work on the new Wingdam pow-

as possible this year. The build ng
is of steel and tile construction, the
company tak'ng no chances on a
repetition of the. disastrous fire of
August 10th, wh'ch destroyed the
frame power plant halting work at
the mine for three months. -

Two of the engines ordered by
cable from England the day after
the fire, have been installed and
are operating. These eng.nes ‘are
Crossley’s — one 200 and one 300
h.p. Two of the other engines which
were badiy damaged in the fire
have also been reconditioned. One
other engine was brought from
Vancouver immediately following
‘the fire. .
‘Work has been cont'nued during
reconstruction, on the No. 2 shaft,
where mining was not halted. The
unwatering of the other shaft s
expected to start immediately. This
shaft is down 280 feet, part of it
in bedrock. A tunnel severa! hund-
red feet long taps the water from
the gravels that lie above, making
it safe to work. Previous attempts

‘'owing to this mixture of water and
‘mud, called by miners “s'um,”

rampages and breaking down bulk-
heads and caving in tunnels and
shafts as though they were so much
matchwood. It was considered tco
dangerous to workuntil Mr. Mal-
colm Campbell, superintendent at
the mine, took charge and put into
effect the present system, which s
called the Ausralian deep lead .sys-
tem. So far it has been eminently
succesful, and but for the fire of
three months ago, the mine would
‘be in full swing.,

All that remains to be done is to
tune up the new power plant and;
dewater the shaft, and operations
will again be back to normal.

Expect Ratification Of

1

The Fraser River, once the world’s ,I
greatest salmon - fishery, but now!
practically non-existent, will be re—,l
stored to its former happy state
if the International Sockeye-Sal-
mon Treaty, drawn up five years

ago, is ratified. The treaty was ap-l

ment in May, 1930, but has been !
shelved by the United States auth-
orities ever since. - l

This is the third treaty drawn up
in the past thirty years. Each time, -
with' slight amendments, Canada
has agreed to the proposals, largely
drawn up by the American author-
ities. Twice the treaty has been
turned down by the United States
Senate. The third treaty, being pig-
eon-holed somewhere, did not get
that far.

In the meantime, and particu-
larly since 1913 when the last big
run occurred, the sockeye in the
Fraser have been gett.ng scarcer
and scarcer, due principally to the
intensive fishing which a.lows on y
a small number to reach the spawn-
ing beds in the upper tributaries.
The treaty, which is to continue
in force for at least 16 years, calls
for regulation of the catch on a 50-
50 basis (American fishermen are
now: taking from 70 to 80 per cent
of the catch) and sharing equa.ly
the expense of administration and
rehabilitation.

Canada controls all of the spawn-
ing grounds—the Fraser R ver basin
contains approximately 100,000 sq.
miles. In this area are 16 large lakes
and many smaller ones which make
it an ideal spawning ground—and
half of the fishing waters. Canada
raises all the fish and the Fraser
takes them out to sea where they
mature and return again to the
place that gave them birth, where
they spawn and die. But in return-
ing the.great.majority of them have
to pass through American waters
in order to reach the mouth of the
Fraser.

Biologists it is understood are
checking up on a scheme to rehab-
ilitate the Fraser with purely Can-
adian sockeye—fish that go out to
sea via the north end of Vancouver
Island and return the same way—
and while this might offer a sat's-
factory solution in years to come,
the ratification of the treaty as it
stands would bring about the im-!
mediate commencement of a care-|
fully considered plan for the res-
toration of an Industry wh'eh wil
produce an annual returm of ap-
proximately $30,000,000.

Educationist Lectures
Young People Tuesday

Rev. A. Harding Priest of Calgary
arrived in Quesnel by train Tuesday
and spent two busy days here, the
guest of the Quesnel Hotel and the
Vicarage. The evening of his arriv-
al he addressed a meeting of young
people at the Vicarage, and dealt
very strongly with the many prob- ...
‘ems confronting the-young people’
in all communities today. From a’
wealth of information he illustrated
the possible wide divergence in the
development of young people’s lives
and characters. Assuming that the
urges, drives and instincts of any
one young person of normal devel-
pment are to be found in the make-
up of most young people, he wenton
to illustrate dangers of what could
be called automatic development of
character, as opposed to the ad-
vantages of conrolled and guided
training.

“All youth which is virile and
ambitious is looking for an out-
let for its urges, drives and in-
stincts, and many of the m.s-
fortunes of this generation and
of past history have been occas-
ioned as a result of misdirect-
ed and uncontrolled urges,
drives and instincts. And yet
behind all these natural phen-
cmena of youth there is a
common power, common to all,
wh.ch, if controlled and direct-
ed, can produce the very high-
est type of ¢ tizen, and the ideal
Christian State.”
