Reciprocal Trade Pact 
Beneficial To Canada 

a 
After many years of negotiations 
reciprocal trade pact has been 

signed between Canada and the 
United States of America. Prelimin­
ary work on the present agreement 
was started by the Bennett govern­
ment over a year ago and brought 
to a successful conclusion at the 
Mackenzie King-Roosevelt conver­
sations two weeks ago. 

The treaty is for three years and 
will come into effect on January 1, 
1936. 

President Roosevelt stated in an 
interview that in his opinion trade 
between the two countries v/ould be 
doubled within twelve months. 

Some of the chief commodities to 
be affected by the treaty are auto­
mobiles, on which the tariff has 
been reduced by SYz per cent, while 
magazines enter free. From Jan, 1 
to May 1 each year oranges will 
enter free, and all fresh vegetables 
at one. half the former rate. Fresh 
fruit is down 5 per cent. 

It is predicted that the logging 
trade will benefit by the tariff on 
lumber entermg the States being 
cut in half and shingles going free. 
It is hoped that by spring arrange-
mtehts will be completed by which 
tourists will be allowed to bring 
back from America $100.00 worth of 
goods free of duty. 

In brief, each country has given 
to the other her most favorable 
tariff terms. Canada gives the 
United States her intermediate rate 
or better on some 700 items and in 
return Canada receives terms from* 
the United States equal to the best 
she gives to any other country with 
88 special concessions in addition,

ECONOMIC SANCTIONS 

Monday saw fifty-two nations of 
the world unite together in an ef­
fort to preserve world peace by im­
posing economic sanctions against 
an aggressor nation. Economic 
sanctions, as the name implies, a-
mounts to a boycott of Italian 
goods and the refusal to supply It­
aly with war materials, A few na­
tions, while not actually imposing 
economic sanctons, have declared 
themselves neutral and refuse to 
supply war materials to either of 
the belligerants. 

Two rather significant results 
have come out of the imposing of 
the sanctions. The first, from San 
Pedro, California, where a ship was 
to sail. This ship was ostensibly en 
roue to Singapore, but in reality was 
for Italian Eritrea with a load of 
gasoline. Although the United Stat­
es has not joined with the other 
nations in imposing sanctions, she 
has declared herself as neutarl. The 
seamen of the vessel in question 
wired Ujiited States authorities in 
Washington as to whether they 
would be under United States pro­
tection. The reply was a definite 
No. The seamen then called a meet­
ing of the crew, and being advised 
of this inform;ation, the shiij still 
remains with Mussolini's gasoline 
tied up at the San Pedro docks. 

The second instance was the at­
tempt of Japan to force the auton­
omy of the five northern provinces 
of China. The Japanese have been 
trying for some time to- force this 
issue and place on the throne an­
other puppet Emperor such as Pu 
Yi in Manchukuo, and in this man­
ner consolidate the Japanese sphere 
of influence in China. 

Japanese diplomats however over­
shot the mark when they dictated 
to the Chinese ' Government and 
gave them a bare two or three days 
to make this proclamation; threat­
ening that if they failed to do so 
the Japanese army would invade 
northern China, The Chinese gov­
ernor did not sign the proclamation. 
He blandly told Japanese officials 
that if they in any way attempted 
to invade China, they would call 
upon the League of Nations to in­
voke League Sanctions against Ja­
pan similar to those imposed a-
gainst Italy. Thus China won the 
first skirmish of the diplomatic bat­
tle, and the Japanese statesmen 
were forced to retire discomfited. 

These two instances illustrate 
most convincingly the power of the 
League of Nations, which body has 
come in for a lot of ridicule in the 
past few years. The League, like the 
mills of the gods, may grind slow­
ly, but exceeding fine.

IN RECENT issues of the British 
press it is noted that the mys­

IT MAY, indeed, be asked why we 
as Christian citizens should be

Italy has been 
for generations, our close, constant 
friend, and there is no desire deep­
er in the hearts of all than that 
that friendship may continue. . . . 

We could not look with acquies­
cence upon an act of unprovoked 
aggression without surrendering the 
reason for the League's existence 
and without shattering the hope of 
the rule of law aî iongst nations. If 
that hope were shattered, then the 
hope of any settled peace would 
disappear with it. The defence of 
the Covenant is. In truth, the de­
fence of peace. Behind and above 
any rule of law as the ba lis of peace 
Is the Kingdom of God—His rule of 
justice, righteousness, brotherhood, 
among men. The ultimate security 
and strength of peace Is loyalty to 
that K-lngdom. 

The supreme need, when the 
foundations of world peace seem to 
be shaken, is the assurance of that 
loyalty as a new and effective force 
in the mind, the conscience, the 
will of all who profess and call 
themselves Christians, For that 
reason I am, . . Inviting the auth-
itles of all Christian communions 
at least in Europe, to send forth 
simultaneously some solemn re­
minder to their members of the ap­
plication of this loyalty to the King­
dom of God and to appeal to them 
to be faithful to it. Naturally, we 
think first of the largest and most 
powerful of these Christian com­
munions, of the great Church of 
Rome. 

I have ventured to make an ap­
proach to his Holiness the Pope, but 
I learn that he is unwilling at pres­
ent to say more than he has already 
publicly said. We must all generous­
ly recognize trie peculiar dlflClculty 
In which he Is placed. It may be 
that, in his own time and way, he 
may be moved to speak some fur­
ther word; but hope is that erelong 
the Anglican and Protestant com­
munions may unite in uttering with
