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THE HIGH COST OF CRIME 

SINCE the 14th of July last, no 
less than nine police officers 

have been killed in Seattle and en­
virons while in performance of their 
duty. 

It is indeed strange that in the 
great United States such conditions 
are allowed to prevail. There must 
be something wrong with law en­
forcement, and those administering 
the various departments for the 
suppression of crime. 

While this refers to Seattle and 
district alone, we do not know Chi­
cago's record for î cent months. 

With the murder of nine officers 
of the law at the hands of gang­
sters, thugs, etc. in eighteen- weeks 
surely those in authority will awak­
en and check by every means at 
their command the dastardly crimes 
aganst society. Hanging in public 
for murder and the lash for the 
lesser crimes of the callendar, would 
in our opinion put an end to a great 
deal of criminal activity.

SPEEDING THE MAILS 

The British Post Office has always 
been noted for its efficiency. Now 
comes news that at Brighton a Ro­
bot letter sorter has been installed 
in the main post office there. 

Th's ingenious machine handles 
no less than 24,000 letters an hour. 
This monster piece of mechanism 
is 70 feet in length, 12 feet wide and 
seven feet high. Ten sorters are 
kept busy handling the chief-letter 
sorting robot. In Brighton there are 
no less than 650 boxes for letters. 
The letters come up to the sorter 
on a slowly-moving cnveyor from 
which they are Ufted one by one 
into a slot which is cntrolled by a 
keyboard not unlike a typewriter. 
Each unit has 325 numbers, it tak­
ing two units to handle the mail 
posted in Brighton, 

;Such is one of the latest inno­
vations for improving Britain's pos­
tal service. We wonder if one will 
ever be installed in Quesnel? Should 
such be the case we can look for 
an enlargement of our post office, 
and broad smiles from the staff, 
except, perhaps, at the Christmas 
season when parcels pile up like the 
mail order branch of a department 
store.

A BENEVOLENT FUND 

ONCE AGAIN we return to the 
topic of sweepstakes. Through 

the courtesy of one of our subscrib­
ers we were handed a paper con­
taining some very enlightening in­
formation on the subject. 

The sixteenth Irish Hospitals 
Sweepstake totalled no less than 
£2,267,547. This was on the classic 
Cambridgeshire. In addition to the 
1,261 prizes for drawers of horses, 
there were ten residual cash prizes 
of over £2,198 each, and 1000 cash 
prizes of £100 each. A glorious dis­
tribution of wealth. 

And the hospitals receive £414,562. 
Multiply the above by five and 

you have approximately what the 
various amounts mean in dollars. 

Of much interest is the statement 
of Lord Powerscourt, when he said 
that the Hospital Trust had rec­
eived offers of payment in kind 
from all over the world. His esti­
mate for the rehabilitating and en­
dowing the hospitals had been eight 
nvillion pounds, but he now realiz­
ed that the sum would be nearer 
twelve million pounds. It is just flve 
years ago since the Irish Hospital 
Trust operated their flrst sweep­
stake. This organization's head­
quarters keep files of newspaper 
clippings from all over the world. 
It is said that never has there been 
a challenge that the sweepstake was 
not honestly run. There has not 
even a suggestion by any writer that 
the sweepstake is other than absol­
utely fair, square and above board.
