HOLLYWOOD — Coroacr’s jury
brought in a verdict of accidental
death in connection with tlie recent
death 21 Thelma Todd. we!l known |
film celebrity, who was found dead
in her automobile in the garage of
her home, An autopsy revealed that
she had died of carbon monoxide .

ETHIOPIA—Emperor Haile Sei-
assie ‘'made an announcement the
fore part of the week that he would
never agree..to the cond tions a:

plan. He had, however, the utmost
faith in the fair play of the British
Government and people. He mode
further representations to the Lea-
gue of nations for the immediate
applicat'ons of sanctions against
Italy.

.PARIS — After a heated debate -
in the Chamber of Deputies Tues- -
day, Premier Laval won a vote of
eonfidence as to whether or not he
should go to Geneva to discuss the
Laval-Hoare peace plan with the -
League of Nations, The terms of
the peace proposals, which are -
causing both the French and Brit- .-
.sh governments much embaxass- i
ment, was the subject of the’ds- -

governments _ declaring - that the
terms were only encouraging Mus-
solini and aggressors. The strong
man of France used every means in
his power to win the vote and even
threatened to quit the Government
if he were not given a free hand.

ETHIOPIA—Well armed Ethiop- -
ian tribesmen made a surprise at-
tack on Italian outposts in the
northern front at dawn Tuesday.
They completely surprised the Ital-
ians, who beat a hasty retreat to a
mountain pass twelve miles beh nd
their front lines. This attack was
believed to be the start of the long-
waited Ethiopian counter offensive,
Fierce fighting continued Wednes-
day, and it appeareq from some-
what scanty official communiques
that the Ethiopians had the edge
of the fighting. :

RHODE ISLAND—The trial of the
“mercy kil.ing” nurse commenced
Tuesday. The nurse descr bed to :hie
jury how she had administered her
patient ammonia in a glass of hot
water “because she was suffering.”
Investigating authorities found that
two of the nurse’s sisters were men-
tally unsound. The pat.ent, doctors
declared, was in some pain, but not
dangerously ill.

LONDON — Sir Samuel Hoare,
British Foreign Minister in the
Baldwin Government, resigned his
portfolio Wedneslay, owing to ill
health, The resignation was im-
mediately acepted by Stanley Bald-
win, Sir John Simon or S.r Anthony
Eden are considered the the logical
choices.

PARIS—Eduarq Herriot, Minister
without Portfolio in the Laval Gov-
ernment, and former Premier, res-
igned. his post ‘Wednesday. He was
leader of the Socialist Party.

ROME—Mussolini declareq Wed-
nesday that he would continue to
fight in Eth.opio to the finish in
spite of the League of Nations.

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PEACE ON EARTH

I THIS season of the year, when

the spirit of Peace on Earth.
Good Will to Men, should be par-
ticularly prevalent, it is a sad com-
mentary that never since August,
1914, have conditions in the world
looked darker.

The state of world affairs can be
directly - attributed to the Imperial
aspirations of Japan and the sim-

_ilar hopes of conquest by Mussolini,
dictator of Italy. Fifty-two nations
of the world have tried desperately
to avoid armed conflict in Europe,
but such hope is fast waning, and
it seems that before long the Four
Horsemen, instead of the Star of
Bethlehem will rule in Europe.

If statesmen who are pondering
plans and miapping Europe's future
at the present time would give more
attention to the old saying “Peace
on Earth, Good Will to Men,” we
think matters could be cleared up
in Europe without the bloodshed
and halocaust generally that is
threatening.

DANCES -— AND DANCES

OR SOME TIME there has been

an undesirable note creeping in-
to the dances held in Quesnel and
the different country halls. As re-
ported in another this led to the ap-
pearance in court last week of one
man, and another was so severely
beaten that trial had to be post-
poned. -

The police have intimateq that
in future they will attend all danc-
es, and at the first signs of disor-
derly conduct the:persons involved
will be put under arrest. Hereto-
fore sentences in these cases have
been somewhat lenient, but in fu-
ture they give us to understand that
a stiff penalty will be asked by the
police.

In almost all cases of disturbance
at dances it has been found that the
cause was intoxicants. In fact, an
idea seems to be growing in the
mindsof young people that it is im-
possible to attend a dance without
a certain amount of drink. Once in
the hall people are continually leav-
ing to take on further supplies,

Apart from the awkward situa-
tion caused by these drunks in the
various halls, many of them are at
quite a distance from town, and
a fairly long drive over icy roads
at this time of the year must be
made to attend them. Scarcely a
week passes but some car is drag-
geq into town after being in the
ditch, or, in some cases, upset. A
great many of the accidents could
be avoided if the drivers were not,
in the vernacular “steamed up.”

BIRTH CONTROL AND CANNON
FODDER

N

ERR HITLER is appealing to the
German people to raise fam-
ilies with a minimum of four child-
ren. For some time past Mussolini
of Italy has been offering bonuses
to the parents of large families, The
population of China and Japan are
bhoth rapidly increasing., In many
other countries the birth rate is
rapidly advancing.

‘What outlet can be found for
these great increases in population?
Nations sponsoring such a program
naturally have to the conquering
of additional territory, In all cases
it forms the grounds under any ex-
cuse whatever for the declaration
of war. This is shown cleariy in the
present war activities in China and
Ethiopia.

If the surplus populations of the
different countries keep on increas-
ing it is difficult to forecast what
will happen during the next gener-
ation or two, Italy already trains
her youth at 14 years of age for
military service. Germany is doing
much the same., For years many
countries have been giving careful
consideration to the question of
birth control,

The nations bonusing or urging
the raising of large families appear
to be interested chiefly in creating
more cannon fodder. On the other
hand there has been a strong ob-
jection voiced against birth control.
It is a well known fact that large
families means the creation of
slums in big cities, Under such con-
ditjons the countries will become
Class C nations.

The only proper solution is some
form of birth control under super-
vision of the Governments of the
different nations, It has grown to
such alarming proportions in re-

cent years that it appears to be a
question for the League of Nations.
And to that, might be added the
fact that the nations whose chief
aim ot present apears to be raising
large familles, are not members of
the League of Nations.

The" British Empire has particu-
lar cause for fear. The birth rate
of the Empire, taken over a period
of twenty years, shows practically
no increase. This, of course is larg-
ely accounteg for by losses in the
Great War. _ :

Still—if other countries are ad-
vocating the raising of large famil-
ies for the purpose of conquest,
then the Britain Empire must per-
force raise man power for the pur-
pose of defence. :

THE RIGHT TO KILL

IT IS believed that a bill will be
introduced into the British Parl-
jament which will deal with right
to kill. In recent months Britain
has heard of several instances
where people have put to death as
an act mercy.

One famous doctor has admitted
that he has killed several of his pa-
tients to release from their suffer-
ing. The question is arousing much
interest and a storm of controver«v.
So important has it become that the
British Parliament, is considering
introducing a mpeasure governing
such cases. '

Even some of the clergy agree
with the principle of taking the liv-
es of those who are mentally hope-
less, or hopelessly deceased.

It is reaiized that much difficulty
will be experienced in drawing the
line between those who should, or
should not live. Just what the act
will provide when, brought before
Parliament is not known, but most
likely a board of specialists will be

termine all cases brought before
them, -

The question has its dangers as
well as its advantages, as was dem-
onstrated this week when a nurse,
not registered and found to be of
a mentally unsound fam.ly, gave a
woman warm water and amonia,
“to ese her suffering.” The woman
died. She had not been seriously
i,

JAPAN’S DEMANDS

ONSERVATIVE British and

United States agree, far less
y.eld, over Japan's demands at the
naval conference, that she be
ranked as a “great power” with the
right, if neeq be, to in crease her
navy to a parity with the others. It
apparently is impossible for either
country to admit the advance that
Japan has made since the Wash-
ington naval conference of fifteen
years ago. She has given plenty of
:proof of that advance in Manchuk-
uo, .-for had she been a less strong
power there would have been some-
thing to say and do, whereas both
Britain and America, along with the
League of Nations, turned a some-
what blind eye on what would
otherwise have been considered a
grave international breach.

It does not follow that Japan
would immediately raise the status
of her navy to the size of Britain’s
and that of the United States; it
is even thought possible that were
she merely given the status, and
not the humiliating 5-5-3 standing,
she would be content to agree to a
considerable reduction of the pres-
ent strength. But she has an Orien-
tal pride which Occidentals seldom
realize. If the present London con-
ference breaks up it may be taken
for granted that Japan will rush
ahead anyway, even cripple her
financial resources in so doing, and
this will start an armament race
which will further imperil the
world peace.—Kamloops Sentinel.

STRATEGY OF DESPERATION

ESPERATE straits sometimes

provoke desperate threats. It-
aly’s projected “death squad” re-
ported to resist a possible League
embargo on oil is an example, It
comprises 125 pilots each pledged to
single out and pile his bomb-laden
plane into a British warship in a
sudden effort to burst the iron col-
lar of "England’s Mediterranean
fleet.

It is axiomatic of warfare that
defence has a way of stalemating
attack. The boldest defensive ges-
tures generally bump up against
this fact. Consider the amazing im-
munity to aerial bombardment dis-
played by the old German battle-
ship Ostfriesland in stationary
target practice off the American
coast a few years ago. Half-ton mis-
sles of TNT exploded repeatedly on
her deck. Only a persistent wearing
process finally sank the ship. And
armour deck plates have'nt been
getting any thinner.

One way in which a modern bat-
tleship wards off air attack was
demonstrated at Britain’s Jubilee
naval review when a hailstorm of
shot from the new multifire aircraft
gun aboard H.M.S. Rodney quickly
sent a robot plane crashing into
the sea. Add to this defensive de-
vicaes such as mechanical sound dir-
ection etectors that warn of ap-
proaching planes, the fast, shlity
mobility of modern warships, and
mokescreens that shroud the move-
ments of a fleet from sea and sky.
Battleships aren’t such inert and
vulnerable targets.

A reckless, headlong attack de-
pends on the element of surprise.
Italy’s spectacular threat has spent
itself in premature publicity. All of
which lends weight to the suspicion
that the proposed “death squad” is
a product of distressed political
mins rather than of military strat-
eglists—Christian Science Monitor.
