CANADIANS 

W HEN the census was taken in 
Canada so short a time ago as 

1920, there was no such person as 
a Canadian. There were Scots, Eng­
lishmen, Italians, Chinese and oth­
ers in Canada, but no Canadians. 
But since then our autonomy, or 
right to self-government, has been 
recognized. Glory be, there are now 
Canadians in this vast country of 
ours. 

Until this change was made no 
native of Canada made any terrific 
stir about this lack ofstatus.and this 
indicates a very admh'able Cana­
dian characteristic-tolerance. To a 
visitor here from a country, say, 
where life is lived in close quarters, 
this generous instinct of Canadians, 
wide as their far-stretching Domin­
ion is wide, might be considered as 
gullibility. The truth is that a real 
Canadian is gullible, up to a point, 
for, by and large, he is a stranger 
to deception. But that he possesses 
the rescuing grace of resourceful­
ness and is very capable of account­
ing for himself when roused to a 
need for doing so, is easiest illus­
trated by referring to his record 
overseas. 

Any hardening of this fine trait 
of tolerance in Canadians would be 
regretted, and, indeed, such Is not 
likely to happen. But it is reason­
able to expect to see their generous 
Impulses dominating an aggressive 
movement in the interest of uni­
formly prosperous, weU-populated 
and still well-behaved Canada 
within the next decade. A common 
sense view of Canadians indicates 
no field In this country for any 
dominating outside Influences such 

FEW YEARS AGO a young 
man was overheard discussing 

the topic of leadership excitedly, it 
being evident that he considered 
himself a leader. Somewhere in the 
world, if he still lives and is able 
to talk, he will be overheard 
thunderlngly discussing leadership, 
the while doing nothing about it. 
His attitude revealed much of the 
letter and none of the spirit of 
leadership. 

A cultured Irishman the other day 
remarked that he v/as getting along 
fairly well in this country, but was 
having some trouble in making his 
Celtic dreams come true. The naive 
manner in which he said this was 
comical, but his honest realization 
of the need of a practical working 
out of dreams gives him a great 
advantage over the "leadership" 
young man. The latter hasn't ar­
rived at the point of this homely 
truth, and we fear, will go back to 
dust withont knowing why he didn't 
win the plaudits of h:s fellow men 
for leadership. In world affairs to­
day, as was always the case, there 
are outstanding examples of leader­
ship, but, sadly, of that high prom­
inence reached imder the lash of 
selfish ambition. Under such leaders 
change is occurring, but often 
change does not imply desirable ad­
vancement. And still conditions of 
the people of the world are getting 
better. How come? It is just that 
plain men and women all over the 
world are finding contentment in 
expressing themselves helpfully, 
without show, and in most cases 
these would be amazed if it were 
suggested to them that their con­
structive action's merited praise.

6.C. Plan Endorsed By 
British Medical Ass n 
The B.C. plan of health insurance 

has received remarkably favorable 
conunent from the highest author­
ities in Great Britain, it was stated 
recently by Dr. Allon Peebles, Tech­
nical Adviser on Health Insurance. 
In support of this statement Dr. 
Peebles pointed to the British Medi­
cal Journal of October 19, the 
official organ of the British Medical 
Association, which contained an ex­
tended review and analysis of the 
British Columbia plan. 

Commenting on the Provincial 
Government's pamphlet which con­
tains the draft bill, the Journal 
states: 

"This publication is an excellent 
piece of work. The actual proposals 
are clear and definite and their ex­
position could scarcely be better, . . 
These proposals in this draft bill 
have evidently been well considered 
in the light of experience and of the 
findings of important inquiries." 

The Journal expresses hearty ap­
proval of the basic principles con­
tained in the British Columbia 
scheme, including free choice of 
doctor, provision of full medical ser­
vice, inclusion of dependents of in­
sured persons and administration 
on a territorial basis. 

It goes on to point out that these 
and certain other principles were 
recommended in 1934 by the Com­
mittee on Economics of the Cana­
dian Medical Association and it says

The Draft Bill

Parliament Buildings, Victoria, B.C.

It is intended 
to serve as a basis for discussion 
by members of the legislature, em­
ployees, doctors, dentists, pharma­
cists, nurses and 'others profession­
ally concerned, and by the general 
public. This publication is an excel­
lent piece of work. The actual pro­
posals are clear and definite, and 
their exposition could scarcely be 
bettered. No doubt as the result of 
the prelimmary criticism now in­
vited there will be some relatively 
hiinor changes in the proposals fin­
ally adopted, and some modification 
in the clauses of the draft bill as at 
present set out; but these proposals 
and this draft bill have evidently 
been so well considered in the light 
of experience and of the findings of 
the important inquiries that have 
already taken place, that it may 
safely be assumed that we have now 
•before us a reliable statement of 
the general form which any health 
insurance scheme will take in the 
Province of British Columbia. This 
is of very great interest not only to 
the medical profession and public of 
that province, but to all those who 
in this country and elsewhere are 
interested in health insurance and 
social medicine." 
Fundamental Principles in Health 

Insurance 
"In the previous article, referred 

to above, reference was made to 
I several fundamental principles to 
be observed in any health insurance 
scheme if experienc in this country 
land the practically unanimous opin­
ions of the medical profession were 
, o be any guide. The most important 
of these, n view of certain American 
proposals, was that the pivot of the 
scheme should be the general medi­
cal practitioner and not the hospital 
The report of the Canadian Medical 
Association said: ',It is not intended 
to make the hospital a medical cen­
tre with full-time staffs, but an in-
titution to provide hospital facilities 

I for the use of the medical profession 
in the proper care of their patients." 
This position is fully maintained in 
the British Columbia scheme. Al­
most as important as this are the 
right of all registered medical prac­
titioners to be members of the ser-

' vice, the absence of interference be­
tween doctor and patient, the ap­
propriate participation of the medi­

It is gratifying to note that 
every one of these points is suggest­
ed for incorporation in the scheme. 
The one remaining point of princ­
iples, is, we think unfortunately, 
not so safeguarded. This is the 
complete separation of medical and 
all'ed treatment benefits from c" 
payments.
