To Rest On Tuesday 

Eight months ago King George 
V made a triumphal- tour of his 
capital on the occasion of the S Iver 
Jub.lee. Last Tuesday he again pas­
sed through the streets of London 

I mourned by thousands of his sub-
' jects. He was on his Way to h ŝ last 
rest in St. George's Chapel, Windsor 
Castle, 

For some fifteen hours crowds 
.'had commenced to essemble in the 
' streets to pay their last respects 
to their King, From 11:30 p.m. unt 1 
midnight the previous evening King 
Edwa'rd and h.s royal brothers had 
stood guard with drawn swords be-
s.de the coffin of the dead father 
While hundreds filed past the bier. 
On Tuesday morning the Royal 
body, restng- on a gun carriage, 
was drawn through four m les of 
rain drenched streets from West- • 
minster Hall to Paddngton station, 
en route to Windsor, ' ^ 

Resting on the coffin was the Im'~ 
Iperial Crown with orb and sceptre. 
Bes.de these was a beautiful wreath 
from the Queen-Mother. Immediat­
ely behind came a colour party with 
the Royal Standard, and King Ed­
ward VIII, There followed his Royal 
brothers and five European mon-
archs on foot. Following in carriages 

; came Queen Mary and the royal 
ladies from a dozen European co\in-
tries. 

The crowds Imihg the streets were 
so derise, notably at WSarble Arch, 
that the processon was held up 
several times, and the funeral train 
tb W.ndsor was thirty minutes late 
starting on its mourriful journey,. 
It was at this point that the crowd 
broke the Lnes of men of the Royal 
Tank Corps who' were lining the 
route.

THE COST OF DEVELOPMENT 

TN ANOTHER column of The Ob-
-L server is published an editorial 
from The Northern Miner, of Tor­
onto, under the caption of ""What 
Does a Miner's Job Cost?" 

Some striking figures are given, 
including the computation of Henry 
Ford, who states that it scosts his 
company about $9,000 to provide a 
steady job for one of his employees. 
It is estimated that in the mining 
industry the amount varies from 
$3,000 to $16,000. This, of course, 
includes mines in the development 
stage and until they are brought 
into production. 

But how many of us stop to con­
sider these points? Further, after 
a mine is brought into production 
the amount expended for the car­
rying on of such operation is of 
great importance inasmuch as it is 
responsible for large amounts of 
money being kept in circulation 
other than for payroll purposes, 
such as freight and haulage, mer­
cantile accounts including mach­
inery,-provisions, meats and other 
products of the farm, not forgetting 
taxation, which is ever with us in 
every shape conceivable fc,nd ap­
parently many mlore wUl be intro­
duced unless the cost of government 
is considerably pared. 

One of the most striking illus­
trations given by the paper is that 
of the -International Nickel Co. o l 
Canada. This corporation has spent 
about sixty million dollars in nlns 

nearly every seat in theatres an|d 
halls. It is often surprising,that one 
can now pick a seat in any place of 
public amusement without becom­
ing anchored to cakes of giim.

he did not like. Running away he 
began his life as a iship's boy. His 
first voyage was to India. Little did 
he think that half;a century later 
he would be Viceroy. A few years 
later he abandoned his life at sea 
,and went into business connected 
with the stock exchange. In this he 
was not. successful, and when- he 
failed owed a considerable amount 
of money to clients. This he repaid 
in later years, and none .'of them 
lost a shilling. 

When about twenty-five years old 
he/decided to read for the bar, to 
which he was" called in 1887. In the 
riine years which he practiced he 
ecame famiousfcas a cross-examjineri 

and wasreputed to be earriing $150<" 
000 a year from his briefs. In 1904 
he entered yie House of Commons. 
Ten years later he was Lord Chief 
Justice of England. In the interv-
vening period he had been both 
Solicitor General i^nd Attorney 
General. 

After the outbreak of the war he 
was sent ;in 1915 to negotiate the; 
great war loan-for the Allies from 
the United States. Afterwards he 
was made Embassador Extraordiri-
ary to the United States. In 1921 he 
accepted the appointment as Vice^-
roy of India, and was the first Jewi-
ish Viceroy to represent the Crown 
in India,also the first.holding such 
a position to be permitted to leave 
that country during his term of 
office andJreturn. 

Lord Reading was the first A t ­
torney General to be, given a seat 
in the British Cabinet, and the first 
Lord Chief Justice to be called from 
his judicial post to become amba^ 
sador and financial adviser to the 
Governmient while remaining a 
judge. He was also the first Jew to 
be a Marquess. 

One of Brtain's leading statesL 
men referring to his passing paid 
an eloquent tribute in these words: 
"He did not pursue fame; it fol­
lowed him. His success in each post 
that he held opened the door to the 
next. He "had very many friends and 
no enemies." 

When adopting a motto for his 
family crest he (chose: "Attempt 
nothing or do it thoroughly." This 
seemed to hint at one secret of his 
triumphs. 

It is generally admitted that the 
crowning triumph of his career was 
when in 1930, at the age of ,'70, he 
accepted membership of the Round 
Table Conference in India. It was 
said at that timie that his work on 
that occasion was the greatest of 
his career. 

Death laid a heavier hand among 
the peers during 1935 than for fifty 
years. The death of Lord Reading 
brings the total up to forty-three. 
Among them were two Great War 
leaders—Jellicoe and Byng—^Lords 
Bridgemand and Gladsstone; Lord 
Carson and and Lord Tomlin, and
