WHY NOT USE THE FARMER? 

HIS w'nter. for the first time in 
JL the history of Quesnel,' the 

streets and sidewa ks have been 
kept in good condition by the V . l -
lage snow plow. After any appreci­
able snov/ fall the plow, operated 
by tv/o men and two horses is takeia 
out and in a few hours all snow is 
swept to one side. At.times when it 
has been imposs^bie to obta n use 
of the P.W.D. plow for ithe roads, 
th's horse-drawn machine has been 
used instead.-

Could not this idea be carried a 
little farther? We submit, the fol­
lowing scheme to" the provincial 
government and suggest that its ad­
option would be a source of benefit 
to the farmers and a rheasure of 
economy for the- province. ' 

Build ,a number of plows with 
eight-foot.blades. We believe that 
ten could be made for $600.00. Give 
them' to farmers on the Cariboo 
Highway at intervals of five miles 
between Quesnel and Soda Creek. 
Instruct them that as soon as there 
was a fall of, say, four inches, they 
were to p^ow the road as far as the 

• next vpo nt and back. The whole 
road to Soda Creek v/ould be open 
in an hour and a half an clear be­
fore noon. The farmer would have 
earned a, few sorely-needed dollars 
and the government would be in 
pocket at the same time. 

We are unaware, of the exact cost 
' of sending the tractor plow to 
Soda Greek and back, with the 
necessary expenses of 'men, gas, 
depreciafon, m.eals, room, • etc.' but 
t littust certa'nly • approach $100.00: 

After the-initial- cost of.bui.dihgffche. 
horsfe-drawn'iplows had been worked 
off- the saving is self-evident. 

We ourselves see no: re'ason why 
ths scheme could not be. used in 
many d str cts in Brit sh Columbia. 
We put forward the suggestion: with 
the hope that it may catch the eye 
of someone in Olympus.

AUNING AS SPECULATI01<^ 

IN A fron^-page editorial the 
Alaska Weekly dealt briefly with 

the subject of mining finance as.an 
investment. This article is followed 
by an editorial on the .''ubject from 
the point of view of speculation. 
Believing this angle to be of. interest 
to our readers we reprint it below. 

FIVE MILLION B.C. INCREASE 
MINE OUTPUT 

The same principles of reason­
able bus ness caution apply to 
the selection of a mining stock in 
its purely speculative stage as apply 
in its.se.ection for investment. Any 
time a promoter informis you that 
a property in which you are invited 
to nvest is not speculat've he is 
gul ty of misrepresentation unless 
that property has sufficient blocked 
out ore to amortize the capital i n ­
vestment made and contemplated— 
in wh ch event no salesman will be 
call.ng on you. Up to that point 
every mining venture is speculative 
and shou'd be so regarded. That fact 
in now se detracts'from its attrac­
tiveness—the po nt is that it should 
be recogn zed. Every mine was once 
a prospect and took a lot of specu­
lative investment in order to make 
It a m ne and the rewards for'those 
with the courage to make such, in ­
vestments have in the .nstanceis of 
successful consummation of the 
venture amply repaid the specula­
tors. 

Recent repress've legislation 
coupled with extensive propaganda 
from certain sources has combined 
to stamp all small promoters of 
mm ng projects as essentially dis­
honest and to make it amost im­
possible for the prospector to fin­
ance the initial development of a 
property by public subscription. New 
promotion, which is the food on 
which the mining business thrives, 
is aimost dead and the prospector 

British Colmbia's mineral produc­

Quiet and Unostentatious 
In his three summers on White 

Pass steamships he learned fSome-
thing of the trials and tribulations 
of a mariner's life; but bucking ice 
in Antarct;c sea^ on a Norwegian 
whaler for thre montlis taught him 
the meaning of the word stoicisms. 

Prior to his departure, English, 
mixed with a little good frontier 
Canad an, made up his vocabulary,

wgian sailor and his'/rhethods of 
catching whales. His flying hours 
were added to by acting as'observer 
on a scout whaling plane. 

He successfully demonstrated his 
resourcefulness by raishig in mid-
Antarctic a litter of husky puppies 
when their regular source of suste­
nance was threatened by sickness" 
of the mother dog. He made better 
djogs of them (the Norwegian crew 
maintained) by brmging up the 
htter on whale's milk. With fifteen 
unexperienced dogs he left the-west, 
coast of North America, travelled' 
half way-around the world, and, a 
year and a half later, landed on the 
east coast with thirty well trained • 
dogs, including all of the originals. 

He was the only Canadian en­
gaged t-o acompany Byrd on his 
South Pole expedition, but inherent 
modesty, coupled, no doubt, with his 
training in the Royal Mounted, pre­
vented him,from making any em-
bellisment of the more or less de-
sultroy entries in his diary. Witness 
his unostentatious departure and 
his quiet, unheralded return. 

Even his closest friend. Bob Mc-
Aulay of Vancouver,was unaware of 
his arrival home for several hours. 

Radio's Great Part 
That his services were greatly 

appreciated by .Commander Byrd is 
evidenced by the following hitherto 
unpublished radiogram: 

"Byrd Antartic Expcditon, 
"Oct. 5, 1929. 

"Taylor Wfat confidential— 
The supporting party of three 
dog te&ms will start for 220-
mile base this week and few 
days later 45 dogs in geological 
party will leave for 440-mile 
base stop When these teams 
get away only the lanfe half-
blind and some of the younger 
pups will be left at camp stop 
Expect many of these dogs will

Before the advent of radio it was 
just too bad if .".polar explorer dis­
covered, after he was well into the 
icepack, that the expedition "was 
short some particular item of essen­
tial equipment. 

Byrd's South Pole exped tion was 
d.'fferent. It talked every day.with 
New York. And New York recipro-
iated by sending the latest news of 
the world outside. 

Letters were exchanged between 
the men andl their families. A mov­
ing-picture corporation who had 
wo cameramen with the expedition,. 
went even farther. Taking moving 
pictures of the men's families they 
sent them to Little Amer.ca to be 
screened. Aniong the films was a 
movie of a baby, bom to Mrs. Han­
son, wife of one of the wireless 
operators, shortly after the expe­
dition sailed. Hanson's joy at seeing 
for the first time his 18 months' 
old baby, laughing arid holding out 
its little arms, there.in the shadow 
of the South Pole, may be easily 
imagined. 

He Piekea the Right Man 
It was a day or two after Christ­

mas, 1928, v^iien Byrd, real.zing that 
owing to death, sickness, injury and 
other iauses his supply of dogs was 
in danger of runn.ng short, conir-
menced a v/orld-wide search by 
radio for replacements. 

But good dogs were not so easy 
to find, not within easy reach of 
the Eeanor Boiling, at any rate, 
which was to sail from its New 
Zealand port for Little America 
early in February. 

A selecton from Pat. Hardy's 
seventy was eventually agreed upon. 
By th-s time, however, there re­
mained less than twelve hours in 
which to catch the Niagara, the last 
possible chance to connect with the 
supply ship. 

But Byrdy as has been amply 
shown by the success of his various 
ventures, knows how to pick men— 
even by long-distance radio. • 

Seasick Dogs and Castor Oil 
Innes-Taylor, with fifteen picked 

Grouse Mountain huskies, equipped 
with collars and chains, dog food 
and castor oil (he fears that he will 
never again be able to stand the 
smell of castor oil) left Vancouver 
at noon on January 9, 1929. 

After an uneventful voyage—pv-
cept for the seas ck dogs and u. 
odor of castor oil—he arrived iv.
