Announcement is made by D. 
Grierson of an offer to.all the cus­
tomers of the local utilities to par­
ticipate as shareholders in the par­
ent company. The plan is such that 
any customer can take advantage 
of the opportunity. It is not limited 
to those who have funds on hand 
ready for investment, but is also 
available to those who can save and 
deposit small monthly amounts ov­
er a period of ten mionths. Details 
of the plan, which include provision 
for a steady return of 6% on the 
investment, plus the opportunity to 
share in the profits of the business 
are contained in a letter which has 
been sent out to all customers. 

In commenting on the plan, Mr. 
Grierson points out that as the new 
hydro-electric development and the 
new long distance telephone ser­
vice have placed the company in a 
position to greatly extend its rev­
enue producing services it is eager 
to have ail its "customers enthus-
iatic boosters. This entliusiastic 
support from customers is bound 
to increase consumption and this 
in turn will enable the company to 
further reduce rates and thus en­
courage still further increases in 
consumption. That, Mr. Grierson 
points out, is the way public util­
ities prosper. It is also the way in 
which the prosperity of the whole 
community is promoted; for new 
developmients take place where 
is cheap power and other untility 
services. 

Assisting Mr. Grierson in the 
working out of the customer-owner­
ship plan is Mr. Howard Clegg, 
from the head office of the parent 
company, the Pacific Power & Wa­
ter; Comiiany Limited, Vancouver. 
Mr,- Cli9gg has recently been visiting 
the other communities where plants 
are. affiliated' with the, local serv­
ices. He states that in each of the 
other, communities -excellent pro­
gress is being made in developing 
the most modern and efficient fac­
ilities. As a result of this progres­
sive development the increase in 
new customers and the per unit 
increase in consumption has been 
miost gratifying:

An excellent programme has been 
mapped out, which includes motor 
boat races, with a challenger from 
as far south as Williams Lake, bi­
cycle races, swimming contests, the 
greasy pole, ciiildrens' races, and 
of course the greasy pig and many 
other attractions. 

So; the business men hope that 
everyone will aid in making this 
one of the pleasantest events ever 
held in. Cariboo. The day is plan­
ned for, and will be devoted to the 
mothers and their children. So let 
us make it a day of real happiness 
and fun for those who seldom are 
able to participate in such festivi­
ties.

-. To not a few people the news of 
the dedication- of 'the new Church 
of St. George, W êlls wih conie as; 
an encouraging ,̂sign of the steadŷ J 
gro'-w.tlkbfi.thBrWork'^olM 
in this Province. Evidences in tliis 
regard a:re not too frequent in the 
interior nuless one is prepared to 
examine closely the fact of the in­
creasing influence of Christian 
work among the people, of this 
country. The signs are favorable but 
there remains a great deal yet to 
be accomplished. 

For many reasons theh the dedi­
cation service planned for the 14th 
June is a cause for real thanksgiv­
ing and enthusiasm. Principally we 
are happy to record that by the 
kind providence of God, and the 
work of many Christian people the 
progress of the Church has been 
allowed to keep time with the rapid 
growth of industry in the rejuvin-
ated Cariboo. 

Religion remains a vital factor 
in the lives of many today, to some 
it is a sheet anchor in these rather 
stormy and uncerain times. Can any 
be totally indifferent to its influ­
ence? The total of these latter is 
smaU and yet there are so many in­
telligent people who are content to 
remain mactive. But God is working 
his purpose out, slowly and surely. 

The little Church of St. George, 
commanding a wide view of the 
surrounding country stands on the 
summit of the Townsite of Wells. 
It is built on traditional lines but 
its location gives it added dignity. 
The exterior, with the exception of 
paint, is finished, but the buiding 
has yet to be lined, and there are 
other interior appointments to be 
completed, these will be added as 
funds permit. 

It is pure coinci'dence that the 
first Cliurch to be completed for 
religious use in the Diocese of the 
Cariboo since the consecration of 
the Rt. Rev.-George A, Wells, sec-
cond Bishop of Cariboo should be 
that of St. George's at Wells, but 
the name of the first Church to 
be dedicated by His Lordship was 
determined as the result of a part­
ing gift of the little parish of West-
born, Manitoba, where the Bishop 
had done service for eight years. 
The members of this parish, whom 
Dr. Wells, while warden of St. John's 
College, Winnipeg, had visited every 
month for eight years, presented 
him with a large Bible as mark of 
their great goodwill, and Bishop 
Wells accepted it with the promise 
tliat it would be put into use in the 
first Church to be built after his 
coming to Cariboo, and that that 
Church should be named St. George 
after the Church at Westborn. 

We .shall report the dedication 
address in the next issue of the 
paper. Several cars will be going 
to Wells on Sunday morning for 
the service, and we know that we 
carry with us to our new neighbor 
the goodwill of a great many Ques­
nel friends.

When a man of Mr. Splibakke'il 
standing and experience makes a 
remark such.as the above, it mjakes 
one wOnder what is the real reason 
holding up the development of the 
Cariboo's mining industry. 

WJith two mines successfully 
laiuhched in one small area, and 
oyer 100,000 square miles of poten­
tial lode mining ground yet to be 
tested in Barkerville area alone, the 
problemj becoimeis ' more puzzling.

Just, what Mr. Solibakke means 
by " taking the lid off and letting 
others"; in" we don't know, but pre­
sumably he means lowering .the re­
stricting laws regarding the devel­
opment of new mihes. This will have 
to be done in any case before capi­
tal will enter the mining fields of 
British Columbia. But, we will again 
be faced with the v/ildcatter. 

The .only sane procedure seems to 
be the re-draftng of British Co­
lumbia's mining laws, making it 
possible for real promoters and 
prospectors to open up their prop­
erties, and at the same time assur­
ing the investor a real run for his 
money. Laws regarding penalties in 
the case of. deliberate fraud should 
be made so stiff that wildcat oper­
ators arid shady brokers will think 
a long time before embarking on 
one of these ventures. 

fThat all prospects, however likely 
looking, will not develop into profit­
able mines, is well enough known 
by the prospector and investor 
alike, but what these men should 
be guaranteed is that money re­
ceived by the treasury of the com­
pany should be spent on the devel­
opment of the mine itself and not 
go, as a great portion in the past 
has gone, into the pockets of shady 
promoters, option hunters and 
stock-brokers. Many properties 
which have had thousands of dol­
lars subscribed in stock issues, have 
barely had their possibilities 
scratched, and the work that has 
been done on many of them clearly 
shows the incompetence of the men 
placed in charge. This sort of pro­
motion MUST stop, or Cariboo, or 
any other mining section in British 
Clumbia will not advance very far. 
Capital is frightened off. 

HEALTH LEAGUE OF CANADA 

URGING compulsory pasteuriza­
tion throughout Canada, and 

stressing the great value of milk, as 
a food. Dr. Gordon Bates, general 
director of the Health League of 
Canada, denies that pasteurization 
destroys vitamins to any serious ex­
tent, or makes milk more difficult 
to digest. 

Groups and individuals, selfishly 
opposed to pasteurization, have ex­
pressed opinions that pasteuriza­
tion changes the taste of milk, that 
it injures its digestibUty—all of 

ficient of either to justify any par­
ent in neglecting to add orange 
juice or tomato juice and cod liver 
oil to the diet of children, in ad­
dition t9 milk, whether the mlk is 
pasteurized or not. These other 
foods supply the otherwise defic­
ient vitamins C and D. 

"It has been said," Dr. Bates 
contines, "that the calcium content 
of milk is reduced by pasteurization. 
Actually, pasteurization, itself, can­
not'damage milk, although, under 
some circumstances, there may be 
a slight'precipitation. In any case, 
there is three times the amount of 
calcium iri cow's milk that there is 
in mother's milk because nature 
primarily intended cow's milk for 
calves arid calves need more calcium 
than childreri. 

"It has been suggested that pas­
teurized milk is not as digestible as 
raw milk. The experience in the 
Hospital for Sick Children in Tor-
Toronto is exactly the reverse," 
sayjs Dr. Bates, 

"Dr, Alan Drown, physician In 
chief at the Hospital for Sick Child­
ren, said in a recent statement 
prepared for the Ontario Govern­
ment that, during the past twenty 
years,- every drop of milk given in­
patients arid out-patients, in that 
hospital had been, not only pas­
teurized, but, in addition, boiled to 
improve its digestibility still fur­
ther. Dr. Brown, at the same time, 
definitely contradicts the state­
ment that pasteurization changes 
the natural condition of the milk," 
says DJ^ Bates.
