HEAT WAVE LINGERS IN ALASKA 

'FAIRBANKS, Alaska.—Residents 
of "Seward's ice box" sought relief 
from Alaska's prolonged heat wave. 

For the past ten days unusually 
high temperatures from the interi­
or to the" coast with - Seward re­
porting an unofficial 108 — the 
highest reading in tthe history of 
the territory. Two persons were 
overcome at Seward.

Temperatures in the interior 
ranged in the 70's and 80's. A new 
three-year high was recorded here 
with 85 in th'e shade.

Farmers welcomed the heat for 
growing crops. In the Fairbanks 
area, 100 miles, below the Arctic 
Circle, crops now are receiving about 
twenty hours of sunlight a day.

- A'mathematician 
will tell you that if all the cigar­
ettes* smoked in Canada last year 
were placed tightly end to end tliey 
would encircle the earth at the 
equator nearly eight times. This is 
a purely academlic interest but thei 
fire-hazard.of'197,000,miles of cig­
arettes is of very real. Interest to 
Mr. and Mrs. Canadian Citizen be-

-cause it hits where.it hurts—right 
in the pocket. BE CAREFUL. 

CANADA ASSAYS ITS MINERALS 

CANADA is taking aggressive steps 
to open up new mining areas, 

and even if these steps are only 
-partially succssful they are bound 
•to be-of great importance to the 
wealth of the country. 

The importance of mining to Can­
ada was brought to the attention 
of the public as never before by the 

-recent series of radio addresses by 
•the Hon. T. A. Crerar, Federal Min­
ister of Mines. Last year Canada's 
mineral production was almost a 

-million dollars for each working 
day. In one of his talks, Mir. Crerar 
pointed out that there were signs 
of a still greater future for Domin­
ion mineral fields. "In a mineral 
age such as this," he said, "Can-: 
ada's mineral heritage is immeas-. 
urably valuable. Nearly $31 per cap­
ita of Canadian wealth is annually 
won from the pre-Cambrian shield 
along its southern edge, alone. In 
one stretch of 900 miles, extending 
from northwestern Quebec to Mani­
toba, over $100,000,000 in mineral 

.wealth was produced last year in 
sixteen. mining areas. Beyond this 
belt; stretching far to the north, 
the first attacks are being _made, 
mining frontier," 

It is of interest to recall that 
Canada stands first in world pro­
duction of nickel, first in platinum, 
third in zinc, fourth in gold, cop­
per and lead, and fifth in silver.. 
With the current surge of - atcivity 
in mining, Canada miay move near,-
er to leading production positions 
in the five latter metals, — The 
Christian Science Monitor. 

BULLS AS DANGEROUS AS THEY 
ARE INDISPENSABLE 

IN SPAIN and Mlexico highly-paid 
Matadors are onec in a while 

•killed by enraged bulls. They die 
in a blaze of glory with the music 
of military bands and the cheers 
of thousands ringing in their ears. 
Their passing is made - comfortable 
by doctors, nurses and ambulances 
which are always on hand when the 
matador enters the large arena to 
face the infuriated animal. 

In Canada, farmers are often 
killed by vicious bulls. As a rule 
they die alone behind the barn in 
mortal agony with their insides 
torn from their torsos, skulls 
crushed and bones broken. There 
are.no doctors oh hand'with their 
kindly anaesthetics. No bands play, 
no crowds cheer, the only audience 
Is the horrified wife and frightened 
children. Perhaps an inch of space 
is given over to the incident in the 
nearset newspaper. Apart from this, 
it passes unnoticed. 

The same evening neighbors lead 
their bulls around quite uncon­
cerned. Children go to fetch the 
cows and tlieir father gives not one 
thought to the ton-weight bull loose 

with the herd. Mother helps with 
the milking whilst the yearling 
bull they raised from a calf drows­
ily chews his cud in .the corner..No 
one considers the horror of being 
crushed by the battering ram' head 
propelled by a ton of bone and 
muscle, or the more painful death 
of being torn almost limb from 
limb by the deadly horns jutting out 
from the thick neck and skull of a 
suddenly insane dairy sire, demeted 
for no appâ -ent reason and more 
deadly thhan a dozen lions. 

.Why do farmers of all ages take 
chances? They are unnecessary as 
two days' labor and a small in­
vestment in plank, lumber and 
water pipe would provide a safe 
shelter for the bull and a method 
of: handling that would eliminate 
danger to the owner and preserve 
health for the animal. Blue prints 
can be obtained free from the Do-
mmion Department of Agriculture 
at Ottawa. 

The most important animal on 
any dairy farm is the bull. The 
future of the dairy herd is wrapped 
up within the productive organs of 
the animal. He is the seed from 
which the next generation of milk­
ing cows will inherit their ability 
to make a profit for their owner 
I under present world.-wide com-
ipetitive conditions. If the bull has 
the wrong ancestry, happens to lack 

, the correct hereditary combination 
i to blend with the herd he is used 
in, his daughters will prove ih-v 
greatest disappointment. It may 
truly be said that much of the 
success of the dairy industry, and 
the farmers who man it, depends 
upon the kind of bull used. 

'in spite of the danger involved 
in handling a dairy sire, the animal 
must be a satisfactory number of 
the right kind of dairy sires or the 
industry can't carry on. 
^ Today there are far too many 
bulls in use. And strangely, it is the 
nijDSt valueless animals that are the 
most carelessly handled. The farm­
er wha pays a few dollars for a calf 
from just a likely-looking cow, 
without a thought of the pedigree 
for generations back, is usually the 
farmer who lets the cheap thing 
gi:ow into a potential killer. He ties 
him in a dark, wet stall, or turns 
him .loose with the herd. 

The farmer who spends months 
studying pedigrees and who selects 
his herd sire with great care usually 
invests some substantial funds. He 
wisely-looks" forward to the time he 
will, be milking daughters, and when 
he buys a sire, actually reaizes he 
is buying his future herd of cows. 
He calls up in his mind's eye the 
larger milk or cream cheques he 
and his family .will--have to spend 
when, he gets to milking heifers 
sired by a high production,transmit-
ting, well-bred bull. Seldom does 
such a tar-sighted, capable farmer 
fail to provde safe, comfortable 
quarters for the progenitor of his 
future dairy herd. 

.The public generally should take 
a hand in the bull question, sonue-
one may be killed by scrub buUs 
which, at any. instant, may become 
vicious killers at large. It may.be a 
motorist driving down the road. It 
may be a mother or father of a 
family. It may be a boy or girl going 
for the cows. 

The Spaniards and Mexicans 
build arenas, provide ambulances 
and doctors when there is danger 
of someone being killed by a bull. 
Those who risk their lives are high-
y paid and receive the acclaim of 
the crowds for their undoubted 
bravery. Here' in Canada, tired 
farmers are killed in the barnyard, 
usually alone. Next morning hun­
dreds who read the brief account 
in the local paper pull on their 
overalls and lead their bulls to 
water, the rope in one hand and 
the breakfast toothpick in the other. 

—already to satisfy the political 
demands of Vancouver millions of 
dollars of the taxpayers' money 
have been spent on this white ele­
phant, and several millions more-
will be required to open it. After 
that, much like the railways ..in 
Canada, the taxpayer will have to

.respective districts. The advocates 
of this highway commission plan, 
nearly all residents of Vancouver, 

Iwere loud in their accusation, of 
waste O n roads in the pioneer dis­
tricts; blamed such for many of 
the financial difficulties of the Pro­
vince, and generally made much 
bally-hoo. 

• Of course, one can not blame our 
good friends in Vancouver for want­
ing the Government to complete 
and put into operation the C. N. R. 
Hotel; for if a comm|unity, large or 
sm^ll, ever had a monument to gov­
ernment extrava^nce and undue 
political influence, it is in Vancou-

over with that hotel—millions of the 
I taxpayers' money tied up, and likely 
to be for sorne years. The only way 
to save their face would be to per­
suade thê  Government to spend, 
millions more to open, and millions 
more to maintain it. Then our 
I friends could go back to howling 
about the waste of building or im­
proving roads' for settlers on the 
frontier. Saddle another one onto 

,the taxpaj'er to satisfy Vancouver, 
jand let the. people who are really 
building the country wallow in mud 
is a-good idea,—rThe Stewart News.'
