Through no fault of the Hos­
pital Board, staff or the people of 
Quesnel, conditions at the Quesnel 
General Hospital are iri a very bad 
state at the present time. Originally 
built as a ten bed hospital, there 
have been sixteen patients there 
during the past week.. Two patients 
in some cases have had to be crowd­
ed into one small private ward. In 
addition to these, there are three 
cases in the old hospital which en­
tails a great deal of extra work. 

From the above figures one can 
readily see what a difficult position 
this places the nursing staff and 
doctors in—work in the hospital is 
doubled through cramped space. 
Patients have to be shifted and 
shuttled about to mjake places for 
recent and more seriously ill arriv­
als. The operating room has to be 
used as a case roonu as well as for 
opera.tions, which is certainly not 
good business. 

This is not merely an unusual oc-
•currence, but', has. been growing 
steadily worse for some time owing 
to the rapid growth of the district 
about Quesnel, It is evident that 
additional accommodation at the 
hospital will have to. be provided, 
and the accommodation that is 
chiefly." needed is a. case room and 
maternity . ward. The -other - day 
while at 'the hospital we' noticed-
three babies being kept in the; bath; 
room, and .one:.,in the miin>Jial.lwayi; 

'it'is felt hy.t̂ ^̂  
the Government should assist the 
hospital, as' most of the trouble is 
arising from the new settlers ar­
riving in the district. This does not 
mean that these settlers are not 
welcom;e, but the fact remains that 
these people must have hospitaliz­
ation as well as the older residents, 
and in order to do this the hospital 
must be enlarged. The hospital, ow­
ing to the depression and more or 
less straightened times has been no 
more than paying its way, and tha.t 
with the greatest difficulty. There­
fore we believe that this matter 
is squarely up to the Government 
to remedy.

News in.Brief 

BURNS LAKE—^Omineca, one of 
the largest constituencies in B.C., 
at the election held there last Mon­
day returned another L" beral tô  
Victoria. Starting at the borders of 
Yukon and reaching 400 miles into 
British Columbia, this territory has 
remained true to the Liberal party. 
For nineteen years Mr. A. M. Man-
son, now Mr, Justice Manson; repre­
sented the Omineca people and was 
successful in 1933 in a four cornered 
fight. He resignel his seat to con­
test Vancouver South in the last 
Federal election but was defeated. 
There are only 2341 registered voters 
on the list and of these 837 plumped 
for Mark Connelly, the Liberal can­
didate. Sidney Godwin came second 
with-648 votes and the Conservative 
Dr. Alfred Thompson was the back 
marker with 211. 

OTTAWA—It was announced by 
Prime Minister Mackenzie King that 
Hon. Randolph Bruce, former Lieut-
Governor- of British Columbia, has 
been appointed Canadian Minister 
to Japan. Sir Herbert Marler, who 
formerly filled the post, has been 
transferred to New York, 

OTTAWA—^After a session lasting 
sonie four and a half months par­
liament was prorogued last Tuesday. 
Before the final rising Rt. Hon. R. 
B, Bennett made a long statement* 
on the wheat situation, which he 
describes "as worse than criminal," 
and $15; 000 ,-000 was voted to pro­
vide for the loss on the wheat taken 
over by the Canadian 'Wlheat Board 
last December.

through fear of the penalties wh.ch 
ifoJowed lawJessness. The deterrent 
idea has not been eliminated, but it 
is profoundly modified by recogn.-
tioh of the fact that the criminal 
is a human being who possesses 
rights, and in any case must be 
humanely treated. To the object of 
deterrence was added a wholly new-
,qhe, that of the reform of the per­
son whose lapse had brought h.m 
within the clutches of the Aaw. 

Gradually during the last quarter 
of a century this iiew idea has been 
permeating the, British prison sys-
teni. In 1910,; 20 per cent of a cer­
tain class of prisoners were engag­
ed on . low- grade work vvhich was 
sometimes demoralizing. Now, as far 
as possible, men are set to work in 
useful trades and in many cases 
receive technical instruction. Sep­
arate confinement is abolished, men 
and wom^n visitors are permitted, 
classes for adult education have 
been established, lectures and con­
certs are organized, printed news 
sheets issued, and selected prjgon-
ers are sent out to camps to clear 
and cultivate land. 

What are the results? There are 
still some who feel that prison is 
becoming too attractive,.* that dis-

'cipline is endangered, that crime 
'is insufficiently penalized. To point 
to the fact that crime is diminishing 
in prisons fell from 186,000 in 1910 
to 56,000 in 1934) is not a sufficient 
answer; because this may be entire­
ly due to better social conditions 
outside the prisons. .More relevant 

I is the fact, which statistics are be-
' ginning to demonstrate, that re­
lapse into cnme is becoming less 
common. Records kept since 1930 
show that of persons convicted of 
"fingerrprintable" offenses 82.6 per 
cent had not returned to pnson. 

In the old days the prisons might 
almost be regarded as nurseries of 
crihie. Once a crimlinal, always a 
criminal. The degrading influence 
of prison life destroyed self-esteem 
and confirmed the criminal habit. 
All that is being gradually changed. 
The hardened crimiuial that goes in 
and out of prison has not been el­
iminated, but the system is now op­
erating against the production of 
this type. There are mahy problems 
of correction, discipline and educa­
tion which still baffle the reformer, 
but they are being approached with 
humanity fortified by; experience, 
and with results which prove the 
value of the new- method.—Chris­
tian Science Monitor.

T HE TASCHEREAU Government 
in Quebec is toppling. Recent 

revelations of actions which suggest 
malf esance on the part of the gov-
ernnrtent have precipitated the dis­
integration of a government that 
was at one time thought to be in­
vulnerable. 

But all governments fall sooner 
or later. In fact, the minute a gov­
ernment assumes power the process 
of disintegration commences. No 
government or no form of govern­
ment can last very long m this ever-
changing world. 

Quebec, a Conservative province, 
fell into the ranks of Liberalism 
through circumstances that were 
fortuitous for tliat party. The lead­
ership of Laurier, one of Canada's 
outstanding statesmen, did more to 
unite Quebec in Liberalism' than 
any other thing. 

Then Quebec was to some extent 
against the participation of Canada 
in the Great War. Certainly she was 
opposed to conscription and some 
unhappy incidents occurred there 
which were never related to the 
public press, when the Dominion 
authorities sought to enforce con­
scription. ' 
T h e movement opposed to Tas-
chereau Liberalism is not a Con­
servative one, but rather a "left 
wing" undertaking. The new. party 
has some revolutionary ideas' and 
there may be a stirring up among 
the dovecotes of St. James Street 
when this new party gets Into pow­
er, as seems inevitable. 

Quebec has been somewhat reac­
tionary in its political and economic 
outlook for a long time but this at^ 
titude will not continue when the 
Taschereau government topples,
