The famous-“Bal-
four Declaration” of 1917 promlsed

preciation for the successful efforts
of Dr. Chaim Weizmann to provlde
adequate supplies of ‘a particular
ingredient essential for the great
guns of the British army.

Dr. Weizmann was direetor of the
_British admiralty laboratories from
1906 to 1919. A marvelous scientist,
the British Government had to rely
_on-him to save their armies in one
‘of the darkest periods of the war.
This great chemical genius solved
" the problem and thus provided the
faltering armies of Britain with the
continuous use of their great guns.
