Many 
Changes In 25 Years 

Twenty-five years ago The 
Observer recorded (June 17, 1911), 
that "Messrs.H.G.E. Savage and K. 
Myers, of the editorial staff of the 
Vancouver Province, are m town 
this week. These gentlemen are on 
a trip through the northern in­
terior, chiefly for personal pleisure." 

That last phrase high.y amused 
Mr. Hugh Savage, M.L.A. (Indpen-
dent); Duncan, V.I., who was in 
Quesnel on Tuesday between trains; 
he said, "just looking over the P.G. 
E. for the first time." 

" He said that he felt like an old-
timer, for Quesnel, as he last saw 
it, was just a string of buildings 
along the riverfront. He and Myers 
were bound on a pioneer newspaper 
exploration trip into the Peace. The 
Fraser was high arid full of floating 
tiees. /Thsy therefore v/alked to 
Fort 6eorge" via'the Blackwater, 
humping 40-lb. packs and doing thg 
trip in three days. 

They stayed at the South Fort 
George Hotel and were burned out, 
losing many of their effects, in the 
early hours of Dominion Day. A ievr. 
days later .they were Within .an ace 
of being drowned when a raft on 
which they were coming down river 
from. above Port George, crashed 
into the last .log of a big jam. 

"Haywire can do anything. It likes 
with me,,ever since then," says Mr. 
Savage. 'fOur raft was juts 'four 
logs tied together \yith haywire. We 
went under when we hit the jam 
but the wire held, the raft reasesm^ 
bled itself and on we went." 

This incdent was on. the couple's, 
first attempt to reach Giscombe. 
They did:get there with two In̂ -
dians, by canoe. There Myers de­
veloped a bad abscess in the groin-
Using ther own Peterborough, which 
had awaited them at Giscombe; they 
returned to Port George. At that 
point there was a doctor iand no 
hospital. The doctor ordered Myers 
to Quesnel, where there was a hos­
pital and no.doctor. A white, man 
and an Indian ran him down to 
Que.snel iu . 10 hours by canoe 
through both canyons.

King Edward then spoke in.En­
glish: •• 

"In the capital city of Canada, at 
the heart of the Dominion, there.is 
a memorial chamber, set apart as 
a perpetual reminder of the service 
and losses of Canada in the-Great 
War.- Nine years ago I had the priv­
ilege, of dedicating an altar within 
it, where will lie forever a-book of 
remembrance, recording' the' names 
of more than ,60,,000'Canadians who 
gave their lives for the cause, which 
Canada made her own. Above, the 
door is graven: "All's well, for oyer" 
there, among-.his peers, a happy 
Warrior sleeps.'. These words reveal; 
the inner meaning of .what-we' do' 
today. They tell «us:<that, beautiful 
and impressive as is' the Ottawa 
memorial, the Canadian • people 
would not-.feel it was complete. It 
was 'over there' that Canadian arm­
ies fought and died. It is 'over there' 
that .there final monument must 
stand. 

"Today, "3,000 miles from the 
shores of Canada, we are. assembled 
around that monument—yet not on 
alien soil. One of our English poets, 
Rupert Brooke,, whose ashes lie in 
an Ionian island, wrote that wliere 
he lay would be 'forever England'— 
that England for which he died. He 
spoke a parable, but here today that 
parable is living truth. The realiz­
ation oof it will, I know, bring com­
fort to many" thousands of Canad­
ian men and women. For this glor­
ious monument, crowning the hill of 
Vimy, is now and for all time part 
of Canada. Though the mortal re­
mains of Canada's sons, lie far from 
home yet here where they now lie, 
in ancient Artois, their immortal 
memory is hallowed upon soil that 
is as surely Canada's as any acre 
within her nhie provinces. 

" By a gesture which all can un­
derstand, but soldiers especially the 
laws of France have decreed that 
here Canada shall stand forever.-

We raise this memorial to Canad­
ian warriors. It is an inspired ex­
pression in stone, chiselled by. a 
skilful Canadian hand, of Canada's 
salute to her fallen sons. It marks 
the scene of feats of arms, which 
history will long remember and 
Canada can never forget. And the 
ground it covers is the gift of 
France to.Canada. 

• "All the world over, there are 
battlefields, the names of which are 
written indelibly on the pages of 
our troubled human story. It is one 
of tlie consolations that time brings 
that the deeds of valor done on 
those battlefields long survive the 
quarrels which drove the opposing 
hosts to conflict. Vimy will be one 
such name. Already the .scars of 
war have well-nigh vanished from 
the fair landscape beneath us. A-
round us here today is peace and 
rebuilding of hope. An so also, in 
dedicating this memorial to our 
fallen comrades, our thoughts turn 
rather to the spndor of their sac­
rifice and to the consecration of our 
love for them than to the cannon-
age which beat upon this ridge a 
score of years ago. 

"In that'spirit, in a spirit of 
thankfulness for their example, of 
reverence for their devotion and of 
pride in their comradeship, I unveil 
this memorial to Canada's dead."
