NEED OF NEW SCHOOL URGENT
ITH THE disappointing news
Y this week .that all tenders for
the. new school building to be built
here were far in excess.of the money
available, It appears that Quesnel
pupils and teachers will have to
pass another winter in the present
uhSamtary and draughty old build-
ings -

“The condition of these buildings
is deplorable. It is doubtful 'if there
are a2 set of buildings™in the whole
of. Cariboo .as unfitted for children
to attend as the ones in Quesnel.
The original buildings of two rooims
has failed to keep up with the in-
crease in populatnon and the school
now comprises five rooms in’ four
different buildings. All of these
buildmgs are heated by wood-burn-
ing stoves, which merely heat a

- small area about the stove in severe
weather As'a result large numbers
of the students are absent with
,colds durmg the winter months, and
the remamder smffle through the
v wmter )

"There is no plumbing, the school |

bemg twenty years ‘behind the times
with old outsxde toilets. Not evén
; .drmkmg water can be obtained
during the winter months,
Under these conditions neither
children nor teachers ‘can do Justlce

.N ILLUSTRATED brochure re-

. leased from the offices of the
Water Powers Branch, Department
of Lands of the Provincial Govern-
ment, contains an appraisal of the
potential hydro-electrical power
capable of being furnished by the
vast waterways of the Fraser River,
which flows past our door. The es—
timate approximates 6,000,000 horse
power,

The pamphlet makes no intima-
tion of the Government’s power
policy or whether partial develop-
ment is contemplated in the near
future, If it is the Government’s
intention to subsidize this public
utility industry, opposition to ‘the
principle would be inevitable, Op-
ponents of the Government would
hold this up as a striking example
of reckless extravagance and mar—
shall statistics to prove that most
regions are alreadp over-electrified.

Whether the avalanche of launch™
ed opposition would confound the
Cabinet Ministers or be serenely
brushed away depends upon the in-
terpretation of the power policy.
The significant elucidation is not
in terms of present electrical needs
but in terms of that abundant life
and social destiny that can be real-
ized only with energy plentiful and
cheap.
