GOVERNMENT ALARMED 
AT JAPANESE ATTITUDE i 

TOWARD FISHERIES 

Pi-otests were sent to Ottawa, 
during the week at what 
thought to be an attempt ori the 
part of Japanese fishermen to ex4 
ploit Canadian and American 
waters, particularly in the north'. 
For the past year the Japana^ 
have had several boats making iii-r 
vestigations just beyond the 
three-mile limit from) the West 
coast of Vancouver to Northern 
Alaskan waters. The joint Ameri-r 
can and Canadian commission 
that attends to fish resources in 
the Pacific fear that the Japanese 
will ruin both Canadian and Ani-̂  
eticani halibut and salmon Usheii .̂ 
les, " ' 

It is understood that the Jap­
anese want to hold a conference 
to determine Canadian, American 
and Japanese rights with regard 
to these fisheries. The American 
and Canadian authorities do not 
consider that the Japs have any 
right whatever fishing in these 
waters. 

The question will come up 
when Parliament sits in the fall. 

The reason of the Japanese 
move is the depletion of the 
Russo-Japanese waters, where rio 
conservation has been practiced as 
it has in the Eastern Pacific by 
Canadian and American authori­
ties. 

George Andrew McMahon was 
sentenced to one year in jail at 
Old Bailey Monday for producing 
and flourishing a revolver in close 
proximity to King Edward VIII as 
he rode up Constitution Hill dur­
ing a mihtary parade on July 16, 

The prisoner, who is a cripple, 
testified in the box that a. certain 
"foreign power" was to have given 
him £150 to shoot the King, the 
deed was to have been carried out 
on occasion of the King's birth­
day, June 23. He stated that he 
was to have been given an escort 
on this occasion of nine men in 
order that he could escape after 
the assassination. McMahon testi­
fied that he had not attempted to 
kill the King, but rather to pro­
tect him. He asked that the judge 
give him a severe sentence in or­
der that he would be protected 
whom, he said, he had 'let down ' 

The. judge in giving his verdict 
stated he was confident that Mc-
Mahori had not intended to injure 
the King, and had therefore 
dropped the two most serious 
charges against him. He referred 
to hi m as a "misguided man." 

The fantastic plot of the foreign 
power was taken by the judge 
with reservations. The jury was 
out only ten minutes.

SANTA MONICA —Irving Thal-

LONDON—^MUch more menacing 
is growing the war threat in Eur­
ope, according to competent ob­
servers. The strained relations be­
tween Russia and Germany are 
being daily provoked. Hitler, in a 
wild speech at Nuremberg dangled 
as a prize before the eyes of the 
German nation the rich mineral 
bit of the Ural Mountains and the 
great grain-growing steppes of the 
Ukraine, shouting that millions of 
Germans were prepared to m^rch 
to war at his bidding to gain the$e 
prizes. He asserted that all Eur­
ope was threatened by "rule from 
MJoscow." In the meantime Soviet 
authorities are resenting most 
strongly HItles's outbursts against 
Communism. In France a strong 
bloc of the Government is resent­
ing Hitler's outbursts and threats 
against Russia. They also point to 
their recent pact of collective se­
curity with Russia. Britain is ex­
pected by the remainder of Eur­
ope to step in and try to bring a-
bout peace, otherwise the whole of 
Europe will be an armed camp be­
fore long. All European nations 
are in the midst of feverish v/ar 
preparations. 

LONDON—King Edward return­
ed home Monday from his holiday 
trip in Mediterranean waters. Eur­
ope is in the throes of a whisper­
ing campaign as to the meaning 
of the King's trip, many thinking 
it will play a major part in Euro­
pean politics. The King and other 
informed authorities however, say 
that it was merely a holiday. 

VANCOUVER — Premier Aber­
hart of Alberta is visiting his dau­
ghter here this week. The Premier 
is. resting and refuses to talk to 
anyone outside of his own family 
circle, 
: CASTEL GRANDOLFO, Italy— 
His Holiness Pope Pius XI Mn a 
rlrigirig speech gave his blessing 
to an active campaign against the 
forces of Communism, which he 
referred to as the "forces of sub" 
version." He pointed to the recnt 
carnage in Spain as a lesson, de­
claring the whole world would ex-
perinece the same thing unless 
Communism was stamped out.

STATE LOTTERIES 

T .HERE has been a lot written in 
the past, and there will probably 

be a lot more in the future, on the 
question of legalizing sweepstakes 
in Canada. As matters stand at the 
present time sweepstake tickets can 
ue purchased in. every city, town 
and hamlet in the Dominion, ar.d 
-these sweepstakes are strictly il­
legal, except where they arc oper­
ated for a church or charity. And 
liere is the rub—there is no doubt 
but what the influence of the 
Church in Parliament is chiefly re­
sponsible for the defeating of var­
ious attemlJts which have been 
made to legalize sweepstakes. It is 
a "paradoxical situation—Churches 
vigorously.oppose the operating of 
state lotteries on mora.1 grounds, 
yet they are antong the worst of­
fenders, on a smaller scale, it is 
true. 

The suppression of lot teres was 
originally instituted to protect an 
irrepressible few who have more 
optimism than caution.. But the 
hiajoirity of. us like ta take a riffle 
and plunge a couple of dollars on a 
long shot, whether we win or not. 
There is no great harm in it, and 
we have yet to hear of anyone who 
has become financially embar­
rassed by plunging on sweep­
stakes. But the main point in the 
argument is the fact that Canada 
through this shortsighted policy, is 
losing thousands in revenue, and 
sweepstake sales go merrily on. 
It.has been proved time and again, 
in thte past few years that' people 
who want to buy a sv/eepstake on 
the Grand National, the Manchest­
er November Handicap, the Derby, 
or any other race, have no diffi­
culty in doing so. It is an unpopular 
statute and people do not cnsider 
.they are breaking the law when 
they purchase a ticket. It is high 
time a few. stuffed shirts in Ottawa 
nailed their colors to the mast and 
voted the way they really thought 
on the sweepstake matter.

JAPAN: NEXT OLYMPIC HOST 

T HERE are good reasons for wel­
coming the choice of Tokyo as 

the site of the 1940 Olymp c 
Games. The decision is first of all 
a suitable recognition of the note­
worthy strides which Japan has 
made in Western sport, as well as 
in modern industrial and commer­
cial development. 

It also offers proof of the inter­
nationalism of true sportsmanship 
and is calculated to soothe Japan's 
always sensitive, sometimes over­
sensitive national consciousness. 
There can be no better antidote 
to the irresponsible inflammatory 
propaganda of some publ.cists and 
speakers on both sides of the Pa­
cific than to have the sv/immer 
from Los Angeles, the long-distance 
runner from Chicago,,thg sprinter 
from Atlanta living with their: Jap­
anese competitors from Tokyo and 
Osaka, Hokkaido and Kkushu in 
Tokyo's Olympic village. It v/ill not 
take either group of athletes long 
to discover that the other cons'sts 
of human behigs very much like 
themselves, not of impersonal cogs 
in same fanciful Japanese or Ameij-
ican "menace." 

The- selection of Tokyo raises 
some technical problems. The Jap)-
anese capital in midsummer is a 
hot and humid place; and this 
fact might affect adversely ath­
letes froin countries with colder 
climates. Nichi Nichi, one of the 
leading Tokyo .newspapers, has al-
readp suggested that the Games 
.should be held in October, when the 
weather is apt to be clear and mild. 

There could be no. mistake as to 
the spontaneousi enthusiasm which 
news of Tokyo's selection aroused 
in Japan. Tokyo immediately in­
augurated, a three days period "of 
celebration, with fireworks, displays 
of Olympic flags and much official 
speechmaking and general jollifi­
cation. ' 

.The effort of the War Minister, 
Count Hisaichi Terauchi, to cast 
something of a wet blanket over 
the jubilation by warning against 
excessive enthusiasm evoked little 

popular response. Japan looks for­
ward eagerly to the first holding of 
the Olympic Games on its soil. And 
there can be no doubt that a hos-
pita.ty and punctilious observance 
f the rules in sport high in its list 
of virtues will be a worthy host to 
the next great international sport 
competition.. — Ghristian Science 
Monitor.

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Faithful, Ancient Clock 
Still Ticks and Ring FARM JOTTINGS 
Charles P. Jense and J. Jensen 

arrived here last week from the 8th 
cabin on the Yukon Telegraph line 
and are preparing to look about 
for future employment or a place 
to.live, says the Omineca Herald'. 
Jense is the next oldest man work­
ing on the line. He v̂ âs just a lit­
tle' later going on the line than 

• "Moose" McKay who is located at 
Isgood, the first station out of Tel­
egraph Creek. Jense went north in 
1917, and with the exception of his 
regular holidays, has been there 

- ever since. 
Last, spring, following the big 

floods of the Skeena and tributai-y 
streams, the Dominion Government 
decided to abandon the telegraph 
lines as the radio was giving satis­
faction, and the cost of repairing 
the old ground wire service would 
be altogether too expensive for the 
service rendered. As a result of 
that decision the men in the var­
ious cabins along the telegraph 
line were called in. Jense was de­
layed somewhat in receiving his 
summons and when he did get it 
he and his lineman, John Jensen, 
started for town. They knew they 
would have a tough trip and that 
they could not bring out much 
more than grub enough to feed 
themselves along the trail. » 

The trail v/as badly damaged 
and many bridges washed out as 
well as much of the trail being 
washed away or carried away by 
the snowslides. It was a case of 
leaving behind practically every­
thing, personal. effects and Gov­
ernment property. 

But there was one thing Charlie 
would not leave behind, and that 
was an old alarm clock that was 
doing duty at the cabin long be-
he took charge in 1917. It has 
been doing duty ever since and it 
keeps good time, too. 

The alarm clock was packed in 
his furs and other things and it 
landed in Hazelton safe and sound 
and is still going strong. 

Charlie is of the opinion that 
the old clock was taken into the 
north by the original construction 
crew of the telegraph line. Cer­
tainly it was there soon after for 
inscribed on the bi'ass back is the 
name of J. W. Wiggins of Glass-
ville, Carlton County, N.S.. and he 
was there in 1902. Wiggins, ,it will 
be remembered, paid a visit to this 
section a couple of years ago and 
spoke of his former connections 
with the telegraph line in the 
early days. 

Charlie Jense has had a lot of 
entertainment out of that clock. 
It has been a faithful friend all 
through those years. It got sick 
once in a while due to extreme 
old weather. Sometimes it got 
ery cold at Sth cabin, and there 
•as no clock doctor available so 
•Charlie had to do the doctoring, 
ike the doctoring pioneers and 

rontiersmen do at times for them-
elves, the doctoring was crude 
ut apparently effective. 
A bath in boiling water with a 

inch of baking soda was found 
ffective when the intense cold 
ongealed the oil on the wheels 
nd stopped all movement. Then 

an internal operation was necesary 
'once in a while and Charlie has 
some contrivances in that clock 
that kept it going, but which the 
original makers did not put there. 
Wooden pegs are stuck into many 
holes and bits of wire and metal 
are in use. But the old clock still 
goes and Charlie would not part 
with it for anything. 

Amon gthe names enscribed on 
the alarm clock are J. H. Wiggins 
referred to above; C. P. Jense, 
1917; S. E. Dowling 1923; Lee 
Adler; W. S. Leake 1930; Minny 
Matheson 1932; Thea Francis, New 
York, 1932. The latter two were 
were a couple of authoresses who 
tramped through the country to 
get colour for their stories. 

The alarni clock was made by 
Seth Smith of the United States 
where most of the alarm clocks for 
the world are made, but it is 
doubtful if there is another as old 
or with as thrilling a history as 
the clock Charlie Jense cherishes 
so much. 

MILK VITAL F A C T O R 
IN SOUND NUTRIITON 

The Techn'cal Commission of 
the Health Organization of the 
League cf Nations, in its report on 
lhe va ue of specific foods, states 
with regard to nillk as a vital fac­
tor in sound nutrition- that "Milk, 
whole or skimmed, is a rich sourc; 
of calcium .salts and phosphates 
and 0.1 vitam n B2, also a source 
of vitaniin Bl. M Ik fat is an ex­
cellent £'-iucc of vitamin A. The 
proteins oi' m Ik are not only 
thenise ves of the higliet-t nutri­
tive value, but also improve the 
utilization of the protein con­
tained in cereals and vegetable.'?. 
Milk has an ad'dit onal advantage 
in the abundance of availability 
of its calcium salts and phos­
phates. These enhance the effect 
of any v-tamin derived from oth­
er an ices of diet or from sun­
shine. M.'ik, although i'self poor 
in iron, renders more effective-the 
ron contained in the diet. Milk 

. should form a cospicuous element 
in the diet of all ages." 

In reviewing the consumption of 
milk in Canada, Laura C. Pepper, 
of the Milk Utilization Service, 
Dairy and Cold Storage Branch, 
Dominion Department of Agricul­
ture, states that during the years 
1920 to 1930 the average amount of 
milk consumed daily per person in 
the Dominion increased from one-
half pint to approximately one 
pint. This v/as regarded as en­
couraging both to those associated 
with the dairy industry and also 
to all engaged in the field of pub^ 
lie healtth. However, as soon as 
incomes became reduced a decided 
drop in milk consumption occurred 
until today the estimated per cap­
ita consumption is less han three-
quarters of a pint daily. 

In comparison with the recom­
mendations of the National Com­
mittee, this amount seems very 
low, and quite inadequate to meet 
the requirements of the body, pax--
icularly that of the growing child. 
It is apparent that ixi many Cana­
dian homes milk is not valued as 
highly as it should be, axid prefer­
ence is given to other foods which 
may give more immediate satis­
faction but have not the same 
lasting effect as xnilk in building 
and maixitaining strong and 
healthy bodies. 

numerous insect pests throughout 
the Dominion. 

In connection with this survey 
the co-opex-atioxi of entomologists 
in all parts of Canada has been 
enlistel. These workers who are 
making a special study of insects 
are required to submit reports at 
fx'equent intervals on the insect 
pests in their x-espective territories 

In these reports the names of 
the insects and of the plants or 
animals which they attack, and 
also notes on the amount of dam­
age or Ixijury inflicted are givexi; 
also information on the locality 
and extent of the area affected, 
the period of the year when it 
occurs and whether the numbers 
of insects are average, or increas­
ing or .decreasing, as compared 
with previous seasons. This infro-
mation is studied and interpx-eted 
by the officer ixi charge of the 
Survey in Ottawa, who periodic­
ally prepares a x-eview of curx-exit 
insect conditioxis for the informar-
tion of workers engaged in re­
search on insect pests in the field. 
The reports are then filed in a 
permanent record in sucli a man­
ner thai those who are responsible 
for developing ways axid means of 
combating insect pests may ascex-
tain at a. glance the activities and 
whereabouts of each of Caxiada's 
numerous injurious insect species. 

A directory of cold storage 
warehouses in Canada has just 
been published in English and 
French as a farmers' bulletin by 
the Dominion Department of Ag 
x'iculture, Ottawa, and is available 
on request to the Publicity and 
Extension Branch.

GOLD PRODUCTION 

Hope that in another five years 
Canada's annual gold production 
v/ould reach .$200,000,000 v/as ex­
pressed 'oy Hon. T. A. Crerar, Do­
minion xninister of mines, who, with 
Hon. C. D. Howe, ministor of rail-
v/ays and canals, addressed tho 
Sault board of trade on the eve of 
a trip to the xiiining areas at 
Michipicoten and Goudreau. 

Gold production in Canada last 
year amounted to $116,000,000. .said 
Mr. Crerar, while total value of the 
nation's mineral production, In— 
eluding both base and precious 
metals, was .222,000.000. 

Mining development in Ontario is 
helping to bridge the gap between 
eastern and v/estern Canada, ho 
.said, after being inti'oduced by T. 
E. Simpson, formerly chief v/liip of 
the Conservative party in the 
House of Sommons. While he 
x-anked agriculture first among Ca­
nadian industries, in another 10 or 
15 years, or perhaps sooner, min— 
eral production m'ght .surpa.s.'j It, 
Mr. Crerar said. 

The product of two and one-
third mlllioxi hogs is the Canadian 
quota, or px'oportioxi of outpua 
mutually agreed upon between 
Cadada and .Great Britain, for ex­
port to the British market. But 
Canada is falling short of this 
quota because a sufficient xiumber 
of high quality hogs are not beixig 
produced in the Domixiion. Ixi 
round figures, Canada exports the 
px'oduct of only one million hogs 
annually axid the British market 
is waitixig for more than twice 
that amount. Competition in mar­
keting Canadian field and animal 
products in the xnarkets of the 
world is exceedingly keen, and 
Caxiada's competitors, so far as 
bacon is concerned, place their 
faith on rail grading, otherwise 
known as cax-cass or dressed grad-
ixig of hogs. This method mads a 
modest start ixi Canada ixi 1934 
and this year up to the e>id of 
August, 188,019 hogs have been 
carcass gx-aded. Over 31 per cent of 
all hogs max'keted in the Province 
of Ontario will be carcass or 
rail graded. 

The pux-pose of marketing hogs 
0X1 a x-ail or carcass graded basis 
is to give the producer a proper 
value for his high quality and high 
yielding hogs as related to the 
whole volume of hogs produced. 
In other words, the producer is 
paid for exactly what he delivers. 
For example, two farmer's bring in 
tv/o hogs, each weighixig 200 
pouxids. 'Wlien these hogs are kill­
ed, one weigh 150 pounds dressed, 
v/hile the other weighs 160 pounds 
dressed, the owner of the 160 lb. 
hog receives the most money. The 
marketing of hogs on a rail-grad­
ed basis not only gives the pro­
ducer a premium, on his select 
hogs but also pays hixxi on a basis 
of yield. Hogs propex-ly fed and 
looked after, yield the most money 
to the producer. A circular on thLs 
subject, entitled "Dressed Grading 
of Hogs" has just been issued by 
the Dominion Department of Agv 
riculturc, Ottawa, and may be ob­
tained from the Publicity and Ex­
tension Braxich on application. 

A gold production of 559 ounces 
from the Sanderson xnine men­
tioned in a progress report just 
issued by Consolidated Gold Al­
luvials of B.C., Limited. 

The report also states that no 
relationship has as yet been estab­
lished between daily sampling and 
actual recovery, and that 60 per 
cent of published estimates appear 
to afford a safer figure, at least for 
the present. 

Reef drives have been advaxiced 
a total of 172 feet, it is reported, 
and three offsets also made ready 
for drainage drill holes. Gutter 
drainage fell fj.-oni 720 gallons per 
minute at the end of July to 320 
gallons per minute at the end of 
August ixi spite of reaming out 
eax'lier 2 inch holes to .3 inch. This 
reduction may Indicate a fall ixi 
pressure, although Sept. drilling 
will likely provide better proof of 
this. The report bears the signa­
ture of Ian C. Sanderson, maxiag-
ing director.

The effect of climatic conditions 

on cex-tain food crops is generally 
recognized and understood. We say 
that this is a good year for sweet 
corn or that the strawberries are 
watery because we have liad too 
much raixi, but we frequently ne­
glect to associate growing condi­
tions with the quality of meat we 
buy. 

A long feed crop and plentiful 

grazing areas such as are found in 
this province mean high meat 
quality In animals just as the right 
kind of season means better fruits 
and vegetables. And right xiow, top 
quality British Columbia lambs 
ax-e coming to market ixi great a-
bundance. Both because it is plen­
tiful and because it is of such fine 
quality, fresh mouxitain lamb will 
be one of the most attractive meat 
"buys" to every housewife this 
Fall. 

The once popular fallacy that 
fresh lamb was a seasoxial food 
like cherries or cranberries, axid 
cam'e onto the market ixi great 
quaiitities only in spring is now 
defiinitely outmoded. With the 
development of better breeding 
and marketing facilities, fresh 
lamb is available at all seasons of 
the year, although in British Co--
lunibia this delicious staple reach­
es its most moderate price range 
during the late summer and early 
fall. 

Every lioniemaker will want to 
take advantage of the present 
plentiful supply of Brifsh Colum­
bia mountain lamb both because 
it is high in nutritive value and 
because it offers a splendid way to 
vary the daily meals in many 
pleasant ways. 

Ixiez S. Wilson, xioted home ec­
onomist, recently listed the fol­
lowing "hixits to housewives" on 
cookixig lamb: 

"Do not remove the 'fell,' the 
thin papery substance which cov­
ers the outside of lamb, from the 
leg but remove it from,' the chops. 
Always serve lamb very hot from 

very hot plates, or quite cold, but 
never 'lukewarm'.' To make a good; 
gravy with roast lamb, use milk as 
the liquid. A little roquefort cheese 
spread over the top side of a lamb 
chop after turning in broiling. 

adds a tantalizing piquancy to the 
taste. Fresh lamb, either roasts or 
chops, should not be over-cooked: 
for chops, a delicate p nk color, 
and for roasts, 'just this side of 
well-done'."
