Lectures for Winter

Adult Courses Planned As
Educational Feature

During the past year the staff
of the TUniversity of British Co-
lumibia has delivered 573 lectures
throughout the Prov.nce. Careful
study has been given to the situa-
tion and it has been found neces-
sary to take into account the needs
of the University internally owing
to increased registration of stud-
ents. Futhermore, the funds avail-
able under the Carnegie Grant
which have been used for this pur-
pose will meet a restricted demand
only for this winter.

It has therefore been decided
that. for this session, 1936-37, ap-
plications from the districts will
be received and the University will
be prepared to contribute as here-
tofore to the travelling expenses,
but districts and organizations re-
questing lectures will be asked to
contribute towards the cost. The
fee for a single lecture will be-$5,
and for any course of three lec~
tures the fee will be $7.50, districts
and organizations to be responsible
for the rent of the hall.

It is suggested that an endeavor
be made to ensure a regular at-
tendance at the lectures and or-
ganizations are therefore asked to
state the number they expect. Pre-
ference will be given to those re-
quests assuring an audience of at
least 50, and requests for courses
arranged on. three consecutive
days. In arranging the lectures
the department will also take into
account the measure of co-oper-
ation among the local organiza-
tions.

District Extension Committees
and organizations are also to state
what steps are being taken to or-
ganize study groups and to give
the name of the leader as this in-
formation will be of value to the
Extension Department in develop-
ing future plans to meet the edu-
cational needs of the adult popu-
lation of the Province. ,

CARIBOO GOLD SYNDICATE

Crosscut adit on the property of
Car.boo Gold Syndicate, on the
summit of Van Winkle Mountain,

BORGOS, Spain — The Soviet
