Relief Scheme 
jobless This Winter 

Hon. G. S. Pearson, Mnister of 
Labor',' has announced a scheme 
whereby the Provincial Govm-
ment, in. conjunction with the 
Federal Government, will provide 
work for six. thousand homeless 
single men this winter. By an 
agreement $1,500,000 will be.set 
as de to employ these men on the 
work of constructing trails through 
the forests. The work to be done 
will be' of considerable value to. 
the . forestry department. 'vMiere 
it is . feasible there will also be 
some road work. . • 
' The scheme does not allow each 

man a full timie job. from now 
until next March. However, each 
man will. be given employment 
w:th pay that will enable him to 
save enough to. keep him until 
that tme. It is thought that the 
pay will be slightly in excess of 
the $1.75 per day paid in the forest 
trainirig-xamps last summer.. The 
men will be charged a small suni 
for board. They, will not be given 
their full pay; a. certain amount 
Will be held back each ;riionth arid 
tills will be paid at • regular inter-
Vatls after leaving "camip to enable' 
them to carry on Uritil the spring-: 

r-^ The minister: stated ̂ that ;there' 
4buld' be some slight: delay in­
putting the men to Work. Most of 
them would be accomjnodated in 
existing forestry camps and would 
be under canvas, Therefore, with, 
winter coming on" it was essential' 
to study the conifort of the men,; 
Temporary relief would be granted 
until such time as they could be 
absorbed. 

At Victoria it was felt that this 
is the most satisfactory arrange­
ment yet niade with the Dominion 
Government regarding unemploy-
mnt relief since the start of the 
depression.

In the high tradition of his 
royal sovereignty. H s Majesty 
King Edward VIII has recently 

concluded a 
THE KING, GOD tour through 
BLESS HIMJ the country of 

some of h s 
most unfortunate subjects, the 
South Wales coalfields and indus­
trial districts. Poverty has left its 
tragic mark on the people of 
Glamorgan and Cramarthan, and 
parts of industrial Monmouth: 
Ebbw Vale and Merthyr-Tidfil 
and a score of other towns which 
went, to make the export trade in 
Cardiff in coal and iron in 1914 
larger.than that of any other port 
in the world, these towns toda.y 
are little better than huge camps 
for tthe unemployed, as many as 
70% of the men in sorne of them 
are without work, and have been 
without work for six, seven, nine, 
and as much as eleven years, 
without a. break. But what good 
could the King do? is a queston 
asked by not a few people. Well, 
first of all, he has made them 
happier; he has entered the poor­
est homes, he has personally ques­
tioned the unemployed as they 
have come to register, or to receive 
the r relief, and he has learned 
for himself: he has climbed the 
moss-grown slag piles and the 
crumbling factory walls, and he 
has seen for himself a picture 
which he w 11'vnot forget. He ha_s 
talked with tthermen in-authority! 
he has welcomed every avenue of 
."nformation, and iii spite of seri­
ous unrest in South Walees less 
than two months ago, he has re­
ceived one of the most sincere, and 
certainly the most moving expres­
sion of loyalty that any king can 
have been privileged to acknowl­
edge. This loyalty is a tribute to 
the man as much as the King, and 
there is the answer as to what 
the King can do. There are many 

.marks in other parts ' of Great 
Britain which testify td his ability 
to see things done for the good o| 
the .people, and the banners which 
were. strung across the streets in 
the. distressed towns last week 
with- the wording, "Wecome, we 
need. your help" expressed the 
confidence of his unhappy subjects 
that as he helped others, so now 
he will use that considerahle 
amount of power at his command 
to bring succour to them'. History 
gives us the assurance that he 
w.ll keep his promise.

. It s a long call back to the days 

when another King journeyed 
through town and hamlet through­

out the length 
CORONATION and breadth of 

His Kingdom, and 
marked the ills and trials which 
beset His people, it was the poor, 
the halt and the blind and the 
lame who occupied His closest at­
tention. It is encouraging then to 
read that our King, in true Chris­
tian democracy, has decided to de­
part from yet another custom and 
has suggested that on the day of 
his coronation the triforium of 
Westmnster Abbey shall be occu­
pied not only by boys of Westmin­
ster School, as in the past, but 
that muc h less ancient schools 
shall be represented, and tĥ ^ King 
earnestly requests that pupils from 
every type of school be there, "not 
omitting the blind, deaf and crip­
pled children."

camp! While the most sensitive in­
habitant of the community would 

not be offended at the 
CULTURE use of the ter:n "tin-

prepossessing" to de­
scribe the physical character of 
the scattered shacks and dwelling 
places, in spite of some notable 
exceptons, yet in regard to cultur­
al advantages, Wingdam is making 
the most of the very limited op­
portunities. The women folk have 
taken the lead and can report the

class for women. Under very ..able 
leadership this. group is steadily 
growing, and already the average 
attendance s abouc thirty which 
would do justice to a much larger 
community. Th'e c ass is devoted 
to the study and pra,ctlce of eu-
rythmics, physical culture and the 
•re.ated arts, and its members are 
most enthusiastic: their goal is the 
attainment of radiant health and 
they are on the right road to 
reach it, and the more.nearly it is 
approached so much more defin­
itely v/ill a new and' more opti­
mistic frame of mind be con-
.structed. Might noL this plan be 
deve oped to great advantage in 
several other small communities 
in this pa.rt of the country where 
a novel departure from the mon­
otonous routine would serve as a 
most welcome and stimulating 
change.

THREE FACTORS IN REARING 
WINTER PIGS 

unv/se and not economical to 
build new pig quarters. Even old 
bu Idrngs shou'd be . remodelled 
only sufficiently to ensure com­
fortable feeding and sleep ng ac­
commodation. Sufficient trough 
should be provided so that each 
pig 'Wilt have an opportun ty to 
secure a fair share of the feed. If 
the bu'lding is draughty or 1 kely 
to be cold, the construction of a 
covered sleeping berth v/ill be well 
worth cons deration. It can be 
constructed of any available lum­
ber in a dry corner of the feeding 
pen. The sleeping berth should not 
be more than three feet high and 
covered with boards and straw, 
and just large enough in area to 
house the pigs comfortably in a 
bed of dry, clean straw. 

The most important key to suc­
cessful rearing of pigs in winter 
-S the matter of feeds and how to 
use them. So much can be said on 
this essential subject, that, at the 
present moment, it is permissible 
only to call attention to the pub­
lications issued by the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture—Pam­
phlet 63, Fall L.tters, Breeding, 
Feeding, and Management for 
Winter Pork Production; Pamphlet

at the battle of Trafalgar. The 
French frigates opened fire upon 
the flagship of the admiral, and 
two 'uge cannon balls came a 
whirling through the air toward 
the broadside gun which Sam was 
servin'. Quick as a -wink Sam 
caught one under each arm 'ee 
did, and 'angin' on like death was 
carred overboard to an 'eroes 
grave." 
• Ths seemed preposterous. 

Leading Victualler's Assistant 
Elliott vanished below, to reap­
pear with an oaken tub which 
bore the inscription, in polished 
brass lettering: "The King, God 
Bless Him." 

Beside thiS' he placed a large, 
copper flagon.

'Why, the rum ration. Every 

day at noon the crew gets its 
spirts.

The winter feeding of swine pre­
sents many problems that are not 
encountered in summer time, since 
pigs are forced to live under un­
natural conditions in -winter and 
without the variety of feeds avail­
able in the earlier part of the 
year. At the same time it has to 
be remembered that any attempt 
at forcing -winter pigs when exer­
cise is limited is courting disaster. 
Good feed should be fed at a rate 
that the pigs can overtake and the 
pigs kept in dry, comfortable 
quarters with room for exercise in 
the early stages of growth. By 
combining good feeding and man­
agement, many of the common 
ailments of sv/ine will be avoided 
and the result will be healthy and 
thrifty market pigs. 

Successful winter pig production 
depends largely upon three fac­
tors, states E. B. Praser of the 
Animal Husbandry Division, Ex­
perimental Farms, Dominion De­
partment of Agriculture. These 
factor-s' arc: warm, dry sleeping 
quarters,, free from draughts; 
.suitable feeds and care in feeding 
them, and exercise in the early 
stages, and' especially so if the pig 
is being forced by heavy feeding. 
Heavy feeding without exercise is 
conducive to crippling. It is -wise, 
therefore, to allow the young pigs 
to run . outdoors during fine fall 
weather, and v/hen tbey must be 
kept inside, due to bad weather, 
they should be allowed suflirient 
pen to cxercbo. freely.
