pages wh'ch bring us regret, some
which bring us anger, and others
which we would like to pass Over
altogether, but taken on the whole
these are few, and the concluding
lines of ‘each chapter summarize a
progress either through fair wea-
ther or storm which, down the
ages, has added piece by piece the
coored gems in the mosaic of the
British Commonwealth. In the
story of Empire building certain
names stand out aboue the rest:
Rale' gh; Drake; Hawkins; Wolfe;
Clive; Hastings; Pitt; Nelson; Wel-
lington; Disraell; Gladstone; Lloyd
George; Chamberlain; Snowdon;
Baldwin; but as the years pass the
personal stories of these outstand-
ng figures are lost to all but a
few, and they are remembered
chiefly for the principles which
they established and mainta ned.
But a few short months ago we
were assured that Baldwin, the
last named above, was finished,
h's successor had been named, and
his time had been fixed, but today
we can say with no little convic-
tion that few named W 11 stand
out in mote convincing form or in
clearer type in the chron cles that
shall be written if the centuries
are to yield us yet more history,
than h's. Little wili be known of
Stanley Baldwin himself, but tl}e
prnciples which he stcod for, will
we trust remain for many gener-
ations the hall mark of Bri§i311
trad tion. In the two great crises
of his administration, the general
strike of 1926, and the constitgu-
ional crisis of 1936 he has mailn-
ta'ned the right by applying to his
task those qualities which he pos-
esses in so rare a degree: honesty,
courage, wisdom and loyal devo-
t'on to the Throne and Empire.
There was a danger, for a while,
of a great breach being made on
the forefront line of British pow-
er, but when Mr. Baldwin said

he made his choice, and it was h's
and his alone’ There was no qces-
tion, no complaint, no klame. In
his dark hour he gives an object’
lesson to us in’ the facing of our
lesser problems. It is not for us to
judge, we can only regret most
deeply the choice he made, and
remember always the great debt
we owe to him for twenty-five
years of loyal service and leader-
ship. If his generation had given
h m greater moral support, we
might yet have had King Edward
on the throne, but he has watched
the standards of the peoples of
the world change so dramadtically,
is it any wonder that he could no
longer carry the burden a'one?
And as we have entered upon a
new reign let us now forget that
if Kingsh p is to remain the sym-
bol of Empire it must be enthron-
ed in our lives, and our royal part
is PUBLIC SERVICE, that it may
be sa d of our Empire: !
“God is in the midst of her,|

Not a few have observed that his
actions have brought a strong light
of criticism to bear upon the
Church of England: that will do
the Church no harm, but the idea,
that out of this terribly complicat-
ed situation His Grace should have
so jockied for pos:tion as to emerge
a heroic figure, bestowing more
power upon his followers reveals a
sad misconception of the task .of
the Christian moralist in the world

“the sociologist.will iap out all
the details.of the organization of
society, the economist of trade,
the politician -of the state.” It is
theirs to study the relation of
causes and effects in detail. The
moralist will bring a principle to
be applied. Thie moralist urges that
principle, not because he has
workel out the details and found
that it is the best policy, but be-
cause he is sure that it is the best
policy and must be made to work.
Ultimately he believes that the
right -will coincide with the best
working policy, but the moralist
cannot prove it, and the immed-
iate results may often seem to be
very far from the best. The high-
est morality always walks by faith,
and not by sight. So that I main-
tain then, that among the prin-
ciples laid down for us is that of
the “Inspired leadership of the
Archbishcp of Cantcrbury.”

It ought never to be said of King
Edward that he vas not loyal, com-
pletely honest, and that he was

possessed of a
TWENTY-FIVE great courage.
YEARS SERVICE As he looked

back over his
twenty-five years service he could
measure the cost of the future:
he looked forward to tasks of tre-
mendous difficulty, I think he did
not fail, he still remembered the
promise he made at his accession,
but he felt that he was physically
unable to discharge so great an
office. He was convinced by his
own wisdom that he could not face
the coming years alone: that wis-
dom. must convince us that his
declaration of farewell Wwas the
only explanation which he will ev-
er give, because it is ‘the ftrue
one.
