TACOMA, Wash.—The most bru­
tal kidnapping case since the Lind-
burgh • baby murder in 1932 was 
-brought to a head Monday with 
the discovery of the body of ten-
year-old' ,Cliarles Mattson in the 
woods six m les south of Everett. 

The boy had been missing since 
December 27tli, when he was snat­
ched from the front room of his 
home where he liad been playing 
with his brother and sister and 
a fr.end. 

Since that time demands have 
been made to Dr. Mattson, father 
of the boy, for; $28,000. Although 
every effort was made to get in 
touch with with the mysterious 
"Tim" whose signitur-^ appeared 
Dr. Mattson nor Paul H, Scheva, 
close friend of the family, were 
able to do so.The police are search­
ing for an ex-convict known as 
"Tim" known as a drug addict and 
answering to the rather brief des­
cription of the kidnapper in the 
hands of the police. " G " men are 
in charge of the case, and in ad­
dition to a lengthy autopsy, have 
reconstructed the crime. They be­
lieve that the kidnapper was.a 
pervert and at some time the boy 
attempted to escape. He had been 
bound with rope.. The killer stab­
bed the lad in the back but the 
.wound was not fatal. He then 
struck him on the back of the 
head with some blunt instrument. 
He then buried the body but later 
dug it up and conveyed it to the 
place where it was found, naked 
and frozen. 

As the boy had been dead about 
a week when found, the mlurder-
er must have continued his de­
mands for ransom well knowing 
the child to be dead, A reward of 
$10,000 has been offered for the 
capture of the killer, dead or a-
live. In addition to this official 
reward, there are other sums of­
fered by private individuals and 
concerns.

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T H E M A T T E R OF SUCCESSION 

W HEN KING G E O R G E VI. as­
cended the throne after the 

abdication of his brother, it seem­
ed that the line of succession v/as 
firmly established. During the last 
few days, however, doubts have ar­
isen in the minds of constitutional 
lawyers and it isi now practically 
certain that a new "Act of Succes-
s on" must be passed. 

According to the law of real es­
tate- the elder of two sisters has 
no prior claim over the younger 
sister. When an inheritance can­
not be divided, as in the case of 
a barony, the t.tle goes into abey­
ance. The earldom of Cromartie, 
though capable of descending in 
the female line, went into abey­
ance in 1893. On the two occasions 
wheni daughters of English- Kings 
have.; succeeded in the order of 
the r age, they did so by special 
Act - of'. Parliament. Neither. Mjary 
nor Elizabeth, daughters of Henry 
VIII, nor Mary or Anne, daughters 
of James II, ruled by virtue of 
hereditary right. 

Should death or any other cause 
remove King George VI from the 
throne.just now, authorities doubt 
whether any other monarch could 
rule legally and constitutionally. 
Therefore it is expected that an 
"Act'of Succession" will be passed 
at the earliest opportunity declar­
ing The Princessi Elizabeth to the 
tiirone.

The small point these people ov­
erlook is that if it were not for 
the British Navy it is very prob­
able, that there would be no public 
to beiiefit. 

The part played by the navy 
duringrthe years 1914 to 1918 is still 
vivid in the minds of all. One fam­
ous person once stated during the 
war.-, that everybody should con­
clude their meals with the words 
"Thank God and the British Navy 
for my dinner." For years previous­
ly it had been a recognized fact 
that the freedom of the seas for 
those proceeding'on "their lawful 
occasions" had been guaranteed by 
Great Britain. At the first signs 
of war or civil commotion in for­
eign lands a. British warship ar­
rives to protect our fellov/-coun-
trymen, and indeed anyone else in 
need- of help. Those days are here 
again. Thousandsi of refugees of 
miany different countries owe their 
lives to the navy in the prompt 
action during the early days of the 
Spanish civil war. A n Admiralty 
announcement issued this week 
.states that in consequence of the 

..attacks made on neutral shipping 
in near-Spanish waters, ninety of 
Britain's warships have mobilized 
off the Spanish coast. 

With the removal of the inter­
national ban on the construction 
of warships on Januai'y 1., Great 
Brita n has laid down the most 
intensive programme of building 
of all time. No less than ninety-
three vessels will soon be under 
construction. In a very short time 
the Pers.an Gulf -slaver, the Chin­
ese pirate and the big scale smug­
gler will feel the effect of this. 
From Suez to Singapore; from 
Scapa to Sydney the Flag will be 
carried as it never was before. In 
time it w îll be proved once again 
that the British Navy is the vei-y 
cheapest form of insurance the 
Empire possesses.

the German cruiser. 
Panther, put in ait the Atlantic 
port, Agidir, of Spanish Morocco, 
to protect German subjects. The 
British reply to th's unexpeqted 
action was a stern warn ng indi­
cating that Britain was still a 
power to be reckoned with. This 
was in 1911, and t was significant 
hat Mir. Lloyd George, then Sec­

retary of State, should have de­
clared Br tain's a,tititude in this 
instance. His speech was memor­
able, and was strange.y prophetic. 
The immediate result was the 
withdrawal of the Panther, and it 
was an indirect result that France 
should have agreed to cede certain 
tracts in Western Africa in return 
for the recognition of her assum­
ing a protectorate In Morocco. 
Within five years Germany lost 
her possessions in West Africa. In 
1914 she had colonies, the posses-
s on of which, she asserts, would 
saL sfy her now. Is her postion so 
greatly changed that the colon­
ies she possessed at outbreak of 
the Great War, which foreign pos­
sessions she then stated to be quite 
insufficient for her needs, should 
now be able to sat sfy her growing 
demands? One rather suspects 
that the si>tuation is not greatly 
altered, and- that the demand for 
the restoration of ithe Arican col­
onies, if complied with, would only 
be the thin edge of the wedge, 
and that subsequently her power 
wh ch is not inconsiderable, would 
be employed ito drive that wedge 
right home: German designs on 
the rich agricultural lands of Mor­
occo date back • to •• 1904;. and prob­
ably before that, and it was in that 
year ithat Great- Britain- and 
France signed ^ an- agreement of 
m^utual support in the event of 
German interference: in ^ North Af­
rica-. Now the present situation 
suggests that Hitier's' support of 
General Francisco Franco is not 
so much given in the interests of 
Spain as it is in tlie interests of 
the Fatherland; hence the new& of 
German activities in Spanisia Mor­
occo. Hitler is prepared to take ad­
vantage of the internal situation 
in Spain to get his hands on a 
parcel of Spanish territory. For 
whicli action there might be one 
or two explanations: either he 
fears the defeat'Of Franco in the 
present c vil war, and feels that 
during the years of consolidation 
on the part of the Valencia Gov-
ernnient as it is now called, he will 
be able to establish German power 
in Spanisli Morocco, or' anticipat­
ing the defeat of the loyalists he 
has made peaceful penetration in­
to the Spanish colony the price of 
assistance to the Spanish Fascists,-
All of which might be all right -if 
Germany and Spain were the only 
two -countries 1 concerned^ and If 
Hitler could-, be trusted to main­
tain the idea of peaceful settle­
ment in North Africa: This-not be­
ing the case it might be v,rell to 
consider the other interests-in the 
Western Mediterranean.

fortifications at Ceuta in Spanish 
Morocco could greatly endanger 
that passage, as it could also ov­
ershadow the safety of the civil 
population of G.braltar, Turkey's 
fortifications in the Bosphorus 
suggest the support she received 
from Germany in the Great War, 
and point again at the tying up 
of Russian interests in the Black 
Sea; and with the responsibility 
of a Facist Mediterranean with 
Italian, German and perhaps the 
Spanish insurgents' power estab­
lished in four vital positions, in 
Italy, Abyssinia, Morocco and 
Spain respectively, France's posi­
tion would be seriously endangered 
for she looks to her possessions in 
Northern Africa ito supply about 
one-third of the man power of her 
army. And these are some of the 
reasons why Ceuta and Hitler and 
the Spanish situation are being so 
closely watched today. Germany 
must expand, most of the powers 
recognize that fact, but if this is 
the way she intends to attempt to 
achieve her ambition, we may all 
set to work to prepare for another 
World -War. Germany may not 
want war but it may soon be nec­
essary for Hitler to turn the 
minds of his people to external 
affairs, and away from a growing 
internal crisis.
