Also, in one or two cases, 
where a large quantity of potatoes 
had been shipped to Quesnel, most 
of it was still in the roothouse. 

A queston was asked as to the 1 
possibility of shipping potatoes and ' 
other vegetables to the coast. This 
would be possible as soon as wea- ^ 
ther conditions permitted. A good' 
market was anticipated. It v/as 
lioped to handle all types of vege­
tables in Quesnel later. 

H. H. Moffat asked whether it 
would be possible for the Associa­
tion to become wholesalers and 
thus cut out the present large 
spread between the proudcer and 
the consumer. The matter was dis­
cussed at some length and it was 
decided that the matter was too 
risky to be attempted at present. 
Mr. Vaughan pointed out that the 
matter of the price spread d.d not 
effect the Cariboo alone, but the 
Province as a whole. It was a mat­
ter to be brought to the attention 
of the auhorities at Victoria, and 
dealt with by legislafon. The sug­
gestion that there were not many 
"bootleg" potatoes in the district 
brought the reply from one mem­
ber that he knew of at least one 
case where there were several; 
sacks of untagged potatoes. On as- | 
surance that the matter would be 
dealt with rigorously, the member 
handed the name .of the culprit to 
the manager. The president po'nt-
ed out that it was the duty of ev­
ery member to repprt sucli matters 
if and when they cai.ie to their 
notice.

•TELEGRAPHIC—A mild form of 
influenza, s milar to the epidemic 
in Europe and the Un. States is 
sweeping across the prairie prov­
inces. No deaths have been report­
ed yet. 

OTTAWA—A strong telegram of 
protest has been received by W. L. 
Mackenzie King from the Vancou­
ver Merchants Exchange follov/ing 
the boarding of a Canadian tug­
boat in Puget Sound. It appear.s 
that the tugboat Prosperative had 
cleared from Anacortes, Wash., and 
while on her way to Vancouver was 
boarded by men from a launch 
carrying about thirty mon. Thoy 
are alleged to bo strikers or men 
employed by tliem. The capta'n of 
the tug was told that he would not 
be al.owed to proceed unless he 
cast adrift his tow of logs. The 
crew was thx-eatened with violence 
and the vessel remained tied up 
inside Puget Sound. The mer­
chants Exchange submit that the 
boarding of a British vessel which 
had already cleared the American 
customs was an act of piracy.

R E M A R K S

TH E RECENT brutal kidnapping 
and murder of a ten-year-old 

lad near Tacoma, Wash., has 
shocked the entire u'orld. Since the 
Lindbergh kidnapping case in 1932 
kidnapping of both children and 
adults has been on the increase, 
despite the passing of laws impos­
ing the death penalty fc.v this 
crime. 

In many cases these .human 
wolves have continued to demand 
the ransom money after despatch­
ing the victim. It will; be readily 
understood th.at parents and rela­
tives will leave no stone unturned 
to. satisfy the demands of the crim-. 
inals if there is even tlie slightest 
chance of getting back their loved 
ones, and in the cour.se of .nego­
tiations' they frequently, beg the 
pol ce to withdraw from the field 
in order, that they may get- in 
touch with the kidnappers more 
easily. 

This state of affair,? makes it 
extremely difl.cult for the police 
and other law and order bodies to 
cope effectively with the kidnap­
pers. Legislation making the crime 
of kidnapping a capital offense 
has not proved much of a deter­
rent in this "easy monoy" game. 

However, if a bill recently pro­
posed becomes law this should be 
changed. Legislators have come to 
the decision that they must attack 
the kidnapp ng element from the 
oppos te direction, i.e., throuc'h the 
families of the victir.is. This new 
leg slation will makê  it -a seriou:^ 
criminal offense to \pay ransoni 
money to kidnappe:\s,--thereby'tak­
ing the profit from the businessi!-
Criminals, along with the rest o'f 
mankind will not engage in unpro­
fitable work, and it is' hoped that 
by this means the kidnapping 
menace will depreciate consider­
ably. 

For some fme this lav/ has been 
in effect in China, the traditional 
home of abductions, and this type 
of crime in that country has de­
creased considerably. 

At first glance this seems to be 
a harsh law, but heroic measures 
must be taken to stamp out this 
increas'ng threat, but when it be­
comes an established fact to would 
be kidnappers that the only re­
ward they can hope for will be the 
hangman's noose, there is no doubt 
but what it w 11 have a salutory 
effect on the situation. 

Should this law be passed in the 
United States, we trust that legis­
lation will be introduced bnnging 
our Canadian criminal code, into 
line. Although kidnapping has not 
reached serious proportions in this 
country, the time to check its 
grov/th is before it has become a 
firmly-rooted criminal practice. 

SPORT AND SPORTSMANSHIP 

AS T H E winter of 1933 approach­
ed, Quesnel was faced with tht 

problem of building a new ice 
rink. Building Activities in the 
spring had seen the old one torn 
down, and for some time it seemed 
that the town would be forced t 
drop out of the hockey league. 
Then a few courageous persons got 
together and formed a plan. Per­
mission to use a piece of park land 
on Front Street was obtained from 
the Municipality,- a lumber mer­
chant was generous, tenders were 
called and the rink was built. 

Money was raised in many ways 
for these initial expenses; equip-
mient was bought and also donated 
by sympathetic merchants in the 
town; uniforms were gvcn by a 
firm at the coast, light and water 
was installed and the caretaker 
received his wages if and when. 

A series of games was arranged 
with other towns, the arrangement 
being that the home side should 
take the gate to pay for its next 
away from home trip and also to 
help with the general expenses of 
the club. In the case of Quesnel 
these expenses are high as back 
debts are still unpaid. 

It is the law in British Columbia 
that no fixed charge may be made 
lor entertainments on Sundays. 
Hockey games usually take place 
on a Saturday or Sunday. For the 
weekday games it is possible to 
make a fixed charge, but for the 
Sunday games the generosity of 
the public must be relied upon. 
May we, on behalf of the hockey 
team and rink officials, ask those 
who attend Sunday hockey fix­
tures to dig just a little deeper. 
The number of nickels and dimes 
slipped into the t)ox at the gate 
is hardly in keeping with the tra­
ditions of Quesnel. It has lon^!

• •• tion in the 
British Commonwealth, but how 
many of us realized what a mom-
mentous transition this would en­
tail for the vast Asiatic Empire of 
the Crown? And now today we 
learn that India at this very mo­
ment is in the throes of her first 
general election, and that by April 
1 she w 11 have assembled her first 
representative government for the 
purpose of ratifying her constitu­
tion. I doubt if any of us can con­
ceive the immensity of this under­
taking, the stupendous organiza­
tion necessary to enable the count­
less millions of newly-emancipated 
citizens in British India to cast 
their votes at the polles. We can 
picture perhaps from^ a western 
point of view the excitement and 
bewilderment among the masses 
at the recent nomination of can­
didates, the choice of difterent po­
litical platforms, and the eventual 
crystallization of nominees into 
governmental parties; but do we 
understand the feeling that the 
Hindu and Moslem will undergo as 
they journey to the local polling 
booth to cast the.ir vote for or a-
gainst the candidates aspiring for 
office? It is possible that this po­
litical aspirant will contest a very 
exciting campaign, and right until 
the mom'ent of iho declaration of 
L'jl- la.st division in his particular 
riding the issue will be in doubt 
and he will only be returned at 
the very last moment with the 
scant maj.ority 01 a million and a 
half over his strongly-favored op­
ponent. A system lias been devis­
ed whereby the Buddhist, the Hin­
du and the Mohammedan will sit 
in council together, declaring a 
conimon allegiance to the Crown 
of the Empire. One would think 
that an issue such as this would 
have predominated all else at 
Westminster during the past year 
to the exclusion of. practically all 
other undertakings, and yet we 
know how far this is froni being 
the ca.se. Few other years have 
seen so many affairs of vital im­
portance dealt with by the British 
Parliament, or so great a strain 
imposed upon a peace-loving peo­
ple, or, may I add, so tactful and 
and thorough an application of the 
British principle of government 
applied to problems whose iiamc is 
leg'.on. These are anxious days for 
the man who controls the destiny 
of the Empire, and when our 
thoughts turn to India we realize 
that it is no shallov/ boast but a 
solemn declaration of a complet­
ely realized iresponsibility which 
claims for the Men of Westminster 
the exalted designation of "Mother 
of Parliaments."
