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SOME OF OUR PEACE MAKERS

RESOLUTION calling upon

President Roosevelt to. sum-
mon a world peace conference has
been under discussion in the House
at Ottawa. It has not, probably it
will not, come to a vote—and it
will no: matter. It was one of
those discussions about which
nothing is done in consequence of
them, which are frequently just as
valuable precisely because nothng
is done in consequence of them.
They are the sort of discussion
which is valuable because it re-
veals a state of mind.

Th's particular discussion went
far to reveal the pacifist state of
mind. It revealed, -for instance, the
state of mind of Mr. A. A. Heaps,
member for North Winnipeg, who
brought the resolution in. He said
that the Government of Canada
"should not prepare for war but
should- spend the money of war
preparaton “ on the country’s
problems,” and seek to banish the
fear oi war. What was needed, Mr.
Heaps thought, was “ a League of
Nations with teeth in it.”.

“Theh there was the gallant lady
Miss Agnes Macphail. She liked
the idea of a world peace confer-

“ence-:n the United States because,
as she saw it, it would be a goodl
thing o bring the statesmen of
Europe out of Europe into “a con-
tinent that was at peace.”

There are two peculiarly appo-
s'te examples of something in the
pacifisy state of mind which is al-
most incommunicado to-- reason-
able men—as if-the pacifist, liter--
ally, as spiritually he does, lived -
in the Land of Never Never,- Where
nothing copuld ever hagpen. as-
most tragically and nrevocably it
does happen in the Land of Here
and Now.

Mr. Heaps wants a League of
Nations with teeth in it—and all
the pacifists want a League of Na-
tions that will infallibly prevent
wars. Only, when the t'me and
the test comes, it is discovered
that the League is a congeries of
nations which contain a lot of peo-
ple, includ.ng pacifists, who are
perpetually “agin” their govern-
ments upon everything, so that
that national unity which is the
condit on precedent to any reso-
lute dealing in international af-
fairs is not at the disposal of the
statesmen predisposed to peace.

And Miss Macphail would bring
the statesmen of Europe to the
United States, so that they could
see.-what .t was like in a continent
that was at peace. Miss Macphail
would do that, knowing very well
that she would be bringing those
harassed men to a place .in the
world, where preparations for war
(in the accumulation of arma-
ments) are going on precisely as
they are going on in Europe, and
on a scale which only one or two
other nat.ons in all.the world can:
pretend to match.

There is something sublime in
the ' complacency of this assump-
tion that the wisdom and human-
ity of the species in the matter of
war and peace-is confined to the
ultimate zealots of the peace per-
suasion, and that all the  states-
manshlp extant is confined to
North. America. It is sublime, but
only as complacency—it -does not
make common sense—Vancouver
Daily Province.

And ths
is what a number of people are
pointing out, and some go so far
as to say that for the Society to
entertain the idea of any nort of
an addition. is to-. court d saster.
Well while no orde would wish to
disrespect their attitude of cau-
tion, yet I would respectfully ask
them. to pay a very short v.sit to
our hospital, not forgetting to look
in to the partially restored build-
ing. They will find no less than
seventeen patients receiv.ng lios-
pitality and medical care, and
they will realize at once that the
stafl is sewerely handicapped in
the discharge of this exceedingly
heavy tasi.. There is. adequate
cquipment {for Lwelve beds, the
hospital was planred to accom-
modate ten, and the nurses can
find plenty to do even wien some
of these keds are empty. What
would happen tonight, cr ¢n many
another n ght, for the present
overcrawding is no exception, if a
serious case of s.ckness, or a victim
of an accident were to e Lrought
‘nto town? Our inedical officers
would tackle the job some how,
they always do, but what a txe-
mendous hardicap they would first
_liave to overcome, and it is a
handicap which. ne one hns any
rite to impose: the fight acgainst
cickness, d.sease and distress is
diff.cult enough to wage, without
tying the hand of those who wage
it! Perhaps Quesnel will not be
able to finance the opecration of
a twenty-five bed hospital, and
if she can’t is’ there no prece-
dent for incurring debt if the cause
in which one is engaged is that of
sav.ng life? How often do our doc-
tors stop to count the cost before
engaging: singlehanded i a conflict
whetre death esters the lists as an
“odds on” favorite? How different
is the lot of the city hospitals, the
Vancouver General, St. Paul’s, the
Royal Inlasd Hospital, the ancient
London Hospitals, the famous
Irish and Scott'sh Hospitals?
These hospitals cannot close their
doors, ne ther can Quesnel fail to
-make provison for the sick and
~distressed,. and when this district
*finds that. it cannotx choulder the
‘buirden:-oi-- operationr any longer;
then a larger organization must
arrange for a substantial and per-
ennial subsidy! Would it be too
much to ask the Provinciul Gov-
ernment for a fairer proportion of
the liquor profits accrued at the
Quesnel liqoor store, or am I wrong
in thinking that these monies are
to some extent the perquisite -of
Provincial hospitals? And then as
a friend remarked to mge today, a
government which c¢an afford to
fiance a Dominion Unemployment
Comm 'ssion on such a lavsh and
extravagant scale ought surely to
be able to spare the equivalent of
say two months’ salary received
by one or other of its members to
assist an institution which cares
for more than a few of the coun-
try’s workiess men and women.

I may be mistaken about these
several poss:bilities but I am pre-
pared to take issue with anyone
who suggests that the present hos-
pital board will be ill advised to
tackle the problem of hospital en-
argement immediately , which
project was so well started by the
president of the board., We wish
them all the luck in'the world and
we fall into line with them in this
endeavor. .
