Forty-one years ago the first at­
tempt to locate the old channel of 
Lightning Creek at the present 
site of the Consolidated Gold A l -
luvials Ltd. mine at Wingdam. On 
Monday, February 8, 1937, this feat 
•was accomplished when men 
working in the Melvin (No. 1) 
shaft brone through and made one 

•of the most sensational strikes ev­
er jrecorded in Cariboo. 

•. Until some two years ago at-
-tempts h^d been made to sink 
shafts from the surface to the old 
bed, and in every case slum and 
•high water pressure had turned 
the miners back. A new method 
was then started, the ideo being 
.to, drive a shaft below the level of 
the channel, drift, and then work 
up to the bed. By the use of dia­
mond drills 800,000,000 gallons of 
:water were drained off the work-

whicli astounded both the present 
mine officials and old timers alike 
was the fact that the diggings are 
quite dry and free from both wa­
ter and-slum. 

Although mine officials have as 
yet made no statement as to the 
values recovered from the strike 
it is admitted that they exceed 
tlieir wildest expectations. Unof­
ficially something in the nature of 
four ounces to tlie yard has been 
reported, and this is believed to 
be conservative. One of the high 
officials of the company left on 
Saturday for England to take first 
hand reports to those financially 
interested in the venture. 

Since writing the above it has 
been reported to this office that 
a test had been made of two cubic 
feet of gravel. The recovery was 
over two ounces of gold. Those 
who have been down the shaft

^ HEN T H E medical men- of 
Vancouver Island and the 

Lower Mainland rejected the pro­
posed Health Insurance Plan, as 
presented by Dr. Allan Peebles and 
the Health Insurance Commiss on, 
the provincial press of Britisli Co-
lumhia had many sane and well-
considered editorial comments to 
make. The concensus of opin'on 
seems to boil down into a qiestion 
—a question of what wilL happen 
next. 

The Chilliwack Progress-asks in 
its eitdorial caption "What Now?" 

"What the stua.tion created by 
the stand taken by the medical 
profession will develop, it is diffi­
cult to forecast," the editorial con­
tinues and explains "the conten­
tion of Government spokesmen iri 
the Legslature was that this is 
prurely an insurance scheme, based 
on contributions of insured em­
ployees and their employers, and 
that those unable to contribute 
could not be included." 

The Cowichan Leader is more 
emphatic in its editorial discuss 
s-on of Health Insurance. After 
stating that "Health Insurance is 
an idea which has universal ap­
peal, for there is nothing in the 
world so humanly fine as being 
able to relieve suffering, there is 
noth ng in'the world for'which the 
recipient is more thoroughly grate­
ful," the editorial continues: 

"A study of the objections of 
doctors .ndicates that they are on 
sound ground, and yet, while they 
are still open to negotiate, the door 
appears to be closing, and we be-
i.eve it doubtful whether the 
scheme will survive, except, per-
hap;̂ , under absolutely inflexible 
bureaucratic control . . . 

"The medical profession, we be-
1 eve, has negotia.ted in the mat­
ter of Health Insurance with' a 
Willingness to work under it .at a 
sacrifice—but it is not willing • to 
take all the risk and make all the 
sacrifice. 

"The scheme is obviousiya class 
measure, and as such w.ll not be 
acceptable to those who will be 
insured—persons earning $1,800 a 
year or less—for they will obvious­
ly feel they are under a class of 
service different from that given 
to other people . . . 

"The difficulties of establishing 
a comptilsory scheme in B.C. that 
will .operate in any way satisfac­
torily are so stupendous and the 
benefits to be gained are so ques­
tionable the Provincial Govern­
ment would be well advised to re­
consider the whole question." 

The West Coast Advocate is also 
emphatic in its editorial, which 
states in part: "Things were run­
ning a bit too smoothly for the 
Health Insurance Commission, and 
it •was to be expected that some­
one or something, would put a 
"sprag" in its wheel before the 
scheme went into operation on 
March 1. The medicos did it, and 
their points of objection have been 
well taken . . . 

"The scheme is bound to cost 
a lot of money to operate—much 
more per head than other hospi­
talization plans already • in • force. 
It is unquestionably going to be 
of benefit to those who come un­
der its provisions, but how many 
will who are not already being 
cared for under plans already in 
force at no cost to the ra.tepayer?" 

"Health Insurance is coming," 
says the leading editorial of The 
Salmon Arm Observer: 

"No one denies the need of 
cheaper medical treatment, not 
that we assume that docors charge 
too much, but so many are living 
on the borderland of poverty that 
they cannot afford the cost of 
medical attention and in conse­
quence general health is becom­
ing undermined. We have always 
felt that an all-embracing scheme 
was required for this province 
where rich and poor alike would 
contribute their quota . . . 

".The refusal of the doctors to 
contract with the Health Commis­
sion at the rates offered is under­
standable, although it might have 
been wiser to have suggested the 
remuneration, they would prefer 
to work on for a beginning. Health 
Insurance is coming even if the 
Governmenii has to appoint its 
own special men to do the work." 

"It would appear to have been 
a wise course to obtain the con­
sent or co-operation of the doc­
tors before reaching this stage," 
suggests The Powell River News. 
"The scheme should never have 
been allowed to get so far before 
this important matter had been 
settled . . . I 

"It Is a pity that a trial for a 

l.mted per.od'— say one year — 
could not be given to the measure-
After this tnal a referendum, vote 
cou.d be taken of all concerned as 
tO whether . t should be edntlnued 
or rejected. A practical triai is the 
best means of finding out whether 
a thing IS satisfactory, or oner-
wse." 

That "The available funds are 
inadequate to give reasonable re­
muneration for the amount of 
service asked of the doctors, 
probably represents the crux of 
the m'ed cal objection" is .the op­
inion of The Ladysmith Chronicle. 

"The contention that the panel 
system w li lower the standard of 
mediCal practice is unconsciously 
a greater criticism of the nied cal 
profession that any ever dared by 
the laity, and the public should 
welcome a further explanation -of 
that paragraph's precise meanng 
and app.icat-on," it states.

JOURNEY? February 8th. Tlie 

three hailed from 
the Lillooet district, and were W 1-

,liam Adolph, Felix Saul and Lou s 
Bob. Wlien the picture was taken 
they were unfo d ng the tale of 
thea- tribesmen's unfortunate cir-̂  
curastances, and for audience they; 
had the President of the Mothers • 
Counc 1 of Vancouver. There was 
a news story about the visit of this 
delegation too, and an account of 
what the natives told The Daily 
Province. It would seem that the 
deta.ls of this story were not very 
well reported, but to one who 
iknows the Indians fairly intimat­
ely, certa n facts stand out clearly. 

The case of the Indians of B.C.' 
especially of those in the interior, 
is bad, and has been for .a long 
time. What William Adolph said 
possessed more than a grain of 
itruth. It does hot n ^ d a crop 
failure to render-most of the trib^ 
dest-tute, and the system of, re­
lief extended to destitute Indians 
is' little less than daimnable. There 
are-no treaty Indians in British 
Columbia, and when one realizes 
that the average family, complet­
ely destitute, receives some $3.50 
a month all told, it is' difficult to 
escape a sense of .shame for our 
white adrriinlstr ation. I repeat 
what I wrote in the Province four 
years ago: "Unemiployment doesi 
not constitute a legit mate cause 
for relief as is the case with al­
most any member of the hetero-
.genious multitude wh ch has ad-
; opted; vtlie Indian's birthplace as 
its hoihel But- no, i f-an aged In­
dian happens to be blind, or ser­
iously m?;imed: if his wife is too 
old to m'aiiage the ranch (twenty 
odd acres of sidehill by kind per-
miss.on of the Government), if 
there are no relations able to sup­
ply him with the bare means of 
sustenance, if fact, if he is prac­
tically starving, he may, if he is 
fortunate, obta.n the noble sum 
of $5.00 a month, out of which he 
is to provide for the needs of his 
wife and retainers. 

I took it that the.delegation was 
speaking for several bands of In­
dians, whose members total quite 
a large number, and Wliose coun­
try I know, and what is significant 
î ' that in The Daily Province of 
the very next day, and on a very 
unimportant page usually devoted 
to advertisements and shipping' 
the matter was closed: "-No major 
investigation w.ll be made into re­
ported privation among Indian 
bands' of the; Lillooet country, F. J . 
C: Ball, Indian Agent at Vancou­
ver stated today. Privations have 
been seriously exaggerated, he 
said, and he describes the affair 
as 'a tempest in a teacup." 

How poorly this treatment com­
pares with the detailed, longwind-
ed and morbid enquiry which 
dragged on so.long abopt and a-
round the doings in the Burnaby 
Home for the Friendless. So much 
energy is wasted where sumimary 
treatment is indicajted. So little 
thought is given to matters callhig 
for patience, sympathy, and action. 
I sincerely trust that when our 
friend Major D. M . MacKay gets 
well settled into his now sphere-of 
work, he will see things as many 
other friends of the Indians see 
them.

A 1 growers of - seed, whether it 
be seed grain, vegetable seed or 
any other kind of seed, should en­
deavor to produce seed of super­
ior quality by starting v/lth the 
most suitable vai'iet es and strains 
and selecting the very best seed 
for their own plantingsi. In the 
production of seed potatoes there 
is room for much improvement, 
and all too frequently b.vuised, 
damaged, small off-type, or other­
wise inferior left-over potatoes are 
planted, particularly if prices have 
been alluring. Actual selection of 
superior strains of potatoes is ap­
parently not receiving the atten­
tion that is so fundamental to suc-ceas, and yet the seed poato grow­
ers may be producers of really high 
quality cattle and other live stock' 
and would not for a moment hink 
of using the same tactics in their 
breeding programme. Why then 
not apply similar care' and prin-
c p.es' to the producton of high 
qual ty seed potatoes. 

The Seed Potato Certification 
Serv.ce has. been advocating such 
a system for many years with 
varying success. It is true that dis­
eases have been controlled or 
methods for their control practic­
ed, but that is not the whole story. 
An effort should be .made by every 
seed potato grower, through sel­
ection, to produce stock, which in 
addition to being m,ore or less free 
from serious diseases, is also ap­
parently disease resistant. Good 
seed should be true to type, high 
yielding, and of .good appearance. 
That is to say, tuber shape, color 
or sk n and eye characters should 
all be considered and an, effort 
made to cull any not conforming 
to a certain set standard of ex­
cellence. In other words, seed sel­
ection. 

The tuber unit method of plant­
ing, of which much has been writ­
ten, is one big step leading toward 
such an end and growers would be 
well advised tp practice every 
means by which the quality of 
seed may be improved. Such prac­
tices are becoming more and more 
general in face of modern'compe-
tit on. For .further information the 
nearest Plant Pathologist' should 
be consulted, or the Seed Potato 
Certification Service, Division of 
Botany, the Central Experimental 
Farm, Ottawa".

The time to prepare measures 
to eobiiiat mosquitoes is now, be­
fore the warm spring sunshine 
melts the snow and ice in the fields 
and woods and. releases nature 
from w.nter's icy grip. The mos-
qu.to hordes that will appear in 
May and June are now helpless in 
the egg stage, lying harmless to 
man and animals, on soil and 
leaves, under a blanket of snow, 
in the low places where water ac-
cumu ates when nature awakes in 
spring. When water covers these 
eggs they will hatch and give rise 
to 1 ny larvae or "wrigglers." The 
development of the larvae in the 
cold water is slow at first, but as 
the sun's rays increase in strength 
and warm rains fall, it quickens 
so that by early M^y many of th^ 
larvae w.ll have transformed to 
pupae and some of the - winged 
fox-ms will have emerged, and the 
females among them will be seek­
ing food from their warm-blooded 
hosts. Once the mosqutoes are 
flymg they cannot be effectively 
controiled, and the victims of their 
bites are reduced to swatting and 
complaining, or tb using sprays 
and dopes which are at best are 
only temporarily or partially ef­
fective. 

Therefore now is the time to 
plan for action to combat mosqui­
toes, when they are most vulner­
able; that is, after they have 
ha.tched from the eggs and are 
concentrated as larvae and pupae 
in the transient water bodies of 
spring and early summer. Like 
other animals these creatures must 
breathe, and this they do largely 
through tube-shaped organs which 
they force through the water sur­
face at frequent uitervals into the 
outer ar . If a film of petroleum 
oil ha.s been sprayed on the water 
the larvae and pupae are cut off 
from the life-giving air, and in 
their efforts to reach' it their 
breathing organs and bodies be­
come fouled with the oil and they 
qu ekly die. Better still, because 
the effects are permanent, the re­
moval of the water from the 

. breeding places by drainage also 
! destroys the larvae and pupae and 
! preveni.s further annoyance.
